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From the Chair: 
 

Leadership Through Service 
 
 I would like to thank the other Board members for expressing their confidence in my ability to serve 
effectively as Chairman this year.  When I was appointed to the Board in January of 2002, I viewed it 
as a great privilege and a responsibility which I took very seriously.  These feelings are even stronger 
for me as I think about the position of Chair.  Thankfully, I am blessed to be working with a group of 
people who are equally committed to serving you well, have an abundance of wisdom, and come 
from a very diverse background.  In addition to the other Board Members, we work closely with 
Steve Dodd as a representative from the Attorney General’s office, with Don Hiltz who serves as the 
Board Investigator, and with Kathryn Brown and Sheila Wright who staff our office in Montgomery. 
 
 The Board meets approximately 9-10 times a year and are called upon frequently to answer questions 
about the legality of certain situations and practices, as well as to deal with complaints that have been 
submitted to the Board.  When I first began serving I wondered where and how the Board came to the 
conclusions it did.  I found it very comforting that it was a very logical and sound process that always 
returned at its root to the same question, “What do the statute and rules say?”  I am always amazed at 
how often at every meeting we pull the law and rules out and pour over them.  You’d think that after 
reading them a thousand times you wouldn’t need to do this but I am also amazed at how you always 
gain new insights when applying these documents to new situations.  We also use previous Board 
rulings and opinions to guide our responses and actions.  Because of this I am thankful for the many 
dedicated and wise individuals who served on the Board in years past.  We have on record many 
previous opinions which articulate complex ideas in a very straight forward and understandable way 
and I am thankful that we very often can rely on them and don’t have to “reinvent the wheel.” 
 
 My goal for this coming year is to be more responsive than ever in how we deal with questions and 
complaints that are submitted to the Board.  Many questions we receive have already been answered 
in the past and can be responded to by Kathryn or Sheila with a previous ruling the Board has made.  
Others may have a different twist to them or deal with a subject matter not previously discussed by 
the Board.  In these instances, the Board will need to meet and discuss the issue before an answer can 
be given.  For complaints, the process of investigation and then the possibility of informal and/or 
formal hearings is often time consuming.  During these instances when a protracted time frame is 
required, we will be communicating with the complainant or person submitting the question so they 
do not feel that their question/complaint is being neglected.  We owe it to you and to the public to be 
decisive but not rash. 
 
 One last sentiment which I’d like to communicate is appreciation for all of you who take it upon 
yourselves to be active and responsive to any situations you encounter which you feel may not be 
consistent with our laws and rules.  As you know, the Board does not go around the state looking for 
wrong doing.  We rely on our licensees and the public to be our “eyes and ears”.  This is why unbe-
coming conduct in Rule 700-X—3-.02(2)(y) is defined as “failure to report alleged or known unethi-
cal, incompetent, illegal, unprofessional, or dishonorable conduct.”  I look forward to serving with the 
other Board members and staff and partnering with you to protect the public by ensuring Physical 
Therapy is practiced according to the Alabama Physical Therapy Practice Act and Administrative 
Code.

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  The Alabama State Board of Physical Therapy Lowers Score 
 For Foreign Trained Physical Therapist 

 
  
  

  
  

 Don’t panic, the licensure requirements haven’t changed a bit, however, the Alabama State Board of 
Physical Therapy was recently challenged to reconsider its position on setting the score for the Test of 
Spoken English at a perfect 60, which was “The highest  score in the Nation”.  The board previously es-
tablished the score based on its understanding of the language qualifications necessary to speak effectively 
to the public. Since the board’s primary function is to protect the interest of the public, its position to set 
the highest standard possible at that time seemed appropriate. The problem is that very few, if any, non-
English speaking foreign educated candidates, other than those who’ve completed a formal English educa-
tion, could score the perfect 60 required for licensure in the State of Alabama.  After a lengthy and thor-
ough review of the spoken English requirements the board concluded that a score of 50 would be suffi-
cient to determine the foreign applicant’s ability to effectively communicate with the citizens of our state. 
This decision, of course, was not reached without a complete analysis because of the concern that we 
might fail to meet the basic needs of our state’s citizens. However, our board should be commended for its 
democratic handling of this matter and its ability to collectively reach a majority vote on the decision to 
reduce the score from a perfect 60 to a 50 for foreign educated PTs, who might otherwise be denied licen-
sure in our state. We feel the decision to lower the score was prudent; however, we agreed to re-visit this 
matter when and if necessary.

Home Study Continuing Education 
 

 In the past few years home study has become a popular and convenient method for licensees to obtain the 
required CEU’s.  With the increasing numbers of home study courses available it has become difficult for 
the Board to screen and approve these courses.  Currently our rules and regulations state: Chapter 700-X-2 
“Continuing education credit may be granted for: (i) Courses, seminars and workshops which are sponsored 
by the APTA and/or its components … (iii) APTA individual self-directed studies.   Other self-directed 
studies may be considered.”   The Board is currently working with the Alabama Chapter of the APTA to 
improve this process.   Continue to check our web site for more information.

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IS IT PHYSICAL THERAPY OR NOT??? 
 
 Over the last six months the Board has received many questions regarding the legality of PTs and PTAs per-
forming work of a non-physical therapy nature.  Sometimes this has been initiated by employers who are try-
ing to improve efficiencies and lower labor costs by cross training physical therapy personnel to perform other 
tasks when they are not at maximal capacity with their physical therapy treatments.  Other times this has been 
initiated due to requests of clients for physical therapy personnel to perform certain evaluative services on a 
well population.  Historically, the Board’s position has been that screenings by a physical therapist may be per-
formed without a medical referral if all of the following conditions are met: (1) no charges are assessed, (2) the 
client has no medical diagnosis, (3) there is no “hands on” evaluation, and (4) no written notation is made. 
 
 More recently the Board has considered this issue at length and has tried to provide further clarification.  Un-
der ALA. CODE 1975, Section 34-24-217(9), PTs and PTAs may only “treat” patients through the use of 
physical therapy.  Any “treatment” of patients by other than physical therapy must be accomplished by some-
one other than one licensed as a PT or PTA.  For the purposes of a practical and common sense means of im-
plementing and enforcing this restriction, the Board of Physical Therapy will, in the future, follow a “bright 
line” rule, to the effect that touching a patient equates to treating the patient. 
 
 What this will mean, for example, is that ambulating the patient, for whatever reason, is physical therapy, and 
cannot be performed by a PT without proper evaluation and referral for physical therapy, and cannot be per-
formed by a PTA not under the proper direction of a PT.  The same with bathing a patient.  Bathing involves 
touching, and touching is physical therapy.  Examples of activities that would not be physical therapy would 
be feeding, serving, administrative, and/or custodial/janitorial-type services.  Because these activities involve 
no touching of the patient, they would not require physical therapy referral and evaluation, nor would they 
require the direction of a PTA by a PT. 
 
 This “bright line” approach is one that we feel is reasonable and appropriate, and one that we hope serves the 
needs of the public, our licensed health care professionals, and the health care industry.

The lowest level of sanction involves the placing of a letter of   admonition in a licensee's permanent file. 

 
  
The intermediate level of sanction involves the licensee entering into a   guilty plea agreement with the Board, either prior to or following a                             

 formal or informal hearing.  A licensee who pleads guilty may be    required to pay a fine, or be subjected to a period of license    suspension, or 
 both. 

 
  
The highest level of sanction involves a finding of guilt after a formal administrative hearing.  This level of sanction includes a fine and/or   li

 cense suspension, and may include license revocation. 
 

  Disciplinary actions are matters of public record. 
 

        In addition to being included in a licensee's permanent file, disciplinary actions are also published in the Board's 
semi-annual newsletter. 

 
         Licensees who either plead guilty, or who are found guilty after either an informal or formal hearing, have 

their names and the nature of their discipline published in the Board's newsletter. 
 

        With a letter of admonition, only the nature of the disciplinary action is published.
