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Remembering Kathryn Brown, Executive Director… 
 

 “It is fun to think back on some of the things that have gone on and how they 
have changed over the years.”  There are many memorable moments that came to 
her mind during my recent visit with Kathryn Brown, Executive Director of the 
Board who officially retires from her Board position on April 29, 2005.   
 
 Kathryn began her work for the Alabama Board of Physical Therapy in 1974-75 
during her “spare time” while working as a secretary for the rehab service at the 
Central Alabama Rehabilitation Center in Montgomery (today known as Easter 
Seals).  The Board secretary at the time, Barbara Dole, PT, requested Kathryn’s 
help with meeting minutes and Kathryn agreed to do so from her home where she 
also housed all board records during those early years.  “We were small then and 
had only 3 board members at the time; the Chairman, the Treasurer and the Sec-
retary”.  
 
 Things have certainly changed since those early days after the first Physical 
Therapist license was granted in November, 1965.  Kathryn moved from her 
“spare time” role officially to “part time” in March, 1978 when the first Board 
office opened in the South Lawrence Street location.  She moved to a full-time 
position as Executive Secretary of the Board in 1982. Under her leadership and 
guidance, office locations have changed twice more…first to the Bailey Building 
on South Union Street in 1991 and finally to the current location in the RSA Un-
ion Building in 1998.  Since 1978, the Board licensee roster has grown from 317 
physical therapists and 50 LPTAs (367 total licensees) in 1976 to 1642 therapists 
and 1305 LPTAs this year….a total of 2,947 and a growth of over 800%! Kathryn 
has done a wonderful job guiding a smooth progression over those years and has 
had to step up the technological capacity of the office to keep up with the increas-
ing work load. Her title changed to Executive Director of the Board in 1998 and 
she has “directed” many positive changes since that time. 
 
 Kathryn has had a major influence in proposing and initiating operating improve-
ments for the Board office.  “I remember when we typed letters using carbon pa-
per and onion skin paper.  Every single thing was done by hand back 
then….everything!”  The Board now offers the Alabama public on-line communi-
cation through a web site and email plus conveniences which include availability 
of the Administrative Code and Rules/Regulations governing our practice, on-
line publication of periodic newsletters and a directory of licensees.  
 
 Kathryn hired Sheila Wright as an office assistant in 1997 and is the only other 
Board employee.  Sheila is saddened by Kathryn’s departure.  “I will miss her. 
She has been a good friend and fun workmate over my years with the board”.  
Current and former Board members, along with thousands of Alabama licensees 
over the years, will miss Kathryn’s beautiful smile, her wonderful disposition and 
the dedicated time she has given to our profession through her role in the Board 
office.  We will hire someone to fill the Executive Director’s position but it will be 
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difficult finding another person with the commitment of Kathryn Brown. 
 
 An artist who enjoys painting original works, Kathryn plans to enjoy retirement in Montgomery with her husband, Feigh.  
We send her off to that retirement, wishing her the very best and never to forget her lasting impact on our lives.

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Board Moving Forward with Jurisprudence Examination 
 
 The Alabama State Board of Physical Therapy has made a firm commitment to move 
forward with implementation of a Jurisprudence Examination for all new licensees. 
The board acknowledges that in order to comply with the regulations and laws im-
posed upon those practicing physical therapy in the state of Alabama, we must in-
crease our understanding of our scope of practice, the requirements of supervision 
and other essential components in our jurisdiction. This knowledge is critical for the 
protection of the public. We find this important because the current national physical 
therapy examination does not test for specific state requirements regarding physical 
therapy and regulations. Currently only four states (Florida, Georgia, Nebraska and 
California) utilize computer based jurisprudence examinations and Arizona and the 
District of Columbia expect to develop exams in 2005. The Alabama State Board of 
Physical Therapy has been collaborating with the Federation of State Board Physical 
Therapy to develop a psychometrically defensible examination and the accompanying 
laws, rules and regulations. This examination will include 50 test items, 40 of which 
will count towards passing, 10 to be used as pre-test items for future needs. Passing 
the examination will be required for individuals for initial licensure in the state of Ala-
bama, and candidates for endorsement. Our plan is to have our examination ready 
for candidates by January of 2006. One of the major final steps in the development 
of our examination is to establish a pass point study to determine the lowest point in 
which a candidate is deemed competent to practice physical therapy in the state of 
Alabama. This process will require the participation of a number of volunteers; thus 
the board is again officially extending an invitation to all who may be interested in 
participating in this process. Criteria for participation is very specific and requires 
that the individuals be licensed and currently practicing physical therapy in the state 
of Alabama. This may include clinicians, educators and administrators. Each partici-
pant should have a good idea of what candidates for licensure should know about 
Alabama Physical Therapy Law. This process will be both interesting and educational 
and will require at least 15 for the initial pass point study. Participants will be se-
lected from those submitting official interest in this process. Those interested will 
need to be able to meet in Montgomery for two days for the initial session and 1 day 
for two additional follow up meetings. Though only 15 are needed, all participants will 
have the opportunity to participate in this process. Participants will have the opportu-
nity to review and learn a lot more about the laws and regulations relating to the 
practice of physical therapy in the state of Alabama. The Alabama State Board of 
Physical Therapy is eager to get started with this project and look forward to your 
enthusiastic participation. This project will start with a 2 day workshop on April 29th 
and 30th, 2005. We will sponsor two additional work shops, a day and a half session 
on June 17th and 18th 2005 and a final one day workshop on July 22nd 2005, so 
please mark your calendars for participation on these days.

Why?     The Alabama Board of Physical Therapy has been collaborating with  
                the Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy to develop a psychometrically       
                defensible examination over the Alabama Practice Act and the accompanying laws,  
                rules and regulations.  This examination will be a 50-item exam with 40 of the   
                items counting toward a passing score and 10 of the items being used as pretest  
                items for future forms.  Passing of the examination will be required for initial  
                licensure in Alabama including candidates for endorsement.  The plan is to have  
                the exam ready for candidates June 17th, 18th,  2005.  One of the final steps in  
                developing the exam is to establish a passing point – the lowest point in which a          
                candidate is deemed competent to practice or work as a PT or PTA in the state of     
                Alabama.   
 
       In developing a pass point, a Modified Angoff Study is used.  A committee of  
                 physical therapists and physical therapist assistants is used to judge the proportion  
                 of minimally qualified candidates who would answer each item correctly.  The cut  
                 score is then developed by averaging the judgements of each of the committee  
                 members for each item and across items.  Training occurs during the meeting to  
                 provide criteria for making these judgements. 
 

 Criteria for participation:  
       Licensed and currently practicing physical therapist or physical therapist assistant  
                 in the state of Alabama.  This can include clinicians, educators, and administrators.  
                 Each participant should have a good idea what candidates for licensure should  
                 know about Alabama Law.   
 

 Why should I participate?: 
        The workshop is a great way to develop an understanding of how pass points are  
                  developed for licensure examinations and provide input into the development of  
                  minimum passing criteria for the Alabama Jurisprudence Examination. The pro- 
                  cess is both interesting and educational.  The participants will also have the  
                  opportunity to review and learn a little more about Alabama law relating to the  
                  practice of physical therapy.  We look forward to your participation.

It’s never a pleasant task for us to tell a licensee of an expired license, and there’s no 
recourse we can offer after that happens. 
 

REASONS FOR RETURNING YOUR RENEWAL APPLICATION TO YOU 
• Sending a personal check 
• Sending the wrong amount 
• Failing to include a copy of your continuing education certificate(s) 
• Submitting certificates for courses that were unacceptable by the board for 
• various reasons 
• Failing to answer the questions on the application form and/or for failing to sign 

the form  
• Failing to send the renewal application in sufficient time for processing 

 

 CHANGES IN THE LAW BE AWARE! 
 
 Your license will expire September 30th.  Working on October 1st without having 

renewed your license will be cause for disciplinary action by the board.  There 
will not be a grace period for license renewal during the month of Octo-
ber. 

 
 The compliance period for attending approved continuing education is now        

October 1 through September 30. 
 
 Licenses reinstated and restored will be effective the date that fees and appli-

cation are received in the board office.

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PTA Scope of Practice 
 

  
      In the State of Alabama Board of Physical Therapy Administrative Code 
the roles and responsibilities of licensees are defined and outlined in detail.  However, the 
Board is often questioned on specific tasks and treatments that may or may not be in the 
scope of practice for physical therapists and physical therapist assistants.        
            

When a written question comes before the Board there is a specific process that is fol-
lowed.  If the question is general and can be answered by the Executive Director, a written 
reply to the licensee will come from the Board office.  If not, the question is then placed on 
the Agenda for the next Board meeting, and the process begins. 

 
 Licensees’ questions are then openly discussed by the Board members, the Adminis-

trative Code is referred to for clarification and an answer is ascertained by the Board.  One of 
the Board members is selected to reply to the question in writing with an interpretation of 
the Code in reference to the exact question.  To answer the question, this interpretation is 
then communicated back to the licensee.   

 
 For those who have questions, the scope of practice for a physical therapist assistant 

seems to be the most confusing.  Although specifically not outlining what a licensed physical 
therapist assistant cannot do, the Code provides the following guidelines for PTA’s under 
Section 700-X-3-.03 Roles and Responsibilities of Licensees. 

 
1.  To practice only under the direction of a physical therapist licensed to practice in the           
 State of Alabama. 
2.  To assist with, but not perform, patient disability evaluations. 
3.  To perform treatment procedures as delegated by the physical therapist but not to 
4.   initiate or alter a treatment plan. 
5.  To supervise other supportive personnel as charged by the physical therapist. 
6.  To perform clerical, housekeeping, or other tasks as designated by the physical thera         
 pist. 
7.  To notify the physical therapist of changes in patient’s status, including all untoward p
 patient responses. 
8.  To discontinue immediately any treatment procedures which in their judgment appear 
 to be harmful to the patient. 
9.  To refuse to carry out treatment procedures that they believe to be not in the best  
          interest of the patient.

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THE PATIENT PHYSICAL THERAPY ACCESS ACT-2005 – AS SEEN THROUGH 
THE EYES OF THE CONSUMER 

 
  The Alabama Board of Physical Therapy is seeking a change in the Practice Act.  
The current act prohibits the practice of physical therapy unless authorized by a li-
censed physician. This limits the consumer to physical therapy services.  The change 
in the act would allow the consumer to seek the care of a physical therapist without a 
physician’s referral, ultimately, saving consumers and insurance providers hundreds 
of thousands of dollars each year. 
 
  Public protection is the primary concern.  Direct access has shown no evidence 
of physical therapy leading to any serious injuries of patients. 
 
  Other healthcare providers, with far less training, are providing care and guid-
ance without referrals from physicians.  Physical therapists would continue to seek 
advice of physicians, as needed, for patient care. 
 
  Alabama is one of the two remaining states in the U. S. without some form of 
direct access.  The changes in the act would be in the best interest of the consumers

  ALABAMA BOARD OF PHYSICAL THERAPY 
DISCIPLINARY INVESTIGATIONS AND ACTIONS 

 
 The Board has a three-tier system of discipline.  
 
  

The lowest level of sanction involves the placing of a letter of  admonition in a licensee's permanent 
file. 
 

  

The intermediate level of sanction involves the licensee entering into a  guilty plea agreement with the 
Board, either prior to or following a    formal or informal hearing.  A licensee who pleads guilty may be    required 
to pay a fine, or be subjected to a period of license    suspension, or both. 

 
  

The highest level of sanction involves a finding of guilt after a formal administrative hearing.  This level 
of sanction includes a fine and/or   license suspension, and may include license revocation. 

 
 Disciplinary actions are matters of public record.   
 

 In addition to being included in a licensee's permanent file, disciplinary actions are 
also published in the Board's semi-annual newsletter.   

 
 Licensees who either plead guilty, or who are found guilty after either an informal or 

formal hearing, have their names and the nature of their discipline published in 
the Board's newsletter.  

 
 With a letter of admonition, only the nature of the disciplinary action is published.
