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ordered the same to be sent forthwith to the house with-
out engrossment :

s. 87. To ratify and confirm the organization of the
Mobile and Birmingham Railroad Company, and to de-
clare the rights, powers, franchises and privileges of said
Mobile and Birmingham Railroad Company ;

And the president of the senate has appointed as the
committee on the part of the senate to examine the re-
port of the code commissioner, and to sit during recess,
Messrs. Pettus, McElderry and Smith.

And, also, as the committee on the part of the senate
to visit the State University during recess and investi-
gate and report the management of the same and report
to the general assembly,

Messrs. Rogers and Kilpatrick.

And, also, as the committee to visit the State Normal
Schools at Florence and Livingston, during the recess,
and to investigate the management of the same and re-
port to the general assembly, ‘

Messrs. Abrerombie and Matthews.

And has adopted the joint resolution herewith sent,

Relative to the clerks of the joint committee to serve
the said committee during the recess, to serve the joint
committee on revenue laws and the subject of taxation.

And the senate has passed the house bill,

1. 449. To amend section 2 of an act to create the
11th judicial circuit of the State of Alabama, to fix the
time of holding court therein, to provide for the appoint-
ment of a judge for said circuit and the election of a so-
licitor for said circuit, approved Dec. 7th, 1894.

And has originated and passed the following bill :

s.123. To incorporate the South Alabama Baptist
Institute, of Thomasville, Clarke county, Alabama.

And the senate has acceded to the request of the house
for a committee of conference on the senate amendment
to the house joint resolution,

Raising a joint committe to visit and investigate the
management of the State University, said committee to
serve during recess.
