Dear Sir:

We are engaged in a most necessary and important
piece of work in rebuilding the State Training School for
Delinquent Girls on the 600 acre farm in Jeffersom County,
Alabama, out of C W A funds.

We have so far spent $5,000,00 for material and
$20,000.00 for labor, in addition to $5,000.00 of the State's
money. This work cannot be discontinued now without serious
loss finaneially and economieally. These facilities cennot
be completed by May 1, with a further expenditure of C W A
funds of $10,000,00 material and $40,000.00 lgbor. Large
numbers of skilled labor are unable now to find employment.
Is there not some way possible to grant authority for this
£urther expenditure above the Jefferson quota to enable us to
complete this most worthy, necessary and important piece of
work?
