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Gentlemen,

On the last scrap of paper in my possess-—

we hay need. Fram Millers bend to the Flat
Shoals there is a large path, the distance 30 or 35
miles & the position convenient for all of us
whether travelling up or down the Country,

My horse's back is so much injured as to render
him unfit for travelling, yet I propose to set
out some time tomorrow
