The Georgia Regiment having
left this Brigade leaves
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us with fewer troops and
therefore not so much to do.
So that I do not expect to
be so busily employed for
the future. Well Darling
I think now it is well settled
that we are not to have a fight
here soon. moving those
troops to Virginia is pretty
good evidence, besides a
number of hands were discharged
at the foundry in the Navy
yard this evening another
evidence. | wish now it
was so you could come back
here and stay with me. |
do feel at times so lonely and
as if I would give any thing
for se a good opportunity
of being with you and
conversing with you.
Well I will enjoy the next
greatest pleasure and that
is writing to you. Nannie
