Let us
hope that the press may be faithful
and pure, devoted to truth, right,
justice, freedom, and virtue, as the
orators have been, If the press gloat
in licentiousness; if it stoop.to strike
the private man; if it expose to the
public gaze the sacred privacy of
homey; if it violate all decency in
thrusting gentle women to the gossip
of the town; if it ecatches an idle ru-
mor or envious tongue to malign the
innocent; if it can be bribed to sup<
press the truth or cireulate the false;
if it shield the public wrong-doer or
denounce the faithful public servant;
if it pander to the base prejudices and
passions of the populace—then we
may grieve thut this great engine
should work such migchief in society.
