An Old Citieen’s Views of Local and State]
Affairs.

Planters are now actively engaged in

Yet
many think that the earlier cotton is
planted so as to miss the frosts, the less
linble it is to be destroyed by the cater-

illar, In other words, it matures before
{)hc worm usually makes its appearance.
Some planters are of the opinion that the
past mild winter brouglit out prematurely
the fly, and that the cold afterwards will
destroy them. _

Thisiden ismore plausiblethanit would
at first appear. I noticed during the
warm days and nights of January. and
February, thousands of these flies. Also
that o cold snap following geaused them
to entirely disappear. It is, I presume,

bloom before the regular season, we have
no fruit that year, Persons who. have
given this theory their attention ate very
sanguine, and say we will have no worms
this year, and that it is an established
fact that we always have the worm after
a severe winter and never have them after
awarm or mild winter. ¥or my own
