thd#y——fl‘he Sabbath.

According to the Mosaic account
tithe Seventh day’’ was hallowed by
Gon, as a day of rest, from the founda-
tion of the world, Itis asserted by
some learned writers, however, that
MosEes himself instituted the Jewish
Sabbath and that Gop confirmed the
institution in and by thelaw which he
committed to the great Deliverer on
Mount Sinai. The Jewish Sabbath
commenced at sunset on Friday even=
ing and terminated at sunset the next
day. Inlater times the provisions of
the Mosaio law were greatly extended.
Travelling, beyond any point 2000 pa-
ces from from the limits of one'stown
or village, was strictly forbidden, as
was also any and all other kinds of la-
bor not absolutely necessary. In the
time of the MACCABEES a number of
zealous Jews suffered themselves to be
slaughtered by their enemies rather
than violate the Sabbath by defending
themselves. Butthe day was not con-
secrated to stated meetings for worship
until some time after the exile.

The Sabbath before the Passover
was ealled “the great Sabbath” and
every seventh year was called the
Sabbatical year, in which the fields
were suffered to lie uncultivated and
wherein no debts or dues counld be col-
lected. After the resurrection of
CHRIST, but at what precise period of
time is not known, the Christians dis-
carded the day set apart by the Mo-
saic law and adopted that on which

~ the Resurrection took place—the flrst

day of the week or Sunday. That
day is still observed by most of the
¢hristian churches. The adherents of
JoANNA SovuTHCcOTT, the Seventh
day Baptists, gnd perhaps one or {wo
other small denominations maintain
that the change was made without
scriptural warrant and therefore still
adhere to the Mosaic Sabbath, From
the time of the Resurrection, Sunday
was regarded by the apostles &3 s sol.
emn and holy day. It was given by
them the name of ‘‘the Lord's day”
which ig still its legal title in England.
Its observance as a Sabbath of rest
however,was a growtb,rather than a di

rect institution. Custom at first and
lawsafterwards prohibited first one sort
oflaborand then another until about
tbeyear 538 when the third Council of
Orleans forbade all manner of work,

except that of charity, on Sunday.

‘We have bul little light on the subject
of its subsequent observance until the
Reformation broke ovdr Europe and
rolled away the stone which had so
long lain at the tomb of buried knowl-
edge. The founders of the English
reformation, after abolishing most of
the festivals kept prior to their time,
made but little change in those retain-
ed. Sunday stood on about the same
footing with mere legal holidays. The
service of the church was required to
be attended, but no innocent amuse-
ment was prohibited. But from that
time a just distinction began to grow
up, and in 1595 it was placed on about

" the same ground, with respectto the

sanctity of its observance, that the
Jewish Sabbath occupied. Theslight.
est action of worldly business and
amusements of all kinds were inter-
dicted. T'his system, once promulga-
ted, soon gained ground, becaure it
suited the atrabilious humor of the
oarlier Puritans to whom it afforded a
new theme ofcensure on the vicés of
the great, Those who opposed them,
on the High Chuch side, derided the
SBabbafarisns and pretended that
the origihal commandment hav-
ing been confined to the Hebrews,
the modern observance of the first day
of the week, instead of the seventh,
was a4 mere ecclesiastical institution,
and in no degree ‘more sacred per se
than that of the other festivals, or the
season of Lent which the Purilans
most devoutly desplsed, JAmps I,
for the manifest purpose of harrass-
ing these prim religionists, published
and caused to be read in the churches
o royal permit of all lawful recreae
tiong, such as dancing, archery, may-
games,Morris-dances, ete, to those who
had previously dttended service on
Bunday. Thecondition, or restriction
of the fadulgence fo thoss who had
first attonded Divine Service would, it
was thought, be regarded. as a gort of
bounty on dovotion. But the Puritan
did niot soe 86 1o that light, In his se-
vors eyos May games and Morrls-dan~
oo Wwere an sbomination on any day of
the week, and on “'the Sabbatl! they
were but Iittle short of ranlk blasphe-
my. By somo means the decree of the
monarch was rendered of no effeet un«
til the next ensuing reign. In tho
year 1021 & bill was fotroduced tn the |
Hoiwe 6f Commons “for the betler ol
sevyance of ihe Habbath, coramonly|
Iy oalted Bundey,” A member by
the eams  of BERCERRD,  wihe
ing to omt & sueer upon the Purl)

marked that “as Saturdoy was dies
Sabbattithismight beentitledabill for
theokservance of Saturday, commeonly

lealled Bunday.”? His witticisms drew

down upon his head the vengeance of
that dreadful assembly. He was rep-
remanded on his knees and expelled
the House. But when the Upper
House sent back the bill with the
words “Lord’s day’ substituted for
#Sabbath,?” with the pointed message
that **the people do now much incline
to words Judaism’’ the Commons qui-
etly acquiesced in the amendment,—
The useof the word “Sabbath!? for
“Sunday’? became in that nge the dis-
tinctive mark of the puritan party.—
This episode explains how aud why
the word *Sabbath?” was first used to
designate the first, instead of the sev-
enth day of the week.

From the time just mentioned until
the present the regular observance of
Sunday, as a day of rest and worship,
has been uninterrupted in Christian
Countries. That observance is wi-
der now than it was then, if not
more honest and devoted. The
spread of the Gospel of Peace has
earried it to the uttermost ends of the
Earth., If some swift~-winged Ariel,
following the Bun and keeping pace
with the hours, could * put a girdle
about theearth !’ to-day, hisears would
be saluted at almost every sweep of his
pinions with the chime of the church
going bell, and his eyes would behold
the pleasing spectacle of a procession,as
endless and as broad as the lightof
civilization itself, moving with slow
and solemn pace to the Tabernacles of
the Most High. The emblem of eter-
nal rest, the symbol of a purer world,
this day gathers beneath its hallowed
influences, ‘* asahen gathers her chick-
ons beneath her wings,’? all the mighty
hosts of men ** who have washed their
robes and made them white in the
blood of the Lamb,” And notonly
these but * the strangers within their
gates;?’ for like the rains which de-
scend on thie just and the unfust, it
rests like a benediction from thelips
of the God of Love on all thecliristian

A S’ ngular Comparisen.

Some sage, writer, CHATFIELD, We
believe, has compared the State ma-
chine to an hour glass, which has its
period of utility and its succeeding
period of uselessness, The sands grad;
ually cut away the small aperturs
through which they flow, and, at the
same time, grind down their own
rough points and angles; so that be-
tween the enlarged aperture and the
diminished grains the hours run more
speedily away, and the™ glass grows
valueless, So with the form and sub-
stance of a government by the people;

of the people, and a just appreciation
of their powers and responsibilities on
the part of their representatives. But,
the balance once destroyed, the sole
remedy is the restriction of the en-
larged and perverted powers, and the
extension of that which has been cur-
tailed by the friction of years, which
amounts in the aggregate to what we
call reform. Or you may go on {ill
the machine is obliged to be turned
topsy-turvy and thrown into disorder
if not dashed in pieces, by Revolution

DeAR Srr:  As one of the ‘‘consult-
ing and co-operative committee,’”’ con-
sisting of the Governor of the State,
Presidents of Raliroads and other
Transportation Companies, Mayors of
cities, Presidents of Boards of Trade
and Chambers of Commerce, to aid in
the establishment of the “Liverpool,
Savannah and Great Western Trans-
portation Line,” you are especially
and earnestly requested to meet the
sonvention, in the hall of the House
of Representatives, in Atlanta, Geor-
gia, on the first Tuesday in May next,
at 11 o’clock a. m. . :

The Trapsportation Line has been

tablished—exports, imports and pas-
sengers; the probable demand for im-
migrant passengers; the opportunity
for favorable investment of foreign
capital in the various industries of this
country, etc. All important facts bear-
ing upon any of these subjects will be
useful), and are solicited.

The effort in which we are engaged
to establish direet trade with foreign
countries by a regular line of steam-
ships from a Southern Atlantic port,
is worthy of our best energies and of
such sacrifices of time and money as
may be necessary to suecess. .

The TUniversity »ol‘ Alabama,

The true cnuses which have pro-
duced the chronic depression in the
fortunes of the University of Alabama,
that hag existed from its first estab-
lishment down to the present bour,
are tobe found in the popular preju-
dices againat the Iustitution, which
were engendered quite early in ils
history, and have been persistently ar-
rayved against it throughout the whole
period of its existence, and in the
charaster and mode of electing Its
rectoral or governing body. The_for-
mer as eauses of injury to the Unlis
versity, have exigted from its origin,
or were excited during the earlier pe-
riod of its career,but have operated "as

energy that havs progressively dimiu-
ished with the increasing age of the
Institution. The latter cause, as the
gottrceof harm to it, hag existed only
since the close of the late war belween
the States, and the change introduced
by the new Constitution of the Btite,
in the mode of electing the governing
body of the University.

The popular prejudices, wliieh hiave
proved go damaging to the Universi-
ty, were ongendored cltfelly in two

;Bylrsb. by the bitter and prolonged
confroversiey, both in the Leplslature
and among tho people, which prew out

which was granted by scaling the
original bids down to lower rates, by
an extension of the time of payment,
or by an annulment of the contract it~
self, and the resumption of the owner-
ghip of the lands by the State, all of
wh?eh operated greatly to the waste
and reduction of the endowment fund
of the University. These applications
for relief were preceded, accompauiedd
and followed by heated and prolonge

controversies, both in and out of the
Legislature, which beeame the prolific
source of inveterate and wide-spread
prejudices ngainst the University 1n
the minds of a large number of the
people of the State. That such preju-
dices were engendered and operated to
the injury of the University is proved,
conclusively, by the fact that it hasre-
ceived littlé or no patronage from those

d | sections of the State’in which the Uni-

versity lands were located. Bub with
the lapse of time the prejudices engen-
dered in this way are gradually dyin
out, and, perhaps, already bayve cease
to injure the University. Bub they
damaged it greatly in the earlier pe-
riod of its existence, and furnish a
partial explanation of the fact that
the University was only moderately
prosperous prior to the late between
the States. ) .
But there is another way in whieh
popular prejudices have been created
and arrayed against the University,
greatly to its injary, through a very
considerable portion of its existence.
Numerous objections or charges, some
of them entirely groundless, many of
them the malicious fabrications of ig-
norance or enmity, others possessing
only a shadowy plausibility, and none
of them having any real merit or sol-
idity, were  invenfed and ecirculated
against the University by its’enemies.
It was charged with being the foster-
mother of indolence and bad morals
in its students. Its discipline was ar-
raigned as being either too lax or too
rigid, The course of studies preserib-
ed in it was denounced as too extend-
ed or too limited. The Professors were
held-up to public ridicule and con-
tempt, as the holders of fat sinecures,
receiving large salaries and perform-
ing light tasks as an equivalent. The
University was denounced as an In-
stitution organized and administered
for the benefit of the rich, and notof
the poor, The tax-payers of the State
were irrifated and misled by the state-
ment that they were burthened with
the support of an Institution that de-
voured their substance, and returned
them no compensation in the educa-
tion of their children.

These, and numerous other charges,
alike frivolous and untenable, were
made against the University., The
Jack Cades of the hour rung the
changes on them to the scandal of let-
ters, and the delight of the illiterate
circles in which they moyed. The
demagogues of the day, with tongue
and pen, reiterated and magnified
them, that they might enjoy the de-
grading thrift ofpromotion to office,
a8 the reward of their foul betrayal of
the cause of letters and mind in the
State.

The natural and inevitable resulb
of this most unpjust crusade against
the TUniversity, followed. Power
ful and widely diffused prejudices
were excited against it. Tooking at
the University through the blinding
haze of these.prejudices, the people of
Alabama came to regard itasan in-
truding alien upon thesoil of {he State.
They extended to it only a stinted pat-
ronage. ‘The prefered to send
their sons abroad to be edueated in the
Colleges and TUniversites of other
States, rather than commit them to
the intellectual tutelage of an institu-
tion 'which their prejudices regarded
down to the rank of athird or fourth
rate College, possessing few or no
elaims to their patronage.

These prejudicesstill exist,to a great-
er or Jess extent, in the popular mind
of the State, and have inflicted almost
incalculable injury upon the Universi-
to. They contributed largely toJimit
its prosperity before the late war.—
They have continued toinjureitsince
the war. They are damaging it at this
very hour.

In the popular prejudicesagainst the
University, excited in the two ways
above mentioned, we think the chief
of the true causes of its moderate suc-
cess, are to be found. If that be so, it
follows as & just statement of the case
of the University, that the people of
Alabamsa are themselves the responsi-
ble autbors of its mutilated fortunes
and hopes. It is their own groundless
prejudices against it, that have been
the chief architects of its misfortunes
in the past, and of its comparatively
unprosperous condition in the present.

But fhere is another potent cause of
mischief to the University,the consid-
eration of which is reserved for our
next issue,— Zuskaloosa Times.

ing ? If the planter could purchase his
supplies upon an adjoining farm at real
cost of production it would change the
case muterially ; but he is obliged to
pay the cost of production, with long
transportation and several commis-
sions added; so that they cost him at
least fifty per cent. more than to pro-
duce them upon his own plantation.

The whole system of Southern agri-
culture should be changed. Every
planter should lay down, as first prin-
ciple, the necessity of producing every
article, for which his seil is adapted,
required tosupply his home wants.
And when he starts upon this funda-
mental principle, he will find very few
articles of food required which hecan-
not produce at home. This ruleshould
be established, not only for the sake of
economy in current expenditure, but
to prepent the rapid exhaustion of the
Southern soil. This would lead to the
proper rotation—would furnish a large
amount of valuable home fertilizers,
gratuitously. Many planters pay thou-
sands of dollars, annually, for commer-
cial manures, every element of which
might be supplied to them by a pro-
per system of stock husbandry, at no
real cost. Many Millions might be
saved by the introduction of a South-
ern dairy system. ‘

Possessing many indigenous grasses,
with soil adapted to the production of
red and white clover, winter rye, Indis
an corn, oats, and many other forage
crops, what should hinder the produc-
tion of a fair quality of butter and
cheese? 'We donot suppose that the
butter made in so warm a climate will
have the keeping qualities of that made
in the middle States, but for present
use it may have a quality satisfactory
to the most fastidious taste. The true
system of keeping cattle on cotton
lands must be soiling. This will dis-
pense with nearly all the fences, and
by feeding the animals in stable or
yard, will save all the manure for ap-
plication to the soiling crop, and the
cotton crop which follows it. With
the use of the mowing machine or reap-
er, the labor of cutting and teeding
green crops to stock is much less than
that of fencing. By this system, also
the planter may keep a largestock an
not reduce the production ot his staple
crop. Each cow or bullock,full fed, will
produce a fertilizer equal in value to
one-halfton of the best guano; and will
abundantly pay, for keepingand labor
in milk and butter.
