M
The Upiversity of Alabnma.

We have found, in the popular prej-
udgggs which have been exeited, in
various ways, againat the University,
some of the real causes which have
limited its prosperity, both in the
past and the resent, It yemains to
be shown, that thechange in the
mode of electing its governing bodg,
made by the new Constitution of the
State, is also n most potent cauce of its
erippled fortunes and present compar-
atively unprosperous condition.

Before the ‘late war between the
States, the government of the Univer-
sity was committed to a Board of
Trustees, the members of which were
chosen by & joint vote of the two
Houges of the General Assembly of
State, the Governor and J udges of the
Supreme Court being officio members
of the Board. This body was admi-
rably fitted in every respect for the
proper government of the Institution,
and the successful administration of
ils affairs. Xt was almost invariably
composed of able and intelligent men,
well qualified to discharge the duties
of the high trust committed to their
hands. 'The mode in which they were
chosen, and the well-known fact that
their personal -fitness and qualifica-
tions for the office of a Trusiee ofthe
University, and not their political
opinions and antecedents, were the
considerations whieh controlled the
Legislature in electing them, effectu-
ally excluded all political blas and in-
fluence from the composition of the
Board itself, and from the practical
administration of the affairs of the
University. The institution was plac-
ed, and steadily administered, upon
the platform of a_complete politiecal
peutrality, the only platform that a
State University, the common proper-
y of all the people of the State, can be
made to ocoupy either with safety to
itself or with justice to its common
beneficiaries. .

In the high and serene elevation to
which the Institution was thus lifted
by its complete segregation and isola-
tion from political parties and influen-
ces, it realized the conditions most fa=
vorable for the exercise of its august
ministry of educating the minds and
hearts of the people of the State. -The
waves of political passion and excite-
ment rolled harmless at the base of the
height on which it stood. Political
battle fields were lost and won,but the
result neither affected the composition
of the Board of Trustees, nor influen-
ced, in the least degree, the rectoral

ot

The Faculty, secure in their position
and free from the fear of displacement
by political machinations, felt thaf in.
térest in the suceess of the University,
and cultivated that esprit’du corps
among themselves, which are the best
incentives to the faithful discharge of
theirduties. The University wasnev-
er regarded as constituting a portion of
the official spoils which were to be lost
or won in a political campaign. In
the very nature of its organization and
administration it was impossible that
political agitations and excitements
should reach it, at all, except in their
final results, in those unavoidable in-
stances in which the Jack Cades and
demagogues of the hour manufactured
popular prejudices against iton the
arena of politics. That was the era of
political neutrality for the University,
in which political passions and preju-
dices were completely excluded from
the administration of its affairs.

But since the close of the late war,
and under the new Constitution of the
State, the government of the Univer-
sity has been committed,not to a Board
of T'rustees chosen by the Legislature,
but to'a Board of Regents elected by
popular suffrage. This change in the
mode of electing the governing body
of the institution, has not only de«
stroyed the defensive barriers which
gecured it immunity from politieal in-

converted it into a sort of political
foot-ball, to be tossed to and fro in the
successive games of competition be-
tiwveen rival parties for supremacy in
the State. Wedoubt, indeed, whether
the election of the Professors and of
the auxiliary officials of the Universi-
ty by a direct vote of the people them-

ally or more disastrously to political
influences, than does the present plan
of choosing its governing body. The
election of the Regents by popular
suffrage, not only invites, but makes
inevitable, the introduction of the po-
litical element into the composition of
the Board itself, and into the adminis-
tration of theaffairs of the University,
The institution has now become a cov-
eted portion of the official spoils that
inure to the victor on the political bat«
tle-field of a general Btate election,
Its Professorshipsand its payingoffices
of every description constitute at once
the incentives and the rewards of par-
tisan efforts in the conteat. The com~
petition between political parties for
the spolls of ila patronage, begins with
the canvass which is toend in the
choice of new, or thé re-election of old
members of the Board of Regents.
Each party puts its own selected fa-
vorited inthe field, as candidates, in
the several Congressional distriets, for

The representative
character of the Board, which impaxrts
a chief excellence to a politieal Legls-
lature, is a fatal defect In the composi-
tion of . the governing body of a Btatq
Univergity, since it almost certainly |
introduces partizan and popular influ-
ences and prejudices into ita delibera-
tions, which render it nearly or quite
impossible for it to adopt and execute
a fixed poliey in the governmentof the
Tuostitution, Thesame evil is produced
by the biennial change in the mem-
bership of the Board, which tends en-
tirely to break the continuity of its ac-
tion. The result of the combined ac-
tion of bpth causes, is & pernicious mu-
tability in'the legislation of the Board
in respect to the University, which in-
volves it in a whirl of change fatal to
its success, which is not to be secured
without stability in its governing or-
dinances and statutes.

One of .the most cerlain and fatal
congequences of this unavoidable mu-
tability in the counsels and action of
the Board of Regents, and of its sub-
jection to politieal and popular influ-
ences in the administration of the af-
fairs of the University, is, that the sta-
bility of the tenure of offlce in the In-
stitution is entirely destroyed. The
Professors hold their chairs at the will
of the Board of Regents, and are liable
to bedisplaced, with or without cause,
"or at the mere caprice of the Board.
Every change in the policy of the
political complexion of the Board, ex-
poses them to thedanger of a removal,
-IThe necessary result is, that the mem-

chairs by a most insecure tenure, eome
to regard themselves as mere tempo-
rary occupants of them. Theycannct,
in the very nature of the case, feel a
lively and sustained interestin the
success of the University. They would,
in fact, he more or less thanmen, if
they failed to become, more or less,
demoralized in feeling, and paralyzed
of their official positions.

From the considerations above sub-
mitted, and from many others whie
might-be produced, we think the con-
clusion may be safely drawn, that the
change in the mode of electing the
governing body of the University,
made by the new Constitution of the
Btate, is a most potent cause of its lan-
gdishing condition, since- the close of
the late war.

In a concluding article, next week,
we shall point out the measures of re-
lief and reform, which, in our judg-
ment, are needed in the present junc-
ture of the fortunes of the University.
