. novelty, but the rising mirth eaused
thereby, was suppressed by the sight
of the houses of their owners floating
near them. Noone can picture the
terrible devastation that has fallen like
another plague upon our country peo-
ple of the bottom lands.

In one place on the east bank of the
river several mwen, black and white,
were discovered in & perilous position,
gome intrees andone ina hotse,—
There were plenty of peopleon the
other bank of the riyer, in “possession
of skiffs, but they did not go to their
relief, The fPmrl’.lesiu'peril might have
escaped on floating logs, or been res-
cued by those on the otlier bank, who

for Capt. Stone to endanger the lives of
his passengers by rurninog into the
dangerous trap, were seen and unseen
difficulties prevented the attempt, and
reluctantly leaving them to the care of
those who could easily sassist them,the
boat came down the river ata light-
ning speed. On Saturday the river hiad
fallen above but had risen below De-
mopolid.
