That there is nounusnal amount
of destitution in our county, except
what is caused by idleness, and al-
though the crop of last year was short,
there is an ample supply of - food for
those who will work; and that most
of those who are too lazy to work for
a living have emigrated to Mississip-
pi and other Btates, and thus have
relieved our county of a surplus lazy
and idle population and left us ample
for those who remain.

3. Each and every teacherin the free
public schools is required to make out
and forward to the county superinten-
dent of education a complete report, in
duplicate, at the end of each month,
setting forth the enrollment, atten-
dance, grade of the school, the num-
ber of pupils received from other
sehool distriets or townships, stating
from what school digfriet or township
so received, the brances taught; num-
ber of pupils studying each branch,
distingunishing between male and fe-
male, white and colored; stating the
monthly pay of teacher, the rate per
day, the number of days taught in
each month, the total amount due the
teacher for services during the month,
number of visits from the superinten-
dent of education, and from the town-
ship trustees, name and post office ad-
dress of the teacher, and that he or she
has conformed to all the laws, rules,
and recommendations of the board of
education.

Said monthly report must be ap-
proved by two of the township trus-
tees of the township in which the
school ig located.

The law forbids any feachers being
paid until the foregoing requirements
are complied with.

Bogle, & painter of sgome fame, died
about two months ago in New York
oity, He was a North Carolinian b
birth, but in 1836 5nd 1837 was a cler
in the dry goods house of Herbert &
Daniel, of Hayneville, Few are now
here to remember the quiet but genial
man who often amused the Hayne-
villians of that day with his drawings
of persons and things about the town,
He wentaway, and was lost sight of
by nearly every one here, However
he had talent as a painter, and he had
something without which talent is
often useless, and that is fortitude—
“pluck! or * grit’” as we say collo-
quially, He went to New York city,
and opened a stall on one of the lead~
ing avenues as a portrait painter. Por-
trait painting is seldom a money-
making business, One engaged in if
has often to chew the cud of fancy for
lack of a better bill of fare, The dimes
came in slowly, Mr, Bogle, however,
had learned a lesson of truth early,
and that was that money is not essen-
tial to happiness, ¥e almogt staryed
at times, but he did not loseheart, He
had confidence in himself, and * self-
confidence,’”’ says Goethe, ‘‘is the
whole art of life.”?

Among the faces which frequented
his humble gallery was one whose
presence thrilled him, and which he
could not forget in its absence.
