With a broad smile mant-
ling his jovial face, he said: “This is my
first attempt, Mr. Speaker, to makea
prepared speech—one cot and dried—
and I reckon it ought to ba my last.”"—

By careful investigation it has been
ascertained that a single pair of Englicl
sparrows, during the infaney of their
brood, feed their llttle ones an average
of about three thousand three hundred
and sixty (8.360) caterpillars a week!
Now, let such as doubt the utility of im-
porting sparrows from Euarope take pen-
cil and paper and make a little calcula-
tion.

If one pair will destroy 8,360 cator-
pillars in one week, in four weeks they
will destroy 18,440, and 100 pair will, in
the same time, destroy 1,344,000, Each
moth lays over 300 eggs.

Now, sparrows would eatch many moths
and eat large numbers of worms on their
first appearance. There would, there-
fore, be billions less, in consequénce of
the destruction of so many of the first
and second “crops.” This is not all.
These sparrows would multiply from
year to year until, eventually, one hun-
dred pairs imported now into the coun-
try, would exterminate the caterpillar.

Suppose, thoagh, that every county in
cach cotton growing State should Lhis
yeaf import one hundred pairs of spar-
rows! What then? Yet this can be
casily done, and at small cost. If each
member of the Granges would contribute
25 cents, the work conld be accomplish-
ed. The sparrow, small though it be,
may yect deliver the cotton growing
States from its worst enemy, the cater-
pillar.
