of Mobile, said: “On the whole, Puff
madea splendid speech ; whatevr might
be thought of the talking part, all must
admit that the looking part was most
profound, and, in the highest degree,
eloquent and impressive.”

Meek was Speaker of the House. He
was o man of commanding presence,
near six and a half feet high, well form-
ed, and graceful in his movements, with
a fine head, and a mild face. As apre-
siding officer, he was wanting somewhat
in decision and promptness perhaps;
but there was, on his part, such an evi-
dent disposition to deal fairly and hon-
estly, attéuded and brightened by so
much soavity and kindness, that his
mistakes wore generally. overlooked, or
annoticed. To the younger members
he was especially considerate and indni-
gent in his ralings; and nothing pleased
him better than to draw a speech from
one, who chanced to be modest and
backward—his pleasure from the ope-
ration being increased in proportion to
the bappiness of the offort. '

He died about the close of the war.—
Meek was Alabama’s finest, if not her
only true, poet. His poetry, tou, is pecu-
liarly Southern. It is as highly coloved
and richly flavored as tho fruits and
flowers of the South, as’ genial as its
breezes, and as pure and brilliant _as-its
sunshine and skies. His “Chargt’ ab
Balakluva” was attributed by the Bng-
lish pross to Aloxander Smith, the au-
thor of the Life Drama, and. was pro-
nounced by it suporior to the 4Charge
of the Light Brigade,” by Tennyson.

Robert T. Lowe;,* R
of Madison, was the youngést member
of tho House, and was endowed with
much sprightliness and vorgatility of
mind. He was a high-toned, cultivated
gentloman. Although fully nble to make
his niark, ho never took w very aotive
part in discussions.

Everybody loves praise. It is mnot
often one is disposed to object, even when
the commendatory plastering is done
rather thickly and heavily. Singular as
it may appear, but not the less true for
all that, an indifference was exhibited,
and much of it folt, by & member of the
Legislature, t6 nowspapoer panegyric;
except, indeed, when ho thought it was
too strongly seusoned, and then he notic-
ed and objected! That man was

Stephen W. Harris,
of Madison. With a portly and com-
manding person, an erect and dignified
bearing, and a fine face, he never failed
to attract attention; and his genial and
sprightly conversational powers, his pu-
rity and elevation of thonght, his con-
gistent piety, and his broad loving-kind-
ness, gave him an unending hold. upon
the hearts of those who knew him well.
To come upon him suddenly amid a
crowd, was like meeting a clear blink of
sunshine breaking through a cloud-rack.

There was ah anonymous writer en-
gaged in making pen and ink sketches
of cer’ ‘in of the members for one of the
Montgomery dailies. A sketch of Col.
Harris appeared. There was nothing
remarkable in that; but there was sone-
thing remarkable in the way he re
ceived tho compliment. He was horri-
fied—the word is used deliberately; no
other will adequately express the state
in which he was placed by the publica.
tion. The eulogy, he said, was unmerit-
ed; and parts of it, in ita application to
himself, were simply ridiculous; as, in
his fow weeks public life, he never had
made the least show of the traits of
either “orator or stutesman,” even if he
had them; which Ioeaven knew there
was no ground for believing.

He believed in trudging, with
censeless energy, along that dusty high-
way, until the joarnoy was accomplished

‘with little favor; he murmured at short
ones—he grumbled at loung ones—and
when they were not ouly long, but un-
solid, his growlings were deep and wrath-
ful. Disgust inoffable attended bis de-
tection of the faintest shadow of dema-
gogueism, or Lrickery on the part of any
‘of his colleagnes—a disgust ‘which was
nover concealed, Iis matterings and
gruntings wore addressed to no one—
indoed, lie sevmed to be” unconseious of
thom—and although in suppressed tones,
wore ofdinavily loud enough to be heurd
by those immediately around him.
