If 1 say of u given locality “Itis
Beautiful!” what idea do I convey ?
such is the mind of wan that its con-
ceptions of Deauty are as varvied as
the imaginings of human fancy.

As there is no woman who is not
Beautiful to some eye, so there is no
spot of earth that has not its attrac-
tions to some one. Whatis the Beau-
tiful? Oue likes the sea, another
the .mountain. Some sce Beauty in
the prarie’s waving grass and wide
expange, with herds of cattle and
flocks of sheep. Others find Beauty
only in fertile fields where grows in.
rich profusion the cotton aud the
grain. ‘Many there are who delight
in fiuits and flowers and revel in pe
can and orange groves.
