The tendency of railways at, the
present day is to consolidution,
‘and. the effect upon interior cities
is, generally, of a damaging char-
acier.—These consolidations gen-
erally resilt in  diserimirations
against. them, and their only rem-
edy is one or more local lines,
owned and controlled by them
and their citizens, - who, haying
the power to do so, can compel
them to discriminate in thejr
favor,

This is what Huntsville needs
and must have, One or 1ore lo-
cal lines, owned and controled by
Huntsville and her citizens, will
accomplish more in building up
her commerce, and especially her
manufactures than a dozen trunk
or thorough lines. Build local
ruilways, and require them to
discriminate in our favor, and
trunk lines will soon cease to
discriminate against uvs. This is
our remedy. Apply it and that
vigorously, and we will have no
further cause of complaint.

Broad gauge railways, from
their excessive cost, are generally
beyoud tlie means of our interior
cities to build, and although they
may subseribe liberally to them,
they are unable to control them;
hence forcign capital comes inand
assumes their management, result-
ing in ‘consolidation, the establish-
aoent of through or truuk lines,
:with through rates of freight and
discriminations against the very
ccities whose means have contribu-
ded to build thew,. and, thus our
enterprise and capitul are used for
the benefit of others, aud to our
detriment.

Of all our principal southern
cities, not one cun  be named that
is not laboring under these self-
impo.ed diseriminations.
