“Nor can a court declare a stutute
unconstitational and  void, solely
on the ground of unjust and op~
pressive provisions, or becanse
it is supposed to violate the ma-
terial, social, or political rights of
the citizens, unlessit can be shown
that such injustice is prohibited
or such rights guaranteed or pro-
tected by the cunstitution.”
Again he says: “Nor are the
courts at liberty to declare an act
void, because in their opinion it is
opposed to a spirit supposed to
pervade the constitution, but not
expressed in words;” and again,
“although it has sometimes been
nrged at the bar, that courts oughit
to inquire into the motives ot the
legislature where jraud and cor-
ruption were alledged, and annul
their action if the allegations were
established, the argument, has in
no case been acceded lo by the
judisiary and they have never al-
lowed the inquiry to be entered
upon”  These quotations we
thinlk will suffice to show thit the
position of “Qne of your Readers”
upon the question of constitucion-
ality is untenable, and thatours
is correct. .

As to the size of the debt, that
has nothing to do with the mat-
ter. Did Alabama endorse cer-
tain railroad bonds? If she did,
then she is liable and ought to
carry out her contract.
