It must be impressed upon the members
of the next legislature that the first duty
of the state is the protection of its own
citizens, If thereshall be in the.next gen-
eral assembly 2 majority of lawyers goy- |
erned by precedent nnd professional pol-
iticians coptrolled by interest, tho tax
payers of the state will have no right'to
complain of hardships imposed upon them
or wrongs done them. The people have
sufiered heretofore, they arcsuffering now;

flll all tho oftices of the commopwealth,
exccutive, legislative, and judicial, with
men in sympathy with them and for them
no matter who is against them, they will

We haveagain and again pointed out |
the necessity and the duty of retrench-
‘ment and reform in the state administra-
tion. The people of the state cannot
pay now, aud will not for years be able to
pay, the taxes imposed by existing laws;
and these taxes cannot be reduced wuntil
there is a general curtailment of expenses,
The first step for the relief of the people
igto lop off all mseless and unnecessary
offices and clerkships, Then there must
be a sweeping cutting down of salarieé,
embracing all oflicers from governor down.
The fees and perquisites of city and coun-
ty officials must be brought within the
limits of o reasonable compensation for
services rendered, and such guards must
be thrown around them as will compel
them to an honest and faithful discharge
of their respective duties. Then all lia-
bility for bonds issued through improper
or corrupt means or agencies or by illegal
processes to railroad jobbers and specula-
tors is to be disclaimed. With only the’
honest debt of the state to provide for,
and the administration put upon the most
economical basis, the rate of taxation may
be reduced and the burdens of the tax
payers lessened, .

‘With some such measures as these, the
next legislatuie should at the earliest pos-
"sible day of its session provide for the re-
linquishment of titles to Iands bought by
the state at tax sales, on'‘terms adapted to
the condition and circumstances of the
people; for while these lands are held by
the state, they pay no annual tribnte to
the public treasury, and the dispossessed
tax payer is deprived of incenitive to exer-
tion snd robbed of the hope that should
lighten his home and make bright his life
of ‘toil.and sacrifice. As they now stand
and as they are now enforeed, the revenue

The members of the Loglish House of
Commons are elected for scven years; but
by a dissolution of parliament, this tenure
of office may be terminated by the minis-
try, who may thus appeal to the country

The exceutive government of Great Brit-
ain is virtually vested in the ministry,
who are responsible to parliament, and
must resign or appeal to the country when
defeated in the Commons on any test meas-
ure.

The last House of Commons was clected
in 1868, and would have expired in 1875,

For®six years the Gladstonc (liberal)
ministry have been inpower, supported,
however, by a majority composed of dis-
cordant materials and not numerically
strong, Bome'months ago, they were de-
feated on the Irish Education Bill, and re-
signed. Mr. Disraeli, the leader of the op-
position, however, declined to undertake
the responsibility of forming a new minis-
try, and Mr. Gladstone continued in pow-
er. But his position daily became more em-
barrassing and eritical, and two weeks ago
the public were startled by an announce-
ment of the dissolution of pirliament,
New clections were at once ordered, and
an exciting canvass begun, The contest
ig drawing to a close, and the conserva-
tives will have & majority, but a small and
unsatisfactory ode. Mr, Gladstorie will be
succeeded ns premier by Mr. Disracli, and
a congervative ministry will e charged
with the administration. . :

The circumstances of the confest have
been against the conseryatives, who were
surprised by the dissolution, and entered
into the canvass with all the power and
patronage of the government against them,

o PAIGN. . «

The democratic executive commitiee of |

206th inst. Matters of yery grept impdr-|
tauce will occupy its attepfion, Matters;
of very great moment depend upon its Ac-
tion.

The organization of the party must be
overhauled and re-arranged. There must
bs no dissensions among the people of the
state in the campaign of this year, ‘The
only way to preventoravoeid dissensions
is to remove the causes that lead to them.
Such dissensions in 1872 gave the admin-
istration to the party of spoils and corrup-
tion, snd have subjected us to all the cvils
of bad government. The demacratic party
was sacrificed to the "personal aspirations
of politicians, and the people are paying
the peunlty in sackelotl and -ashes,

We havono sympathy with disappointed
office-scckers. 'We lhave no respect for
such as push themselyes for position at the
peril of the community. ‘We have no
word of apelogy for those whose personal
feelings or individusl ambitions prompt
them to antigonmjze the choice of their
ucighbors in the sclection of candidates,
eyen where there is rcasonable causo to
cowpluin of uniairnéss or- injustice. In
this state and for the present especially, |
the public good sliould subotdinate all
minor considerations ; and jt is unpatriotic
and indecent for any citizen o thrust his
own wants or claims or gricvances -on an
afllicted and sufferiug people, Some plan
should be ‘devised for the selection of can-
didates through a fair expredsion of the
popular will in each county or distriet ; and
public sentiment should brand. and con-
demn any antagonism or opposition to can-
didates thus selected, except for absolute
unfitness or unworthiness, of which each
must be the judge for himself, The
‘troubles in 1872 mainly grew -out of per-
sonal aspirations and the want of some ef-
fective and satisfactory mode of selecting
candidates, -

“Under existing -rules our state con-
. ventions are only mass meetings, in which
there is a limit on the vote of the respec-
tive connties, but no restriction upon their
representation: Montgomery county with
ten votes may have tlie moral strength and
spenking power of fifty of its ablest citi-
zens, while Tallapoosa from the force of
circumstances can be. heard ' and felt
through scarce a dozen delegates. District
and county conventions are similarly con-
stifuted. These nssemblages are 1n no sense
representative bodies ; and from the defect
in their organization- catnot fully reflect
the wishes of what are claimed as their
constituencies. 'Naturally enough, inter-
ested and disappointed parties, honest and
well-meaning it may be, but unable to see
themgelves as others sce them, complain
when the action of these conventionsis ad-.
verse to their pretentions; and it must be
confessed tiit sometimes the yesult of their
deliberations affords too much ground for
'objeqtion and dissatisfaction. In fact,where
a convention has been properly constituted
and fairly conducted with referonce to the
'phblic wishes ‘and the. public interests, a
man of its party bold etough to pit him-
-gelf against its choice conld scarce com-
mand cnough of sympathy and - support to
be dangerous.

Iu our opinion, it ought to be provided
and arranged that our conventions be
strictly.representative bodics, in cach of
which each constituent division should
have & prescribed number of delegates
and no more, and in each of which only
the particular persons authorized should
have seats or be entitled to n voice. No |
proxies should be allowed. Then il any
constituency should fail of representa-
tion, it alone would be to be. blame; and
no complaimt against any other constituen-
¢y on account of eéxcessive ropresentation
could arise, In order to equalize the rep-
resentation, the basis of representation
should be so enlargéd as to greatly lessen
the size of conventions, No state conven-
tion should consist of over one hundred
and fifty delegates. Where the ratio of |
representation is small and the number: of
delegates large, distant counties, or divi-
sions, cannot be fully represcnted on ac-
count of the expense and difliculty of
reaching the convention; this is remedied
in proportion as the number of delegates
is lessened, In the sclection of delegates,
the primary election is the fairest and best
method, and if possible should be resorted
to; And as the number of delegates in
the convention is small, the names of the
delegates should be enrolled, and all bal-
lotings or votings should be by defegates
and not by counties, thus giving & voice
to minorities in delegations, and lessening
the trading power so often exercised where
the whole voteé of a' constituent division
iscontrolled by a bare-majority of the del-
egates, And no person should be admit.
ted as a mémber of an§ convention from
which he seeks or éxpects a nomination,

A peifect political orgunization is not
among the possibilitiess No method of
selecting candidates can ‘be devised that
will secute entirely satisfactory resitlts in
dll cages, But the Alabamn plan is so
crude nnd o mperfect that material
clinnges ‘are necessary; ‘and to theso
changés, the exeetitive goffimittee should
in our opision glve its earliest attentlon,
This committes is composed of experi-
