The next step ds to plow and thin ouf
the corn pow ready for that work, Qiye
it n good working, leaving as little middle
to the rows as possible, :

The work on the corn being completed,
the cotton geed haveall sprouted and riscn
above ground, and arewaiting cultivation,
If tho land is in good order, that is, if it
was well broken oucethe post winter and
is not now choked with grass and weeds,
chop through thecotton before plowing it.
Leave two or three stalks in each hill, with
the width of the hoobetween. Iu ten days
or two weeks, chop out one hill and leave
one or: two stalks in the other hill,

The advantages of carly *chopping
out” of .cotton are not to be estimated,—
All other things being equal, thie work
will “show its good results through the
whole season, Tho lateral roots of the
young plant will grow vigorously from the
thinning of the stalks. Corresponding to
those roots, small eyes, the germs of limbs,
will &oon show- themselves on the stalks.—
The first limbs will shoot, out from these
eyes low to the ground, and the branches
of those limbs, us the season advances,

_{'will bear heavy fruit in blooms,

All the considerations which combine to
produce an early crop, and o heavy “ bot-

out. They are all impaired by delay in
that work, The labor -of choppmg out
before the plows, on land in proper order,
is less, by far, than after them. Fspecially
is this notable where the bed lias not heen

torn down, in the nsual manner, and thrown
to the centre of the row,

Now-asg to the first plowing.  Cotton'is
a plant very much influenced in its growth
and health by the state of the atmosphere.
The end to be aimed at in its cultivation
is, to give it, by a deep winter preparation,
mellow s¥il to grow in, and after its roots
beghil to permeate that soil i every direc-
tion around the plant, to abstain from
checking their growth, In a word, we
then must seele to cultivate the soil, and not
the rools of the plant,” At this season of the
yoir the nights are yet cool,—it is gener-
ally not cotton growing weather, Inorder
to abviate the untoward consequences of
- the season, we must shape our work with
“a knowledge of it. .
That manner of plowing which leaves
broad, dry bed for young cotton roots to
spread in, is the proper manner for the land
(and climate) of Central Alabama,

The most convenient manner of retain- |
ing the clevation and shape of the bed,
after planting, is, to run a broad sweep, at
the first plowing, and for all subsequent
plowings run the same plow.

The advantages of preserving the bed
are many. Rain water passes more readily
through the soil confined by the bed than
through & flub surface—it does not-sottle
in pools too close to the young cotton
plants when the bed is up. The cool night§’

plant, sustained and invigorated, as1t then
is, by many roots spreading themselves
through a mellow bed, as that kind of
weather would certainly do under other
modes of cultivation—that is under the
process of tearing down beds and pruning
roots.

Of course, these suggestions are Dbased
on general principles, and considered as ap-
plying to the greater portion of cultivated
lands in Alabama,. Wherever they are-
practicable they are sound, as containing
the gimple rules of adjusting manual labor
to the laws of nature, There are rales for
the conduct of armies, but «none for the
fighting of any future and special battle,

If nof necessary ag & component part of
the growing plant, it is not convertibleinto
stalk or fruit, So perfect is this adapta-

tion, that in the same plant even different

elements or ingredicnts are absolutely ne-

cessary to the nutrition and mafnvity.of
the different parts of the plant, Inother

words, it js not only necessary to have a!
soil peculiarly .adapted to corn ae distins;
tinguished from that adapted to.cotton, or
wheat, bus you must have, for-tlis bounti-

ful yield of either, one ingredient for the |
ptalk, another for the leaves, and anothér
for the . fruit,, all .combined in beautiful
harmony aud worked out in advantage to
the enterprising farmer in strict accordance
with the laws of agricultural chemistry.

Now when these necessary elemonts are
not found to exist in the soil in sufficient
proportions to answer all the ‘demands of
the component parts of the product you
wish to grow, that land needs what we call.
fertilizing, or the supplying of those prop-
ertics which it does not now contain. IHow
often do you sce stalks of cotton of large
gizo-with fow bolls uponthem ¢ -And what
acommon sight it 18 to see a luxuriant
growth of stalk and fodder with asmall
yield of corn. ‘To n certain extent, this
failure of frait may bo attributed to a want
of proper cultivation, or of attention to
selection of lands or seeds; but,"in most
instances, we find the failures occurring in
fields which have been planted in long and
constant succession in the same product.

There are only two modes of remedy for
this sterility. One is to furnish the land
with such preparations as contain the
properties desired; this system is called
manuring. The other is to sow or plant
the land in some other rpoduct dissimilar
in its requirements for nutrition, and which
containg, or will assist in imparting to the
land, those very substahces and gases of
which it has been deprived by former cul-
tivation. This latter system is called al-
ternation, or rotation, of crops. In the
copsideration of thc manner and advan-
tages of this® system, I invite your atten-
tion to a few practical thoughts,

Rotation ot crops is fur more economical
and convenient than fertilization by arti-
ficial manures, and Dbetter suits itself to
the extremes of heat snd cold, wet and
dry, now so common in our unfortunate
country. The manure is a mere stimulant,
pushing the plant on to more rapid and
larger growth, and succeeds finely if the
season is favorable. But should the season
be very dry and hot daring the months of
June and July, the plant having exhausted
all the substance in the fertilizer is thrown,
in all of its rankness and luxuriance, for
sustenance, upon the poor land itself, and
gradually fails for want of suflicient nutri-
ment, It is not thuswith thefertilizing influ-

-ence realized from the decay of the former

crop in the system of rotation, ‘The new
strength imparted to the land is gradually
appropriated by the orop and sll the time
during tho year; day by day, 48 thé plant

needs food, it draws1t from this constantly

lenishing supply.
lin order tlmtl;, pwe may understand this

ment and illustration of its process of op-
eration, Let us take a fleld that has been
worked hard in corn for ten or twenty
years, and which now yields but fifteen to
twenty bushels to the acre, of an average
year. The topsoil is thin, the land is hard
at an ordinary depth tor plowing, and it
looks thirsty.and-fatigued, We will ftten

snother, giging a certain, sure result, By
the multiplicity of thesecxperiments, with
both organic and inorganic substances, and
a minute and accurate observance of the
results, certain laws- and rules of action

nations or mixtures, which are as infallible
asthe multiplication or addition of figures,
And thisis the whole of that scientific
book-farming so much gcoffed at by many
practical, sensible mon, who have been
Emcticing this system for years witkout

“knowing or stadying the different process-

es through which their wagon loads of
manure pags from the time of their dellv-
ery upon the fields until their conversion
into corn, or wheat, or cotton, They do
know, from personal trin}, that certain ma-
nures, if’ applied to the roots of certain
plants, will accelerate their growth and in-
creas¢ their productive cnergics, but, be-
cause they have never learned the compo-
nent parts of the manures or of the land,
and are igdoraut of their effects when
brought in contact with certain properties
of the soil and certain goses of the atmo-
sphere and rain, they discard all theories,
nevertheless seeing and reaping the benefit
of some mysterious agenéy., On the other
hand, the chémist has had ol these prop-
orties togethor in the same bowl or pan
and has exemplified the whole process of

- vegetation and growth from the gerni to

the maturity of fruit.

Wo can do thé same with our fiolds now
sterile nitd barren, with their numetous
spots of red and white indlcating their
hard servece for many years. In the early
spring, the corn comes up and looks siek-
1y 1 later, when the little manure and cot-
ton séed has been approprintéd and the
cold beds have been warmed and brought
into. netivity by the plow, the carn looks
green and piows off rapidly: but when
the time for fruitage comes, all the availi-
bla strengtli of the soll has been appropris
wted and ashoit harvast is veapied, If the
land bo clayey, the absenco of lioand
cnthibnie deid renders it impossibleto make
o fair yield of corn. If tho soll be limey
or caleareous, thére i8 fieéded & supply of
liamus and eatlioi to push thé plant and
preyent rist from the excess of limo,

(gamned, You witness and realize them,

byt do not know the chemical processes by
which they have Deen produced, You see
tlat after these alternationsor changes of
crops, the products are more thrifty and
luzuriant and yield moreabundantly; that
thic fand is looser and more easily cultiva-
ted, and a decided improvement hag been
effected, and you attribute 4l these to the
rotation of crops, but still you do not know
how it has been done and nsk an explana-
tion, .

Rotation of crops envichés land in-two
ways: .

First.—By the return of certain proper-

- ties contained in the stalks and roots of

tho plant last grown upon the field and
which remain in {he ground until decay.
All the strength fmparted to a stalk ot cot-
ton, ar of corn, isnot contuined in thestalk,
nor assimilated into leaves or fruit, nor
extracted by the atmosphere apd rain,—
Besides all these, there is considerabls or-
ganic and inorgunic matter contuined in
the stalks and roots of corn.and cotton
and straw of wheat  and vines, which is
never imparted to any succeeding crop of
the same species on lhe sume land. Tt re-
mains there in these stulks and roots and
vines on the land, when nat barned, until
such a crop is plunted, as will tequire the
particular propertics they contain, '
For instance, corn stulls nre very poor
fertilizers for corn, “T'hey may serve the
purpose of preventing land from washing,
or packing, or do very w.l] on strong lime
land to ‘act as food for the lime so as to
keep it from feeding on the growing crop.
But these stalks and roots are excellent
fertilizers, or food, for cotton and wheat.
So also of cotton stalks and roots. They
are the very hest food for corn and wheat
and oats, but of very small advantage to.
cotton after the land has been planted in
cotton a long. series of years, The num-
ber of these stalks and roots is so great as
to nggregate a large quantity of the very
best fertilizer, and ready, too, for use with-
out any cost or trouble of transportation.
By rotation of crops this otherwise latent,
dormant element is utilized. I knowolno
more familia or forcible way of illustrating
this idea than by the old rule strictly ob-
served by all orchard men when, from the
barrenness, or worthlessness, or decay, of a
tree, it becomes necessary to plant another
in the same spot, & trce of another species
is altvays selected to supply the place,
The second ndvantage gained by rota-
tion of crops, when grasses are sown, is the
formation of vegetable mould, or humus,
created by the shade of the grass, and the
drippings of its leaves and stemns while
growing, and by their decay and putrefac-
tion after being turned under by the plow.
Lhe roots of clover penetrate tho soil to an
enorinous depth, and when decayed loosen
and fertilize the soil and cause it to drink
in the gases of the atmosphere and of rain
and-the invigorating heat of sunshine, con-
stanily accumulating a store of wealth-for
the demand of the growing cropin time of
need. Thus renewed in strength and fresh-
ness the land works and produces as new.
Amid dearth, and drought, when all veg-
etation around is wilting, this constant
supply of strength from this vegetable de-
cay keeps the plant in full and vigorous
growth. Itis more reliable and much
more enduring than any amount of artifi-
cial manure—more reliable because of the
fact that it is very similar in kind to the
top soil of the same field when in its vir-
.gin state, The stems and leaves and roots
of the clover decay and form rich black
mould, which combine with the atkalies

| of the soil and stimulate the plant to the

production of stalk and leayes and fruit,
Jjust on the same principle as well prepar-
ed giain fed to stock combines with the

asses of the stomach and sssimilates to

esh, The land is fattened for the time
being, and you realize, by the observance
of this system, an abundant yield of colton
or corn from your worn out field threc years
ago tao poor to pay its taxes and the cost
of cultivation, .

This is the process of recovering all the
worn ont lands of Tennessee and ‘Xentucky
and of some parts of Virginia. If thelands
in thoso states are eligibly located asto
transportation of the products, and the fa-
cllities for social and cducational enjoy-
ments, purchasera-care very littlo whether
they are old or fresh, rich or poor. They
can feed them with blue grass or clover, or
if bottom lands, with timotliy, dismissa-
part of their labor, increnss their cattle,
and, at the end of a few years, have.the'
samg fields rich enough for the largest
yield of wheat or corn. And why cannot”
we do the samo here?  Our lime and elay
lands are well adapted to the growth of
cloveor and wheat, and our sandy lands to
lucerne and oats.: Our goil 8 nitich more
capabla of rapid fertilization, because onr
warnier clifinte facilitates decay and de-
composition of all vegetabls and woody
materials, And if wo had the nerve and
anterprise to declare ouraclves indepen-
dent of the negro, we, too, could do as
they ave now doing in thosostates, Tliett
ave hundreds of farmers in those states, who
own and utilize from three hundred 16 one
thousand acres of 1and, fecolying constant
income from thein by the sile of hay nnd
stock aind grain, who employ but enough
permanént fabor to herd thelr stock, and
only enough occasional labor to sow and
rcn*) their grassés and grain. The great
body of theirland is in'grasses of differ-
ent kinds, all'of which, okeept tlio blue
grnsgzwill grow in this climate if we will

ut give thom thio chaice of our Innds,—
We miake all our experiments with grain
nhid grasses on such land ag wé eannot pos-
sibly worl or rent ouf, and, of courso, fail
of auccess,  Asan accompanying biessing,
.these stoek farmers em‘plny ywhite men and
ot rid of thid negro with ‘all his mennneay
and antagonisms to the whité race.

cottolt, with the advantage of enabling
him to pay his current expenses and make

.necessary investments without borrowing

money, or buying on'a credit, which have
proven the curse of the planters of this
section of the copntry.  OF all men com-
posing our entird community, no one class
1s now 80 dependent upon the usurer as
the cotton planter, He never has nioney,
even when he clears 8 balance, except at
one senson of the'year, and scldom hasthe |
pleasure of looking at his net income then,
because ho is forced to put it outin the
putchase of -provisions he hds neglected to
raise, and in replenishing thestock he has
lost f!nr the want of grassand hay and corn, |
sonsto commence another year's opera- |
tions in the same old line, - i [
A third advantage of this system is the
production of nlenty of tood “Jor man and
stoek. There would be no ocension to buy
bread or meat—hoth would be produced
at home, Hogs would be raised on’ the
surplus of corn, which wonld betoo cheap
for regular market, and upon. the wasted
fragments of oats and- wheat ‘in .the hore
vest field, while the clover and peas, hoth
as pasturage and hay, would ot only as-
sist in supporting the wark stock of the |
farm, summer and swinter, but would also.
insure an abundant supply of the choicest
beef for sale and fir the.table of employer
and laborers, What a apirit of independence
and strengthening assurance does the pos-
session of a full supply of provisions im-

tolast until his industry ean prodace more,
he works with cnergy and eats and sleeps
with satisfaction, . How different from this
representation is the condition of our cot-
ton planters, who are living on shor rations
of western ment and bought corn obtained
at exorbitant prices and by the mortgage of
all their possessions, and their erops not yet
made, A fourth advantage of this system
would be the conseqent enhancement of
the value of onr lands,.which, like the
lands of Tennesses and Kentucky, would
be agsaleable s merchandise. Whitemen
prefer to live in a country where grainand
stock are raised. It suits their tastes and
their physical and financial abilitics better
than a cotton growing country, "Large
farms would be divided into® small tracts
to-suit the demands of immigrapts and
would be settled wpon by a clags of yeo-
manry, or *‘common livers,” ag they are
called, which constitute the bone and sin-
ew of our prosperous countries. These
men would build housés and fences upon
the lands now. lying out in our swamps
and abandoned fields, imparting to our
country that appenrance of activity and
enterprise which is necessary to make a
man satisfied with his own location, and
without which wd can never reasonsbly
hope for the immigration of others. The
surplus money, obtained from the sale of
these lands, and tlie accumulated sales of
products and stock, would be invesfed in
railroads, and banks, and mills, and facto-
ries, established here in our midst, We
could grind our own grain and spin and
weage,our own cloth, and loan and borrow
mongy-at fair and favorable rates, and all
this, too, within aud among ourselves, not

et consciousnes of independenc, in: busi-
ness matters, of all other men, which is
necessary, in all departments of life, to
that feeling of self-respect and pride of
charncter without which no man can'be a
good citizen.

‘Now, brethren, this is no fancy sketeh of
a too hopeful future.  All these things ave
attainable upon certain conditions, which
are both reasonable and practicable. We
must all go to work, and earnestly -contin- |
ue at it,  OQur pecople are poor and our
country is in distress, We have been sloth-
ful and inactivé and much addicted to the
habit of murmuring, which always leads
to 1nziness, and often to crime. Under the
many forms of agency and’a fulse show of
ability, many have indulged themselves in
onge and comparative idleness, or fuiled to
be ag active as their necessities required,—
Others have not fully accepted, nor taught
their families to nceept, and appreciate,
our true sittintion by living within their
menng and working industrionsly to im-

rove their condition,
innd when all these ways should be for-
ever abandoned, and every man, woman,
and child should face, and discharge, duty
however irksome, or lumiliating, as' we
think, Let us honor and dignify nlt man-
tier of labor by heartily engagings in it our.
selves and enjoining it upon our ehildren,
Aud let ismove forward with the progress
of the nge discarding all prejudice, teat-
inge all iniprovements, encontaging ull wo
cafi, and hoping to the end. Weo have
wiany evils, svcial ,and political, sorely
pressing upon us, and financial troubles
burdensome, beyond expression. Let us
biavely atid patiently suffer them all, un-
til, by increased diligence and economy,
hoth i public and private alfairs, we pan
remedy and rectify them, relying, as wels-
bor and suffer, upon God to smile upon
atid help us, N

Our organization will bring us many.
bedefits, if guided with wisdom dand pru-
denco, but its success pre-gupposes that we
ghall ail put forth our best Mdividual ex.
