The nomination of Simmons was con-
firmed in spite of Mr, Sumuner’s protest,
but, for this disnppointment, he was in
part consoled by the action of the Mns-
fachusetts legislature in rescinding their
resolutions of censure npon his counrse
for proposing to strike from the army
flags the references to the late civil war,

‘Whatever the proximate cause of Mr,
Somner's death may be, it is certain
that the attack of Mr, Brooks upon him
had nothing to do with it. It is simply
the familiar story of heartyand full Jiv-
ing, severe habits of study and a sedén-
tary life, without a particle of exercise,
In the summer season Mr. Sumner oc-
cagionally rode in & earriage, but never
walked or rode on horseback, nor did
ho take any out-doer exercise, e
went to the capitol in & street car and
1eturned the same-way, The wonder is
that, with such habits, he survived as
long as he did ; but, as he once stated
to an old friend, he had a perlect diges-
tion and physical organization.

There can be no doubt that his death
wasg accelerated by the wounded feel-
ing and disappointmenton finding him-
self repudiated and denounced by his
own party, after helping to build it up,
and also by the negroes, and that even
in Massachusetts, the president, for
whom he had & hearty contempt, was
stronger than himself,

Mr. Sumner was a cloge and constant
stodent. Though a capital off-hand de-
bater, he usunally prepared his speeches
with the greatest care and pains, His
life was divided between his library and
the senate chamber. He never went to
amusements or lectures, or to parties,
levees or receptions. Somefimes, but
very rarely, e went out to dinner, He
had a number of friendswho habitually
visited him, and to these as well as
strangers he was especially courteous
and hospitable, carefully avoiding any-
thing in uttering his own pulitical views
which might give offense.

The Indian Box-Trick,

The celebrated box-and-bag mystery,
which las bewildered all London, put
New York in n fover of excitement, and
for a few days puzeled the knowing ones
of San Irancisco, has by accident come
to an untimely end, The cot waslet out
of the bag recently at the California
theater, in San Franeisco, The trick is
to overcome an apparent impossibility,
A person securély tied in a sack is to

pass irom that conSnement: tn tha in-
side of alocked box, additionally se-
cured by st.ong cords wound around,
and the knots of the cords tied and
sesled. The bag is similarly secnred
by the mouth being tied with ropes,
and the knot of the rope gealed with
wax, How, then, isib possible to effect

an exchange from e secure bag to & still 1

more secure box? That is what thet -Tie

professor does—in the dark—and leaves
for the andience to bring tolight if they
can. Sowe of them did so on Monday
night., Those who were seated on the
right-hand side of the parquette, near
the stage, saw the vigorous investiga-
tion made by ons of the inspectors—he
worg number pines, double soled, and
investigated w th his foot—disturbed it
in such fashion that the beholders drop-
ped on the little trick, How?

Elder Jacob Knapp, the Revivalist.

The death is announced of Elder
Jacob Kuapp, at Rockford, Illinois, at
the ripe nge of seyenty-four years, M.
Knapp was born in Otsego county, in
New York, December 7, 1799, His pa.
rents were members of the Episcopal
church, but when young Knapp ar-
rived at sbout his twentieth yenr lie
joined the Baptfist chureh, againgt the
wishes of his father and friends. After
being sonie time engaged in teaching
school, at Springfield, in his native
county in the spring of 1822 he joinad
the ministry, and in 1825 obtained his
first pastorate in that town. In 1830
he removed to Watertown, New Yorlk,
where o revival was then in progress,
During the three years of his ministra.
tion there he added 200 converts to the
chureh:  Mr, Kpapp soon after resigned
his position, determined to start as an
independent itinerant prencher, For
many yenrs his Inbors were confined to
Now York, but subsequently extended
to New England and other Atlantie
states, and 1849 found him in Chicigo,
He visited St Louis in 1858, and in
two years fter roturned to Boston. He
published 4 curions autobiographical
volume sowte years sgo, in which he
gives some statistics of Lislabors, Up
to 1867 hie held about 150 protracted
meetings; many of them extending over
weeks, preached 1,360 sermons, and re-
eeived during thirty-six years an aver-
age compensation of little less than
$600. More thinu thirty years ago he
gnve wp couniing tho persons con-
verted under his ministration ; ab that
time they amoiinted to aboub 100,000,

Unsuspected Geninses Among Us—-Spect-
men Letters to IHgh Officialy,

With oll its eomprekonsive cares,
one sido of the commissicner’s official
lifo tends to joliity, geed digestion and
longlifa, In no other pomtion in the
world, probably, conld a man discover
how many crazy people thers are out-
side of the lunatis asylum, The born
inyentor i3 always a dreamer, For the
gake of hisdarling, though, he is will-
ing to sacrifice himself, his wife and
his children, everything but the ** ma-
chine” growing in his Drain and quick-
ening under his enger hand, How of-
ten they fail. How often the precious
thonght developed into form, is only a
migtake—n failare,

Sometimes this is gnd—quite as often
it is funpy. The proocession which
started, far backin the ages, with its
machine of * I'erpetual Motion,” long
ago reached the doors of the American
patent-office. The persons found in
that procession are rometimes aston-
ishing, A doctor of divinity, well.
known ab the eapital, snd not suspected
of studying any machinery but that of
the moral Inw, appeared one day n the
offica of the commissioner,

So enthusinstic was {he doctor, it
was_with diffienlty he could be re-
strained from depositing his ten dol-
lars and leaving his experiment fo be
patented, The commissioner, quietly,
sens to the library for a book—n history
of attempts to create perpetual motion.
Opening at a certain ‘page, he pointed |
out to the astonished would-be inventor
where his own machine had been af-
tempted and failed a hundred years ago.
The reverend doctor toolkt the book
home, read, digested and meditated
thereon—to bring it back and lay it
down before the commissioner, in si-
lence, No one has ever heard him
speak of perpetnal motion since,

It would tanke alarge volume to re-
coxd all the preposter..us lotters and in-
ventions received at this office. A very
short time since o man sent 1 letter to
the patent bureau describing a new pro-
cess of embalming which hie had origin-
ated, T was aciompanied by a dead
baby—*“the medel "~-which™ he re.
quested shonld ke placed in one of the
glass eddes in the exhibition room. He
congidered himself deeply injured when
his request was refused,

4 letter was roeontly received by the

Portsmouth, Bugland, offering this gov-
ornment the benefit of an invention of
his own for utilizing water-power; so as
to force the water to a grent height
when confined in reservoirs constructed
for the purpose. Ho offers the inven-
tion free of all charge, becanse, he
states, it pains him to see “such mighty
power as there is at the Ningara wasted,™
n addition, he offers his own services
at the low xnte of £1,000 per annum to
build and operate the invention.
