Aunoither False Statement Re-
fated.

A short time since we were regaled
with a comparison to show that where-
as the taxes of Alabama averaged
about one dollar for each man, wo-
man and child within her borders,
those of New York averaged twenty
times that sum.

Yo the Democratic snd Cornservative
»eople of Alalama.

At s meetinz of the State Executive Com-
mittee, in the city of Montgomery,on the 2ith
of February, 1874, some important business
was tronsacted that it is Sroper t0 communi.
cate in the form of an Address, for the infor-
mation of the Democratic and Conservative
voters of the State. It was resolved, after due
discussion—, .

Firse—That the next 8ta’e Convention of
the Democratic and  Conservative party of
Alabama should beheld at the State Capltol,
in the oity of Montzomery, on Wednesday,
the 29th day of July, 1874,

Second—In compiiance with the resolution
unanimously adopted by the last State Con-
vention, requiringan apportionment of del-
egates in the different counties of the State,
on the basis of one delegate to two hundred
Democratic and Conservative votes actually
cast at the last preceaing general election, a
table of apportionment was arranged and
ratified by ithe Committes, and Is now sub-
mitted to the voters in their respeetive coun-
ties, for their guidance in sefecting thelr
several delegates to the approaching Btate
Convention. '

Fifth District, — Chernkee, gix delegates;

These delegated representatives aggregate
four hundred and eight in number, and the
next Convention will therefore be composed
of a hody of delegates llmited exclusively to
this number., No othel persons except such
duly accredited regresenmtlves will be al.
lowed to take seats in the Convention,

Itis of course expeoted that the county or-
ganizations will }i)roceed, at the proper time,
to put _this machinery into practioal opera-
tion, We wonuld, therefore, respectfully re-
commend that the County Cominittees here-
after assemble their Connty Conventions for
the purpose of electing State delegates, on a
ratio of uniform populax representation. And
in order to accomplish & plan at once equita-
ble in spirit and expedient in party practice
thie various County Committees should, at as
early a momentas it can be judiciousty effect-
ed, apportion representatives among the sevs
eral beuts Or vlection districts or theirseveral
counties, with a view to calling together
Couniy Conventlons, one of the duiles of
which shall be to choose delegates to the
State Convention., If no organization exists
in any county, steps should be taken to es-
tablish one, by the usual mothod of proceed-
ing, by wiose agency & just apportionment, of
delegates to the County Convention from the
different beats or election districts may be
made., While the regulation of this sabject
must be left to the counties themselves, it has
been thought not out of plare in the State
Committee Lo advise that the County Convens
tionus be convened on thebasis of onedelegate
for every twenty-five Democratic and Conser-
vative votes cast at the last general election
in each beat or district; but that no beat or
election district shall be without one delegate
in the County Convention,

By a system of this sort we shall be enabled

She
told the colored woman, who had the
child, she would return in three
months for the child, and was dee ly
affected when she parted from it 3}
gave the name of the child ag “Willie
Thomang,” about three months old,~
We have related these particulars
with the hope that the poor unfortu«
nate infant may be identifiied by some
friend or sequaintance of the deceaged
parents,who may direct a different dis-
position of it, a8 tliere are several of
our good citizens who will take it and
raiseitas it should be. Forthe sake of
nmaniby we hope poverty alone is the
history of the ocourrence, In the
mean time the woman who has it
will treat it kindly and tenderly.

Bince the above was wrltten, we
learn that the colored woman has giv«
en the ¢hild to Mrs. T. A, Flanunggan,
a most estinablelady of the place, who
