Answering for the ADVERTISER we
have to say that the first query of the
Times was doubtless overlooked, be-
cause we dodge no question fairly and
honestly propounded. If the ADVER-
TISER was located in South Carolina
or Louisiana it would pursue the same
course thatit has pursued here. It
would advocate the payment of every
debt the State owes. Our position is
that if there was fraud in the issue of
State bonds, or if State bonds be “null
and vold” they constitute no debt of
the State. But we also hold that it is
no part of the duty of the Legislature
to usurp the functions of the Judiciary
by determining the question of fraud
or construing the law. The Constitu-
tion has vested those powersin the
courts and to the courts we are con-
tent tcleave their exercise. An article
appearing elsewhere in this issue, cov-
ering an extract from the proceedings
of the corporation of foreign bond-
holders, shows that the holdersof the
$2,000,000 straight issue to the A. & C.
R. B. are. takingsteps to ‘‘vindicate

their rights in thelaw courts” and-

when they do that, the questions of
fraud, illegallity, &c., will come up for
adjudication—provided we can,mean-
while, put the Government of the
State into the hands of men who will
protect her interests. Butif through
anly foolish divisions and dissensions
on our part the Radicals are allowed
tobeat us the natural desire on their
part to cover up former delinquencies
and corruptions’ will cause them to
suffer judgment to be taken by de-
fault, frand or no fraud.

The holder, then,
has a prima focic right to recover in a
court of law, aud will recover if’ suffi«
cloht proof is not made by the defend-
ant to overcoms the presumption cre-
ated by theprima fucic svidence of his
right. Ttwill thus appear that all bonds
of tlis Btate stand on the same fooling
i law, and hence to nullify the obll-
gation ofonels no whit better than
to repudiaté another, because both
acts amoung fo precisely the simo
thing, Itiust be remenibered that
the Blate, belng & imers corporation,
oan incur no morel obligation. All
her obligations are purely legal.

Now, what sensible man
would hesitate to exchange sixty-five
cents, hid away and wholly unfruit-
ful, for fifty cents bearing regular and
remunerafeve interest ? The choice is
between sixty-five cents, buried and
to remain buried for from ten to fif-
teen years, and fifty cents alive, circu-
lating and bringing in a semi-annual
or annual return. It is no fault of
ours thet our securities stand no bigh-
er, nor would there be a sacrifice of
honor in accepting any terms of com-
promise which the bondholder might
think beneficial to himself. We are
satisfied that he would compromise,
and that both parties would be profit-
ed by the transaction.,
