At 9 o'clock this afternoon a large
body of Editors from the State of New
York will arrivein our City., They
have visited the South witha view to
learn something* of our unbounded
sgricultural and mineral resources,
and to judge for themselves, whether
or not, our people have been correct.

pers and orators as contemners oflaws
and haters of the Government. The
party is about equally divided in po~
litical sentiment, but if every one of
them belonged to the Republican Par-
ty they would be cordially and cour-
tequsly received.

Asin Britain, so on
the Continent, At the great Eastern
Fair, at Xeipzig, for example, there
was a marked falling off in transac-
tions. Throughout Germanyand Aus-
tria the production has been greatly
diminished. Xven the niost common,
we might say necessary articles have
been dispensed with for the time be.
ing. Stocksarerapidly diminishingin
some comﬁ:odities, and in others there
is a marked falling off of consumption.
Any revival of confidence, therefore,
must impart a strong impetus to man-
ufacturers and business of every kind-
Even here, though people po not stint
themselves so far as personal require-
ments are concerned as they do in Eu-
rope, the amount of eompression to
which enterprises of every kind have
been subjected must, with an elastic
community like ours, be followed by a
rebound which will give full occupa-
tion tothe variousindustries of the
countries. We submit these consider-
-ations to many good people with whom
cerulean views of things are chronie.
If we are not doing as well as could be
wished, it is some consolation to know
that things might be much worse, and
that, on the whole, we are much bet-~
ter oft than people on the other side of
the Atlantic,

okees on the south and are the next
tribe we pass through. The Creeks
come next, and are the most slothful
of all the tribes, being very much
mixed with the negro and are conse-
quently very dark, That Choctaws,
perhaps, are less mixed than any oth-
er tribe and consequently mostly full

bloods.

Thie Wheat Crop.

Information from various partsof
the country furnishes evidence that
the prospzct of the wheat erop is un-
usually good. The four States of Wis-
consin, Minnesota, Towa and Nebras-
ka now produce 90,000 bushels, or
about one-fourth of the entire crop.—
The wheat product of the New Eng-
land States isa little more than a peck
to each inhabitant. The. winter has
been-so remarkably mild in the South,
with almost entire absence of injuri-
ous changes of temperature, that the
returns from Virginia and Texas are
nearly unanimous in ascribing either
average vigoror luxuriant growth to
the wheat area, In about one-fourth
of the counties of the Ohio Valley an
unpromising appearance is reported,
while & majority represent, in various
terms, a condition above an average.
From Missouri and Kansas still fewer
unfavorable returns have been re-
ceived. .

Reports are also favorable from
Western New York, New Jersey, Vir-
ginia, Pennsylvania, Maryland, Ohio,
Michigan, Indiana and Illinois.

It will be re-
membered that the Greeley campaign
was merely a national culmination of
what was then known as the Missouri
movement. The Grangers, and other
elements not then dreamed of, have
since developed a hundred fold the
sirength of Liberal Republicanism,
and in view of Missouri’s experiencas,
it is & matter of interest to know how
that State stands to-day. All thein-
dications point to_a straight out fight
—arally to the Democratic banner,
against the Radical party as being re-
sponsible for all the evils from which
the country is suffering—monopolies
of all kinds, misgovernment every-
where, centralism “8nd ‘wholesale cor-
ruption. Nowhere do we seeany glim-
merings of the new, third party, con-
cerning which Senator Schurz talks,
but neither plans nor prediets.

An editorial in this week’s Rural
‘World—published by Col. Norman J.
Coleman, a prominent candidate for
Governor, astaunch Democrat and the
