To destroy is a great-
er crime than to s:parate or divide, and
therefore, coercionis a greater crime
‘against the Union than secession.—
Again:. Secession did .not interfere
with the rights, er attack the sover-

‘tance of the States. Itsreal great pur-
pose was, to.rescue these from the con~
sequeénces of threatened consolidation.
But coercion, in its very nature, asserts
dominion over the States, and must
destroy them.

Itin-
terfered, in no way whatever, with
therights or privilegesof the Northern
States and people. It sought only to
make more secure the rights, liberties
and privilegesof theé Southern States
and people. But coercion, in destroy-

‘can have no Jogical results, but in the
destruction of: all the liberties of the
‘people. North and South. Will our
people never perceive the patent truth
that coercion must work consolida-
tion, and that consolidation must de-
stroy the identity and powera of the
‘Btates and the liberties of . the peaple ?
* o coerce a State is necessarily to en-
slave the State, and to .enslave the
1State 1s necessarily to enslave the peo-
.ple of the State. Nothing but the roar
of carnnon, in the hands of unreason—
ing physical ‘power, can silence this
logic of liberty.
