He was not"an active supporter
of the war of coercion, but he did not
oppose it. He was opposed to war on
general prineiples, and could not, or
would not, be inconsistent. Three
yoars ago he offered in the Senate his
celebrated ‘! battle-flag” resolutions,

 the object of which was, as far as pos-

sible, to erase from the minds of the
people all recollections of their bloody
dissensions. For this wise and states-
man-like act he was formally censured
by the Legislatare; of Massachusetts,
but the resolution of censure was or-
dered expunged by that body about
three weeks ago. His advocacy of
Mr. GREELEY for the Presidency was
prompted by the same motive, and
was in keeping with the whole tenor.
of his life. It was unsuccessful, even
with his most devoted adherents, and
now he follows his great leader to that
shore where the tramp of conflicting,
armies is never heard, and the sound
of battle never comes.

He furnish-
es perscriptions which hebelievea will
overcome this craving and which are
to be obtained by his readers at the
ngrest druggist’s. Here are two of
em:

Ist. Pat a quarter of an ounce of
sulphate of ironand half an onhce of
magnesia in an ordinary quart bottle,
and fill it with peppermint water, A,
wine-glassful to be taken threo or four
times a day. Instead of the pepper-
mint water an infusion of dried pép-
permint may be used. It may
made stronger or weaker according to
the taste of the patinnt, and be allowad
to cool before it is added to the snl-
A little
gum-arabic or gum-tragacanth addod
to the mixture will keep the magnesia
better sussuended, but this may per~
fegtly well be omitted. The bottle
should bo shaken betore the doseis
poured out, _

2d. Take an ounce of quassia chips
-and pour over them as much cold wa-
ter as will fill three quart bottles, Lot
them stand an hour and then strain,—
Add to the strained liquid six and a
half flaid drachms of the solution of
iron, sold under the name of **Liquor
Ferrl Perohloridl.? Pwo tablespoon-
fuls or half a wine-glassful tobe taken
three or four timesaday., The iron
solution may be measured out with a
teaspoon, one teaspoonful belagequal
to one fluid drachm; but teaspoons vary
in size, and it s therefore better to uso
8 glass measure, which may be bought
at any chemist’s, No doubtthére are
many caxd in which chalybeate is in.
dicated, but it may be questioned
whether it would not be wiser of thoss
who wish totry theplan to ask a med-
ical man first.”

Sparrows in the Capital Cify
Grange,

As a matter of Jgeneral interest to
the Grangers of Alabama, we publish
below an abstract of the late debate in
the Capital City Grange on the subject
of “sparrows.”

Brother W. C. Jackson desired to
call the attention of the Grange to the
+ importance of providing a safe and
economical exterminator of the cotton
‘worm. The efforts that bad been made
‘with the different preparations of Par-
is Green had not met with the sucecess
that had been clairaed for them. There
was really more or lessdangerin ma-
nipulating this poison both to person
and plant, and then the expense was
no little objection to. its general use.
Hebelieved that an exferminator, and
one possessing the qualities of safety
and economy, can be found in the
Enpglish Spurrow, and he therefore
hoped that steps would be taken by
this Grange and in fact all the Grang-
es in the Cotton Belt to introduce these
busy little birdsinto the cotton fields
of Alabama. )

The worthy secretary said: Iam
very partial to birds. In fact I have
always been a great admirer of them,
from *‘‘the wood-pecker tapping the
hollow beach-tree,”” to the huge hawk
whetting his bended beak upon the
leafless limb of the old oak in the
field—from the proud bird, the Con-
dor of the Andes, that from the bosom
of the storm-cloud, **furls his broad
wing at night-fall and sinks down to
rest upon his: mountain crag,? to the
swift littleswallow that in the sum-
mer’s eve, skims with. level wing the
surface of thelimpid lake. Xven our
common scavenger, black and forbid-
ding as he stalks with solemn gravity
upon the commons, is not without in-
terest. For hours I have gazed with
admiration upon him gracefully float-
ing far, far away towards the deep,
blue sky, disdaing the fleecy clouds
that lay like fairy isles below him.

How to get 8 Good Stand of
Cotton.

Editors,Southern Cultivalor :—I wish
I could in some way repay you and
your many intelligent correspondents
for the pleasure and satisfaction I have
had in perusing their timely articles
during the year.

‘Surely, some men are peculiarly
blessed with the faculty of being able
to say just the right word at the right
time. Others, like myself, were no
doubtintended by Providence for good
listeners.
I never fail to get & uniformly good
stand of cotton. My planisto filla
wagon body one-third full of ashes and
dry horse manure (equal pars of each;)
I then threw in a basket-full of cotton
seed, on which I sprinkle a bucket of
water; and then with a mauure or
spadefork (the latter is better) I throw
on the pile several forks full of the ma-
nure and ashes, mixing it as wellas I
can, proceeding in this manner until
the body is full. I then haul the wa-
gon to the nearest point, zi_qd witha
basket a small boy ean easily attend
the planter.
I use the “Stat’ or ‘‘Stewart Plant-
ers’” which roll the seed so that when
they they come from the plauter, each
seed is completely encased with the
fertilizer. T usually do this some 12
hours before planting, tramping and
packing the seed in the wagon, caus-
ing them to become warm enough to
start thegerm. They always comeé up
in a few days and’grow off’ vigorously
with along dark green and purple
shank (no maiter whether the ground
is dry ormnot.) X prefer to plant on
fresh or newly made beds. 1 have us-
ually commenced planting on the 20th
of April, and generally havea good
stand up a week before many who
planted with dry seed and _an opener,
many days before me.
I neverhave to replant. On new
or fresh made beds I take up the open-
er, the weight of the wheel makes an
iudgntation deep enough to cover the
seed.
