soon as he received from -them the

icompliment of an election, he would

resign the office in favor of a certain
gentleman of the Bar who was com-
petent to fill it. This wes the distinct
understanding by which he imposed
upon a large number of the people
whom hethus defrauded of Ltheir votes.
As soon as it was ascertained that
this agreement was not to be carried
into effect, but that Elias Xeils would
attempt to executs the functions of a
judge hisentire bar, with one sin-
gle exception, addressed and present-
ed {o him a respectful request in writ-
ing, that be would resign his office.
and the reason assigned by thesolitary
lawyer who did not join in this re-
quest, -for so abstaining was, as he
stated, that he knew the judge would
come to him as his best friend for coun-
sél on the subject, when he too would
advise him to resign. Such action as
this by an.entire bar has brobably nev-
er before, in the history of American
courts, been forced on the profession;
proverbial as it is for respect and def-
.erence to the bench. The incumbent
determined however, to disregard this
united remonstrance of his bar. He
retained his seat upon the bench, aud
there is no unprejudiced man of any
party, who dare deny, that he has so
administered the law in the eourt
where he presides, that it has long
since become an admitted burlesque,
and a public mockery. He has jower-
ed the dignity of his tribunal to that
degree, that po inhabitant who feels
any pridein the country where he
dwels, and possesses intelligence suf-
ficient to have an idea of what a court
should be, eanthink of it without hu-
miliation, -7 o

the “place’where justice is judicially
administered” " by this oftidial, he
will catch no glimpses-there, of justice
in its majesty; of punishment, with its
terrors for the evil-doer ; of the impar-
tial, righteous law, speaking ifs thun-
ders to the guilty, and its assuring
judgments to those . who abide by and
regard it, He 'will witness. there—
-what we have to leok upon day after
day, and'term .dfter -termy—only the
leanings and the blunderings of a mag-
istrate destitute of that instinctive
seuce of justice which mightkeep him
at least upright in his high position,
destitute of the information indispen-
sible to the decent  discharge of its
simplest-duties, and at the same time
without the conscience to feel selfre-

‘not be criminals themselves, The laws
48 ‘well asthe immémorial enstoms of
“our country, have always demanded
that this important body should be
‘¢omposed of the best and most reliable
of its eitizens; of men of **honesty,im-
partislity and intelligence, afid ~ who.
are esteemed in the community for in-
tegrity, - character and judgment,'—
Yet this judge, has permitted black
members of his party, fresh from the
cells of the Penitentiary, convicted
thieves with the stench of the county
jail still banging around them, and
malefactors, under indictment for lar-
ceny (to which they subsequently
pleaded guilty) with their names star-
ing at him from his State docket,to sit
and serve, term after term, and, draw
their pay as Grand Jurors in his court!
Nor can he eluim for this outrage the
- palliation that he was ignorant of his
power to prevent this degradation of
his court, and purge the pauel of such
villains. For, while he complacently
‘suffered those characters to sit there
unmolested, upon his own motion, he
dismissed a number of respectable, in-
telligent, and honorable white citizens
belonging to the opposite party to his
own,among them gentlemen who had
worthily represented the State, in the
Legislature, in its better days, for rea-
gons, at one Term,best known to him-
gelf,and at another, because, as he al-
leged, these distasteful jurors, at a
time when it was difficuls, if not ima=
. possible to obtain any other currency,
had expressed their willingness to ré-
ceive and pay out Eagle and Phenix
money, notwithstanding his aversion
to its circulation here.

He has further disgraced his court-
room by allowing a black member of
his party, accused of Burglary, and
then under bond to answer any indict-
ment that might be found against him

by guaranteeing an acquittal, to every

offender who-would appeal to the City
Court, from any judgmentrendered in
the Mayor’s court against-him, In the
¢ase of every black convict, who came
there by certiorarior appeal,at the last
term of his eourt, without trial.or in-
vestigation of any sort,he ordered and
entered up the false judgment of “jury
and verdict not guilty,’”” thus, with a
stroke of his pen, making the record,
which we aretaught to believe**imports
absolute verity,’” speak a lie; and turn-
inglooseunpunished allthese convicted
defendsnts, against the remonstrance
of the city attoiney,and in one case at
least, against . that of the defendant’s
counsel himself! The thieves aud vi-
olators of public decency,the brawlers
and drunkards, and vagrants in a city
of five thousand inhabitaots;the night-
1y prowlers. and disorderly -men and
women therein, whom the firm hand
of punishment in the Mayor’s court,
had heretofore been keeping down,
have thus been:talight by this judge,
.that his court was the safe asylum to
which they might always confidently
fly for protection and aequittal. Of
'course such characters have not been
slow to'learu the gratifying lesson and
profit by its instruction. And it
wounld indeed be difficult 10 estimate
on the one hand the encouragement to
the evil and disorderly, afforded by
this amazing grant of judicial license
issued tothem from the bench, or up-
on the other the deworalizing influ-
ence which it has exercised upon those
who have heretofore been prudent
enough te fear the law and keep with-
in its bounds. - }

And whilethus alert to the effect the
relbase of these black criminals seek-

ing refuge in his court, his indecent

eagerness to force the conviction of a
respectable white citizen for an alleged
failure, as a commission” merchant, to
take out license, prompted him toan
invasion of the province of the jury
whick | the Supreme Court, that sef
aside his judgment, in perhaps the se-
verest language of rebuke ever applied
by that tribunal in Alabama, charac-
terized ' as ‘‘uppreécedented.”” This
demonstrates at Jeast that he could act
against offenders if he would.

In his charge to the Grand Jury at
the ogening of the last December term
he showed himself the undisguised
apologist for larceny by saying in sub-
stance, with atone of voice and ex-
pression of countenance and shake of
the head which reported language can
not translate, but which was not the
less significant and intelligible, espe-
ially to the negroes of his audience
or whom it was intended and who re-
ceived it with scarcely suppressed ap-
plauge, **gentlemen, it is true there isa
good deal of stealing going on, but
.you know, gentlemen,that the farmers
in this country-don’t pay their hands,
and they are obliged to live—they can’t
starve, aod if youshould find any bills
against persons who have been caught
stealing youought to examine and find
out whethersuch persons had been |
paid by their employers and if they
haid not been,—3why then you oughé
to find bills against the employers al-
s0.”” Such language might have been
expected on the stump from some pes-
tiferous demagogue who td serve his
purposes was willing at any risk tostir
up sfrife between thg races, byt com-
ing fiom a judge upan_the hengh, it
was simply infamons. It wag at opce
a slanderoug gccysation ggginst the
whites in thig county of a general dis-

Let any disinterested stranger enter;

blacks that there was a prima facie
presumption in their favor thal they
bad not been paid by their employers,
and a sympathetic admission that the
wronged laborers had a right to make
up their losses by becoming thieves.

In the relations which, the two races
occupy to each other in this country,
and in the pressnt state of affairs
around us, when the frequency  and
immunity of stealing is the great dis-
heartening curse of the whole coun-
try, a more mischievous utterance
could scarcely fall from a judge's lips.
It is not surprisiug that negroes have
since been heard to say that the poor
colored people should notbe punished
for stealing and to refer to this charge
as good authority for theopinion. Who
wonders, with such loosetulk from the
bench, listened to by an ignorant, un-
reflecting and needy set of misguided
people,that the erime of larceny should
flourish broadeast in this community
and increase, as it has done of late, un-
til every species of property has be-.
come its prey, and every houest man,
white and black, is shocked atits uni-
versality and all but ready to despair
of any peaceful remedy for ity repres-
sion ?

Among many other improprieties
commitedby this ofticial on the
bench, happily unexampled in the
judicial annals of the State we shall
content ovrselves by referring only to
that one, in which in his effort to
screen a party charged with forgery,
he performed the rare maunceuver of
pocketing the indictment, And when
detected in this act and forzed to have
the paper filed he suspended from
office the sheriff of the county for tel-
egraphing to Montgomery for the ar-
rest of the accused, appointed & negro
to succeed him and afterwards, pos-
gsessing himself again of the indict-
sment, sent it by a negro member of
the grand jury back to thatbody with
a verbal messuge of recommendation,

He has habitually employed Zabeas
corpus as & mere contrivance to effect
the release of criminals;fugitives from
Georgia, vagrants, thieves, perjurerd,
burglars,and has constantly perverted
that great writ of liberty to purposes
which only the felon and malefactor
could approve.

In fine, such has been the general
luck of black criminals before this
Judge that it hus come to be a notori-
ous fact that whenever any of them
get into trouble for violations of the
law, it is their constant habit to make
at onee for him as the best advice they
‘could possibly obtain to manage them
out of their difficulty.

‘We solemnly believe,fellow.citizens,
that these acts and this ineflicient ad-
ministration of the law by the judge
presiding here have had the disastrous
effect to increase and encourage crime
in this community. The peace-loving
citizen . is comparatively powerless
against the eriminal without the as-

has not been afforded by this judge.
e was set over us for our protection,
but he has failed to furnish it, All
crime is palpably on the increase and

tration. No such stdte of things has
heretofore existed in this countrysince
its settlement, INo man can shut his
eyesagainst it. Stealing, forgery, per-
jury, attempt at assassination, burgla-
ry, robbery, murder flourish over us,
and yet we hear of few punishments
inflicted by his court.

I'ne gallows has gone out of fashion
here; the penitentiary is but little
used—the chain-gang has become a
sort of myth. Thieves roam at large
unpunished,; and great offenders, ad-
nuitted to be guilty, walk our streets
unharmed.

In the meantime our community
suffers in its comfort, its reputation
and its material interests, The people
who trade with us from below com-
plain that they are afraid to come with
their produce to Eufaula except in
- companies, for fear of being robbed by
the uegroes that infest ite suburbs.
Property is stolen almost every night.
Men supposed to keep monzy about
their persons or tbeir premises live in
copstant and well-grounded fear of
midnight murderers. Our wives and
children feel an unusual sense of in-
security in their bomes, and no man
can leave his family for a night with-
out being tortured by fears and appre-
hensions for their repose and safety.

Notwithstanding, fellow -citizens,
the slanders that have heen mnttered
against us as a community, notwith-
standing what we have to endurein
the present and have bornein the past,
we assert our just claim to yourregard
as a prudent and law-abiding people.
‘We repel the foul aspersions attempt-
ed to be cast upon our good ‘naine as
citizens and point to our . history for
the past eight years in vindication of
our right to be regarded as an emi-
nently peaceful and patient communi-
ty. We address you now only in the
spirit of self defense and the interest
of future self protection.

That the maximom
amount of United States notes ishere-
by fixed at $400,000,000.

8£0. 2. That $46,000,000in notes for
circulation, in addition to such circu-
Iation now allowed by law, shall be
issued to Natlonal banking associations
now organized, and which may be or-
ganlzed hereafter, and such increased
circulation. shall be  distributed
among the several States as provided
insection one of the act entitled “An
actto provide forithe redemption of the
three per centum temporary loan
certificates, and foran increase of Na-
{i%nl bank mnotes,’” approved July 12

870.

Sec. 3. That each national banking
association now organized, or hereaf-
ter to bs orgenired, shall keep and
maintain as a part. of its reserve requir-
ed by law one-fourth part of the coin
received by it as interest on the bonds
of the United States deposited as se-
curity for circnlstin%:otes or Govern~
ment deposits, and that hereafter only
one-fourth of the reserve nmow pre-
scribed by law for national banking
associations shall consist of balances
due to an association available for the
redemption of its circulating notes
from associations in the g¢ities of re-
demption, and upon which balancesno
interest shall be paid.

The Rise and Progress of
Radicalism.

It issometimea profitable for parties,
as well as individuals, to look back
upon.the Past.-and note former land-
marks, that they may be the better en-
abled to: judge the. direction in which
they are travelling, and estimate the
rapidity with which the current of
events is bearing them onward.

In 1831 WILrrA LuoYD GARRISON
established the ‘* Liberator* newspa-
per at Boston. The next year, assisted
by ARTHUR TAPPAN and others, he
founded a number of * Anti-Slavery
Societies” in the Nortbern Btates,
These societies were to *rely exclu-
sively on moral and religious influen-
ces to promote emancipation,’” and to
¢ avoid all politicalaction on that sub-
jeet.”” They distinetly affirmed that
Congress had **no right to interfere
with slavery in the States,” and de-
clared that their * principles led them
to reject the use of carnal weapons for
the deliverance of the slaves,” In 1834
he, and his societies, were mobbed in
what are now the hot-beds of Radical-
‘ism. In 1836 the House of Represen-
tatives of the United States Congress
voted to reject all anti-slavery petitions
without reading.

In 1840 the soecieties, on a funda-
mental disagreement, formally separa-
ted. That wing which followed Mr.
. GARRISON, in 1844 assumed the posi-
tion that **the compromises of the
Constitution, on the subject of slavery,
-were immoral,” and that it was there-
fore **sinful to swear to support that
instrument, tohold office or vote under
it,”” and that the Union of the States,
under that Constitution, was *an
agreement with Hell and a covenant
with Death, which sheuld be forth-
. with dissolved!”

The other wing, however, stilladher-
ed to the Union and the Constitation,
and, a short time after theirseparation
from the GARRISON wing, organized
* the Liberty party,’”” and nominated
JamEes BIRNEY for President, and
THoMAS EARLE for Vice Presidenf.—
In 1844 they renominated BIRNEY, but
substituted THxoMAS MoORRIS for
Earie. In 1846 DAvVID WILMOT, of
Pennsylvania, flung his celebrated fire-
brand proviso in the face of Congress
and the country, pending the discuss-
ion of a bill authorizing the President
to use $2,000,000 in the negotiation of
‘a peace with Mexico. It wasrejected;
but at the next session fie renewed it.
It was again rejected, bowever, after
having passed the House, by the vote
of the Senate (ayes 21 noes 31).
Atthe Buffalo Convention,held Aug.
9. 1848, the freesoil whigs and demo-
crats, who had *“ bolted ”’ the nomina-
tions of their respective parties, met
¢ the Liberty party ’’ and after a short
incubation hatchied out the * Freesoil 7’
or ** free democratic?’ party. At this
convention a platform wasadopted de-
claring that it was the purpose of the
new party * to maintain the rights of
free labor against the aggressions of the
slave power, and to secure free soil to
a free people ; that slavery in the sev-
eral States, which recognized its exist-
ence, depended on State laws alone,
which could neither berepealed nor
modified by the general government,
and for which the government was
not respénsible, and that the party did
not propoese to have Congress interfere
with slavery in the States, &c.”” On
this platform MARTIN VAN BUREN
was nominated for the Presidency, and
CHARLES FRANCIS ApAMS for the
Vice FPresidency—but they received
only 291,263 votes out of a total poll of
about 3,000,000,

On the 4th of August 1852 this party
held its second National Convention
and nomipated JNo. P. HALE for
President and Geo, W. JULIAN for
Vice President.

The platform, on which they appeal-
ed to the country for support,declared,
among other things, that the compro
mise measures of 1850, by their inva-
sion of the sovereigniy of the States &e.,
were inconsistent with all the prinei-
ples and maxims of democracy and
wholly inadequate to the settlement of
the questions & which they were
claimed fo be an adjustment; that no
permanent settlement of the slavery
question could be looked for except in
the practical recognition of the truth
that slavery is sectional and freedom
National and by leaving to the States
the whole subject of slavery and the
extradition of fugitives from justice.”
HALE and JULTAN received on this
platform 157,296 in a total poll of more
than 3,000,000.

Then came Mr. DovcLAs’ Kansas-
Nebraska billand a renewal of the
slavery agitation which, as the fore.
going vote shows, had well nigh sub
sided in 1852, This bill became & law
on the 31st of May, 1854, and thereup-
on great excitement and indignation
(2) spread throughout the Northern
States, Its passag was called a *‘gross
because both
of the great parties of the country
had gone before the people in 1852,
pledged to a support of the compro-
mise measures of 1850. But the coms=
promise measures of 1850 had nothing
to do with the matter; it was the un-
just compromise of 1820 which Mr.
Douaras’ bill repealed, The old-old
fable of the Wolf and the Lamb was
repeated on a larger theatre; and the
free soil party grew apace, and flour-
ished amid the excitement. It also
gathered much nutriment from the
Ostend circular, whereby it was pro-
posed to buy Cuba and pay Spain
$120,000,000 for it. This cireular came
of a conference, between the United
States Ministers to England, France
and Spain,held at Ostend, a little sea-
port of Belgium, in the province of
West Flanders, and its chief sting was
in its tail <. e, “*provided, if it be nec-
essary to prevent emancipation in the
#aid island, that it be taken by jforce.
The recognition of Vijir, as theenvoy
of Gen. WM. WALKER (the great fili-
buster) by the President was another
pretext for anti-slavery agitation.
This, and the proposed acquisition of
Cuba,were lcoked upon as meansto the
great end of extending and strengthen-
ing the influence of the Bouthern States
On the 20th of May, 1856, CHARLES
SuMNER made a most slanderous and
uncalled for attack upon South Caro-
lina, for which Mr, Brooks, two days
afterwards,assaulted him in the Senate
Chamber with asmall rattan. This
added fuel to the fiame already sweep-
ing through the North and furnished
the Revolutionists the very plea they
had solong and so vainly sought. The
first fraits of the advantage thus given
them was the election of N. P. BANKS
tothe Speakership of the House of
Representativesin1855-6. Thedisrup-
tion of the old Whig party and the for-
mation of the Know Nothing, or
American party followed, and in 1856,
when the various conventions were
held, the handful of men,who suppor-
ted HALE and JULIAN four years be-
fore, had grown to formidable dimen-
sions. Their delegates met on the17th
of June at Philadelphia, assumed the
pame of “The Republican party,”
nominated Jxo. C. FREMONT for the
Presidency and Hon. Wi, L. DAYTON
for the Vice Presidency and adopteda
platform of principles which, among
other things, declared that ‘‘the
maintenance of the principles pro-
mulgated in the declaration of
independence, and embodied in the
Federal Constitution, is essential
'to the preservation of our republi-

¢hore is no need for comment.

constitution, the R1GHTS of the States
and the Union of the States, shall be
preserved,’” and that “the constitution
confers on Congress sovereign powers
over the ferritories of the TUnited
States for their government, and in
the exercise of this power it isthe
right and the duty of Congtessto pro-
hibit therein those twin relics of bar-
‘barism—polygamy  and ° slavery.”
FREMONT'S vote on this platform was
1,341,264, against 1,836,169 cast for Mr.
BUCHANAN, and 874,634 for Mr. FiL-
MORE.
Inspired by this manifestation of pop-
ular strength, the Revolutionists now,
for the first time, began to show forth
the purposes on which they were bent.
‘The States,. which had - passed under
their control in. the elections of 1856,
nullified the fugitive slave law of Con-
gress, by means:of what were called
‘‘pergonal liberty acts,’” and in divers
other ways manifested that utter dis-
regard for constitutional restraints
which subsequently resulted in war.
Then followed ‘the X.ebompton
bill”? of 1857, for the admission of
Kansas, out of which arose the Dem-
ocratic schism on the subject of
tBquatter sovereignty’’ and a fresh ad-
dition of strength to the ranks of the
so-called “Republican party.” In Oct.,
1859 old JoaN BrowN led a gang of
murderers and assassins into Harper’s
Ferry and fired the first gun of the
war. After that, because of the undis-
guised satisfaction witn which the
Northern Republicans saw Southern
blood follow the knife and bullet of
the assassin, there was but the. sem-
blance of peace between the sections
until the South saw the men who had
applauded that deed elevated to power
in 1860, when, in order to protect her-
self before it should be too late, she
withdrew from the Union.
On the 16th of May, 1860;the so-call-
ed‘‘Republican party’’—the aiders and
abettors of old JoEN BROWN—met in
Convention at Chicago and nominated
ABRAHAM LINCOLN for the Presiden-
cy and HANNIBAL HAMLiN for the
Vice Presidency. The platform was,
in the main, a rehash of that on which
FREMONT had been defeated four years
before; but there was this additional
plank, bearing upon the point of this
present sketch. *‘The maintenance
inviolate of the righis of the Statesand
eepecially of theright of each Statetoor
der and control its own domestic insti-
tutions, according to its own judgment
exclusively is essential to that balance
of power on which the perfection and
endurance of our political fahric de-
pend.” This plapk was intended to
cover the right of the Northern States
te nuHify the laws of Congress; it was
certainly not intended to bave any
bearing South of the Potomac, because
Mr. LINCOLN, who was elected upon
it by an exclusively sectional vote,
was within the firat month after his
inauguration actively engaged in using
the Army and Navy to prevent its ap-
plication to the States of the South.

From that day to this, the history
of that party may be traced in theyet
warm blood of our brothers and
song. It is, therefore, unnecessary
to review it here, But mark
where it stands to~day! We
here nothing now about ** the rights of
the States, and especially of the right
of each State to order and control its
own domestic institntions, according
to its own judgmentexeclusively.” We
have shown that up to 1860 not even
the Revolutionists themselves dared
todispute this fundamental theory of
Government, It was universally con-
ceded to besound, unimpeachable doc-
trine. fo far as the history of parties
in this country can be said to show
anything, it shows that the Democratic
doctrine of States Rights was the doc-
trine of every voter in the United
States. But ** Progress’’ has been at
work since 1860—and whither has it
borne the country? For Heaven’s
sake look around and answer foryour-
self. We have no wish to recapitulate
the thick-following series of misfor-
tunes. It mustsufficetosaythatwhen
Reason dropped the sceptre it was
caught up by Insanity, and that since
1861 the United States have been a vast
mad-house—controlled wholly by the
prevailing frenzy of the madmen. But
Connecticut and New Hampshire have
proven thatReason wasonlv stunned—
not destroyed—and that she is begin-
ning to reassert her wholesome sway.
With her restoration we shall have
peace—but not before,

A Baleto the Acre.

The Southern Cullivator for April is
full of excellent. suggestions for the
farmer, On the culture of cotton,
Qconee, Clark county, tells how he
made & bale to the acre on poorland,
as follows:
I now propose to tell you howI
made a bale of cotton on one sacre of
poor land last year, and how I saw one
ploughing affect a piece of cotton. The
acre on which I made a bale of cotton
(451 1bs.) was poor land when I com-
menced with it., The manure used
was 40 bushels cotton seed and 200 lbs
Oglethorpe fertilizer to the acre, I
commenced on the 14th of May—Ilaid
off rows 3} feet wide with alargeshbov-
el plough, and followed in the same
furrow with a long bull-tongue as deep
as the mule could pull it, and then
distributed the cotton seed in the bot-
tom of the furrow, and the phosphate
immediately on the cottonseed. Then
bedded out with a Brinly plough, run-
ning the scouter after the Brinly
plough, all the while as deep as the
mule could pull it—thus making the
best effort I could all the way through,
at subsoiling. I planted the seed next
day, May 15th ; opened bed with small
plough, sowed the geed by hand with-
out rolling, and covered with a board,
the old fashion) and in five or six
ays had an elegantstand. I will here
add, that cotton seed not rolled will
come up quicker than rolled seed, un-
less one has time to let the rolled seed
lie in bulk and heat or sprout. The
cotton after it came up only received
two ploughings with sweep and two
hoeings. It was chopped to astand
the first hoeing, leaving three or four
stalks at every 14 inches on the row.
The. piece of cotton I saw so much
affected by one ploughing, was a3 acre
piece planted by a neighbor. The three
acres would average about alike, in
every respect, and were prepared and
planted alike, and worked precisely
alike the first working, But before
my neighbor, Mr. B., could get around
the second time, they had gotten badly
in the grass. He started to plough it
with a sweep and got about one-third,
or oneacre of it ploughed, when I
came along. Mr, B. said to me, *this
grasg isso large I can’t conquer it with
# sweep*”? I remarked, take a turn
Elough, or shovel, as I had much rather
ill the cotton by ploughing than for
the grass to take it. Heacted upon my
suggestions, and ploughed the remain-
ing two acres with turn-plough and
shovel, running round cotton with
shovel, and ploughtng out with turner
—pleughing very deep all the while,
thereby wrapping up grass, weeds and
everything else but cotton. Now what
do you think of that? Why, just as I
did, that the cotton would turn yellow,
and shed almost every leaf; but not so,
Mr, Editor. Strange to say, the cot-
ton kept green and growing all the
while, and shed a great deal less than
that plonghed by sweep; and the por-
tion ploughed with sweep rusted bad-
ly to the very row, and nota particle
of rust could be found on a leaf of that
ploughed | with shovel and turner.
Now, sir, Iam utterly opposed to deep
culturs in every sense of the word, yet
I have lived to see the advantage ofit
in this one instance.

In accordance with a eall previously
made, a Convention,of, the - Delegates
from the various Granges of, Clay
County assembled at Ashland on the
27th unit., for the purpose of organizing
a Council of Patrons of Husbandry:—
The Delegates assisted the Asbland
Grange in conferring the 4th degreeon
Bros, W. J. Pearce, Rolaud Stone, J.
H. White and J. A. Enpgland, after
which a beautiful ‘‘Harvest Feast”
was spread by the ladies of the Order,
‘t;g which the Delegates did ample jus-
ice, :

After a short recess, the Delegates
assembled in the Grange Room, and
effected a temporary organization by
calling Bro.J. W. Garrison to the
chair, and requesting Bro. J. R. Stock-
dale to act as Secretary.

The following By-Laws were then
ubanimously adopted, to-wit :

The True Policy for the South.
No nation ever grows wealthy by the
production of raw muaterials alone.—
Individuals may, nations never. There
must be added value which manufac-
turing gives tomake the created wealth
a permanent investment. The South-
ern States, as a section of our country,
have fully demonstrated the truth of
the proposition stated. With natural
endowments and advantages far sur-
passing those of other portions of the
United States, for the South before the
late war, although continucusly ever-
run by a flood of paper currency, for
which the superabundant exuberance
of its agricultural products under its
former system of labor gave ample
equivalent, never had that fixed capi-
tal in skilled labor which finds expres.
sion In factories, and mills, and foun-
dries, and machine shops. The war,
with all its sad experiences and tender
memories, did stimulate the South to
a remarkable development in the right
direction for its future suecess. Cut
off by the vigilant blockade from more
than an extremely uncertain and dan-
gerous intercourse with outside nations
the South was compelled to use its own
resources to supply its population
with food and clothing and imple-
ments of industry, and its army with
arms and ammunition. Hence was
<created that remarkable Bureau of
the Confederate States Government
known as the Nitre and Mining Bu-
reau, the history of which is yet to
be written; hence arose those im-
mense foundries and machine shops
at Richmond, Va., and Selma, Ala.,
and elsewhere; hence also was stimu-
lated to more skilful production the
cotton factories at Columbus, Ga., and
the woolen mills of North Carolina.
But the reaction which followed the
close ofthe war the prostration of its
labor system, the want of adaptation of
its oldercitizens to the new condi-
tions surrounding them, the absence
of permanent investments, the greed
and rapacity of cadaverous carpet-
'baggers and satanical scalawags, all
united 10 impede the progress of the
South in the true direction given if
by the unavoidable necessities of war.,
And it may well be questiond wheth-
er that section is a8 well off to-day as
it was on the first day of April, 1865,
From extené ] observation over every
section of t/ 4 South, and close inqui-
ry amongs. its intelligent citizens, as
well as from the logie of galpable facts
and figures, we do not believe there
has been one cent of profit accrued to
the SBouth in the aggregate from tke re-
sults of its productions since the close
of the war. On the contrary, while
there are exceptional localities, while
even some entire States are in better
condition than others, the almost uni-
versalcry comes up of no money, mort-
gaged farms, bankruptcies, extended
credits, merchants asking extensions,
high prices for corn and bacon, and no
further advances on crops. That there
are, comparaiively, so few failures
amongst the Southern merchants is
due rather to the high sense of honor
which has always charcterized them,
and which leags them to make any
sacrifices iather than forfeit their new-
ly acquired credit. But it must be evi-
dent that this state of affairs cannot
last long. Men cannot be constantly
going to the bad and npever get there,
There must be, and we speak with be-
coming modesty but with the earnest-
ness of deep conviction, a total revo-
lution of the old ideas of what con-
stitute presperity as applicable to
the present, and a well-settled politey
as to the true direction in which
to look and work for it in the fu-
ture, That policy we believe to be
contained in the fact enunciated in
the opening sentence of this article,
Diversfied industry and manufactur-
ing will, in a few years, enable the
South to regain all its lost ground, and
enter upon an unprecedented career
of prosperity. It must no longer be
all cotton. Planters must raise their
own provisions first,—then all the cot-
ton they can afterwards, More and
more of this cotton must have wvalue
added to it at home by spinning it in-
to yarn and weavingitinto cloth. Iron
and marble must be mined and quar-
ried, and castand forged into vessels
and implements of utility,or fashioned
into images of beauty. Tne forests of
the South are filled with all kinds of
rare and beautiful trees, which should
iurpish materials for all manner of
wood work, from an axe-handleto an
artillery wagon, from a buttonto a
bureau, froma churf to a carriage.
To do this will require skilled labor.
Skilled iabor is a higher manifestation
of brain power. Education, therefore,
in the direction of technical knowledge
must accompany this new departure.
It may be objected that the South
has no money, no ¢apital with which
to make such a radical change. This
objection is good and valid, and the
change in this respect must be grad-
ual. Thereis po use disguisidg the
fact, the Southern people know it,
there must come—nay, it is now upon
them—a baptism of suffering through
which alone will come theirsalvation.
‘While sume capital will go to them
from the North and from Europe,
they must rely on themselves to sup-
oW caL
they do this while so mueh in debt?
They cannot; they must get out of
debt. How? Not by repudiating their
obligations to their merchants, as, we,

ghort time ago, but by paying as far
as they can their honest debts; by re-
solutely and, it may be, ’heroically liv-
ing within- present - means, raising
corn, and hogs- (where possible), and
wheat, and oats, and potatoes, and
vegetables, and fruits, and poultry; by
paying cash das far us possible for
everything, and doing without
everything that they have not the
mouney to pay for; then,” by making
all the cotton besides that can be pro-
duced. This is the only way we see
for them to get on their feet again, and
this, in many sections in the South,
they are having to do whether they
'wish it or pot. For the merchants
have nearly ruined themselves extend-
ing credits and making advances, and
cannot in justice to themselves or their
creditors do any more. ‘They must
perforce, if not of choice, adopt the
cash system to a greater extent than at
any time since the close of the war,
But if out of this terrible ordeal the
South can emerge free from debt, with
such a modified system of agricuiture,
it will be possible to make cotton rais-
ing profitable, the surplus from which
may be invested in manufacturing,
and the future success of that section
assured. ‘Tbatsuch will be the ulti-
mate result we confidently believe,
and none will rejoice at it more than
ourselves.

Resolved, That in employing labor-
ers for our farms, we give the prefer-
ence to those who have never been
convicted of theft,

And Whereas, The practice which
has been carried on so extensively of
iliicit trading in the agriculioral pro-
duce of our country is detrimental
both to the interest of patron and la-
borer,—

Resolved, That we will exert our
utmost endeavors to put dow this illic-
it traftic in our staple products in the
ruinous way that freedmen have been
permitted to carry on the same re-
gardless of the farmers’ interest.

And whereas, the renting of land to
laborers who are wholly unable to fur-
nish themselves, has tended greatly to
operate against the social and agricul-
tural, as well as the financial interest
of our country,

Resolved, That we will not rent
land to any laborer who is not able to
furnish his own team and provisions,
thereby forcing hands to work for
standing wages, or an interest in the
crop, and thus enabling the farmer to
have entire control of both their time
and labor.

Resolved, That wherefreedmen rent
land, or farm on shares, and fail to pay
rent and advances, we will not hire
them, or move them off the place,
without paying, or becoming respon-
sible for their indebtedness,

Resolved, That we will not counten-
ance, nor will we associate or trade
with any person or merchant who may
hereafter encourage our ignorant gop~
vlation to carry their produce without
an order tosell the same.

Resolved, That we denounce the
practice of bonding freedmen out of
Jail who have been convicted of theft.

Resolved, That when a laborer “has
moved upon one’s premises and ob-
tained rations and begun work, it is
prima facie evidence of contract, and
we will not employ said laborer with-
ont the consent of the employer.

A Model Farm.

The correspondent of a New Orle-
ans paper has lately been doing the
farm connected with St. Charles Col-
lege, Grand Coteau parish,La., and
the result was so interesting as show-
ing what science may be made to do
in the South, that wecannot help con-
densing his report for the benefit of
our readers.

St. Charles College, as many of our
readers know, is a Jesuit establish-
lishment, and one ofthe bestin the
United States. Father Roduit, the
obliging President of the institution,
kindly took the gentleman in eharge
and showed him over the grounds,
which he found in a high state of cul-
tivation. All the tilled lands had late-
Iy been deeply ploughed, harrowed,

"and pulverized, as a considerable por-

tion of them were already handsome-
ly ridged and planted to corn. He
learned that they raise on the College
farm, corn, rice, sugar-cane, cotton,
peas, potatoes, pumpkins and many
other crops—enough for all their own
supplies and a surplus sufficient to
bring in quite an 1mportant revenue.
In addition to this thereare grass'plats
or meadows of considerable extent,
and asithey are kept very rich and in
the best of condition every way, their
yield is uunusually abundant—three
crops of hay are cut on them yearly.
The pastures of these Jesuit farmers
are rich ad afford an abundance of
excellent grass, generally Bermuda.
They pasture and milk about thirty
cows, and have plenty of milk and but-
ter the year round. In winter when
when the grasa is down they feed their
cows on hay, corn, corn-meal, cotton
seed, cabbages, potatoes, ete., all of
their own production.
