The University of Alabama.

We have found, in the popular prej-
udices which have been excited, in
various ways, against the University,
some of the real causes which have
limited its prosperity, both in the
past and the present. It remains to
be shown, that the change in the
mode of electing its governing body,
made by the new Counstitution of the
Btate, is also a most potent cause of its
crippled fortunes and presgqt eompar-
atively unprosperous condition.

Before the late war between the
States, the government of the Univer-
8ity was committed to a Board of
Trustees, the members of which were
chosen by a joint vote of the two
Houses of the General Assembly of
State, the Governor and Judges of the
Supreme Court being gfficio members
of the Board. This body was admi-
rably fitted in every respect for the
proper government of the Institution,
and the successful administration of
its affairs. It was almost invariably
composed of able and intelligent men,
well qualified to discharge the duties
of the high trust committed to their
hands. The mode in which they were
chosen, and the well-known fact that
their personal fitness and gqualifica-
tions for the office of a Trustee of the
University, and not their politieal
opinions and antecedents, were the
considerations whieh controlled the
Legislature in electing them, effectu-
ally excluded all political bias and in-
fluence from the composition of the
Board itself, and from the practical
administration of the affairs of the
University. The institution was plac-
ed, and steadily administered, upon
the platform of a complete political
neutrality, the only platform that a
State University, the common proper-
ty of all the people of the State, can be
made to occupy either with safety to

‘itself or with justice to its common

beneficiaries. .

In the high and serene elevation to
which the Institution was thuos lifted
by its complete segregation and isola-
tion from political parties and influen-
ces, it realized the conditions most fa«
vorable for the exerecise of its august
ministry of educating the minds and
hearts of the people of the State. The
waves of political passion and excite-
ment rolled harmless at the base of the
height on which it stood. Political
battle fields were lost and won,but the
result neither affected the composition
of the Board of Trustees, nor influen-
ced, in the least degree, the rectoral
administration of the Institution.—
The Faculty, secure in their position
and free from the fear of displacement
by political machinations, felt that in-
terest in the success of the University,
and cultivated that esprit du corps
among themselves, which are the best
incentives to the faithful discharge of
theirduties. The University was nev-
er regarded as constituting a purtion of
the official spoils which were to be lost
or won in a politieal campaign. In
the very nature of its organization and
administration it was impossible thag
political agitations and excitements
should reach it, at all, except in their
final results, in those unavoidable in-
stances in which the Jack Cades and
demagogues of the hour manufactured
popular prejudices against iton the
arens of politics, That was theera of
political neutrality for the University,
In which politieal passions and preju-
dices were completely excluded  from
the administration of its affairs.

But since the close of the late war,
and under the new Constitution of the
State, the government of the Univer-
sity has been committed,notto a Board
of Trustees chosen by the Legislature,
but to a Board of Regents elected by
popular suffrage. This change in the
mode of electing the governing body
of the institution, has not only de-
stroyed the defensive barriers which
secured it immunity from politieal in-
fluences under the old regime, but has
converted it into a sort of political
foot-ball, to be tossed to and fro in the

Sucecessive games of competition be-
tween rival parties for supremacy in
the State. 'We doubt, indeed, whether
the election of the Professors and of
the auxiliary officials of the Universi-
ty by a direct vote of the people them-
selves, would subject it more effectu-
ally or more disastrously to political
influences, than does the present plan
of choosing its governing body. ‘The
election of the Regents by popular
suffrage, not only invites, but makes
inevitable, the introduction of the po-
litical element into the composition of
the Board itself, and into the adminis-
tration of the affairs of the University.
The institution has now become a cov-
eted portion of the official spoils that
inure fo the victor on the political bat=
tle-field of a general State _election.
Its Professorshipsand its payingoffices
of every description constitute at once
the incentives and the rewards of par-
tisan efforts in the contest. The com-
petition between political parties for
the spoils of its patronage, begins with
the canvass which is to end in the
choice of new, or the re-election of old
members of the Board of Regents,
Each party puts its own selected fa-
vorites in the field, as candidates, in
the several Congressional districts, for
seats in the Board. Political consid-
erations control, on each side, both in
making the nominations of the can-
didates, and in the kallot for them at
the polls. And when the election
closes, one party or the other has
achieved a political victory in electing
a majority of its partisans as members
of the Board, and reaps the reward of
victory, in the power and the right, to
govern the aflairs of the University,
and to distribute its chairs and offices
among its friends.

This struggle of political parties for
the control of the "Board of Regents
is renewed every two years, as the
Constitution requires the Board to be
80 classified that one half its members
may be chosenat each biennial elec.
tion. Through this process of peri-
odical renovation the Board is made
liable to change, as to its politiecal
complexion, with the varying fortunes
of the political parties of the State. It
receives a fresh infusion of partisan
and popular passions and prejudices at
each biennial election.

In the very natureof the case, a body
of men thus chosen, will be subject in
the exercise of their powers, as rectors
of the University, to the partisan in-
fluences which controlled in their elec-
tion. Likethe political Legislature of
the State, the Board is necessarily re-
sponsive, more or less, to the political
w¥’ws and feelings of the electoral
constituencies. In this view of the
case, it becomes a political body, and
discharges its official duties under the
distorting, but unavoidable, influence
of partisan passions and prejudices.
Besides, the Board of Regentsis a
component part of the Tegislative de-
partment of the State Government. It
13 an educational Legislature, empow-
ered to exerecise full legislative powers
in reterence to the appellate and revi-
sory jurisdietion of the General Assem-
bly of the State.

It Is clear, at first sight, that such a
legislative body must, by the very na-
ture of its constitution, and from the
mode of electing its members by popu-
lar suffrage, be almost totally unfitted
for the administration of the affairs of
the University. The representative
character of the Board, which imparts
a chief excellence to a politieal Legis-
lature, is a fatal defect in the composi-
tion of the governing body of a State
University, ‘since it almost certainly
introduces partizan and popular infly-
ences and prejudices into its delibera-
tions, which render it nearly or quite
impossible for it to adopt and execute
& fixed policy in the governmentof the
Institution. Thesame evil is produced
by the biennial change in the mem-
bership of the Board, which tends en-
tirely to break the continuity of its ac-
tion. The result of the combined ac-
tion of both causes, is a pernicious mu-
tability in the legislation of the Board
in respect to the University, which in-
volves it in a whirl of change fatal to
its success, which is not to be secured
without stability in its governing or-
dinances and statutes,

One of the most certain and fatal
consequences of this unavoidable mu-
tability in the counsels and action of
the Board of Regents, and of its sub-
Jection to political and popular infln-
ences in the administration of the af-
fairs of the University, is, that the sta-
bility of the tenure of office in the In-.
stitution is entirely destroyed. The
Professors hold their chairs at the will
of the Board of Regents, and are liable

or at the mere caprice of the Board.
Every change in the policy of the
political complexion of the Board, ex-~
poses them to the danger of a removal,
‘The necessary result is, that the mem-
bers of the Faculsy, holding their
chairs by a most insecure tenure, come
to regard themselves as mere tempo-
rary occupants of them. Theycannoct,
in the very nature of the case, feel a
lively and sustained interestin the
success of the University. They would,
in fact, be more or less than men, if
they failed to become, more or less,
demoralized in feeling, and paralyzed
of their official positions. o

From the considerations above sub-
mitted, and from many others which
might be produced, we think the con-
clusion may be safely drawn, that the
change in the mode” of selecting the
governing body of the University,
made by the new Constitution of the
Btate, is a most potent cause of its Jan-
guishing condition, since the elose of
the late war.

In a concluding article, next week,
we shall point out the measures of re-
lief and reform, whieh, in our judg-
ment, are needed in the present june-
ture of the fortunes of the University.

WASHINGTON, April 14,

The substitue for Mr. Sumner’s eivil
rights bill, as reported by the judieia-
Iy committee to-day, provides that all
persons within the jurisdietion of the
United States shall 'be entitled to full
and equal enjoymentand privileges in
hotels, public conveyances on land or
water, theatres and other places of
amusement, and also of common
scnools and public institutions of
learning or benevolence, supported in
whole by general taxation and of cem-
eteries so supported, subject only to
the conditions and limitations estab-
lished by law and applicable slike to
citizens of every raceand color regard-
less of any previous condition of servi-
tude. Any person denying to any cit-
izen any privileges conferred by this

bill shall pay $500 to the person ag-
grieved, and shall also be deemed guil-
ty of a misdemeanor, and upon eon-
vietion thereof shall be fined not less
than $600 nor more than $1,000, or be
imprisoned not less than thirty days
nor more than one year. The District
and Cirenit Courtsof the United States
are given, exclusive of the courts of
the several States, cognizance of all of-
fenses againstthe bill, and actions may
ba prosecuted in any United States
court wherever the defendant may be
found, without regard to the other par-
ty. Any district attorney, who shall
wilfully fail to institute and prosecute
the proceedings required, shall for ev-
ery such offense forfeit and pay the
sum of five dollars to the person ag-

grieved, and apon conviction thereof
be guilty of a misdemeanor, and be
fined not less than one thousand dol-
lars, nor more thap five thousand. No
citizen shall be disqualified for service
as grand or petit juror in any State or
United States courton account of race,
eolor or previous condition of servi.
tude, and any officer who shall exelude
or fail to summon any citizen for that

cause shall be fined not more than five

thousand dollars. All cages arising
under the act may be reviewed by the
Supreme Court of the United States

Clover and Timothy on Light
Soils.

A correspondent of the Peninsular
Newsgives the following reasons why
tbe growing of clover and timothy on
the light soils of Delaware has been
unsuceessful :

¢First, the land is plowed too shal-
low. There is not enough manure
used, nor that of the right kind. The
seed is not sown over one-half thick
;mtough., And the seed is sown too
afe.

Plow notless than eight to ten
inches deep. Manure should be ap-
plied after the land is plowed. Stable
manure is best. If farmers should
save all and compost it with muck,
geveral acres could be well seeded
every year. After it is manured drag
well, then sow clover and grass, ,about
as much again as is usually sown;
drag sgain well. Sow as early, if in
the Spring, as possible, )

Timothy does bestsown in Septem-
ber. But if sown with oats, on land

'prepared as I have stated, it will be

likely to do well. If enough stable
manure cannot be had, the next best
is pure bones ground for timothy, and
ashes for clover.

THE Roumanian Jews have signed
a petition to the Chamber of Deputies
asking for the removal of the political
and civil disabilities under which
they labor. The document sets forth
the injustice of the treatment they
receive, and asserts that in all civil-
ized countries where the Jews have
been admitted to eomplete civil and
political liberty they have not been be-
hind tbeir countrymen of other faiths
in seience, art or patriotism. They
complain that they cannot hold prop-
erty or till the soil, nor even own the
houses in which they live. They are
shut out from the learned professions,
excluded from several industrial and
commercial pursuits,and in the army,
where there are several thousand Jew-
ish soldiers in the ranks, they are de-
nied &ll hopes of promotion. The pe-
titioners claim that the ill-treatment
they receive is in direct opposition to
the spirit and letter of the constitu-
tion which, in article 21, declares lib-
erty of conscienre to be unrestricted
and guarantees the freedom of all re-
ligions, The document, which is
couched in eloquent and respectful
terms and is quite devoid  of - passion,
concludes with a prayer that the polit-
ical and civil “abilities of the Rou-

-manian Jew/ “may be speedily re-

moved, and 5 they pay the same tax-
es and are under the same obligations
as Roumanian citizens that they may
be granted equal rights and preroga-
tives,

A Good Yield of Corn.

A farmer of Virginiagives an inter-
esting account of the method he pur-
sued to secure a good crop of corn in
Smyth county. He began on a very
poor farm in 1859,of which he devoted
sixteen and a half acres to corn. The
yield was small. In 1866 he again
planted in corn, with much better re-
sults, The tract was then turned over
to grass, and mowed and pastured up
to the winter of 1871-'72. At this time
manure from the barn Wwas spread on
the thinnest parts,and during the win-
ter the field was plowed to the depth
of ten or twelve inches, after which
slacked lime to the amount of 80 bush-
els per acre, was applied, and the land
harrowed five times, thoroughly mix-
ing lime and soil. About May 1st the
corn planted in rows, two and a half
feetapart. When it cameupaboutone
bushel of plaster peracre was spread,
and the spaces between the rows were
thoroughly plowed to the depth of
twelve or thirteen inches. It was now
thinned, leaving two stalks to a hill;
replanting was done, and cutting
‘'trash’ from the hills with the hoe;
no other work with this implement
wagdone. From the 20th to the 27th
of June plowed with broad. shovel-
plows, and afterwards with the long
coulter-plow; thoroughly erased all tra-
ces of the shovel except at the hills.—
In September, from 10th to 15th, et up
and shocked; and in December crib-
bed. Yield from the 16} acres, 1,500
bushels, or an average of 90-11 bushels
per acre. Someacres of the field yield-
ed as high as 125 bushels: Corn plaunt-
ed, white gourd seed, soil, a clay loam,
very well adapted to blue-grass, when
in an improved condition.

Such an interpretation of the Bible
would be gratifying to all moderate
drinkers. The agreement of such a
Gospel with the views of those dram-
sellers who adorned the walls of their
establishments with Seriptural mot-
toes, like Paul’s advice to Timothy,
should not be overlooked. In court,
when witnesses who never had a
chance to confer together agree upon
a point, such agreement was very for-
cible ; therefore the remarkable agree-
ment between a certain style of preach-
ing and the viewsadvocated by saloon
keepers should be considered. From'
such premises, it seemed that the dis-
tance from the pulpit to the decanter
was not so great as many had sup-
posed.

Jesus
taught chiefly in parables, which re-
vealed the truth only to the spiritually-
minded, while they concealed it from
those whose lack of spirituality made
them dull of perception. The Bible
was a great parable to the sluggard.
He could not get through the outward
shell to the deep meaning—the reward
for those who earnestly searched the
Bcriptures as for hidden treasures.

The Louisiana usurpation is bearing
its legitimate fruit. Nothing better
than this Arkansas mess could have
been expected to follow the precedent
established by the administration in
the case of KELLOGG vs. MCENERY.
But Gen. GRANT isless censurable
than the Congress. The Louisiana
muddle was a fungus of the rotten Re-
construction measures; and so also is
this Arkansas mess. Butwithout the
encouragement extended the Louisia-
na usurpation by the President this
new ‘“‘complication’ never would have
arisen.

At the State election in 1872 the Ar-
kansas Radieals were badly demoral-
ized and divided. One of the factions
was composed of what were known as
“Brindletails” and the ticket nominat-
ed by this faction was supported by
the Conservatives. The other, or
GRANT faction, was ealled *Min-
strels.” HADLEY, a Minnesota carpet-
bagger, who was then acting as Gov-
ernor (he has sinece left the State) ap-
pointed all the registrars and or-
dered them to exclude “rebels’’ from
registration. This robted about 10,000
white voters of the right of sufirage
and increased the chances of success
for the GRANT ticket. But, notwith-
standing this, when the returns of the
election were afterwards made, they
showed a majority of about 4,500 for
GREELEY, and of 6,000 for the *“Brin-
dletail” candidates. They were at
once ““doctored,” however, according
tothe now well-established Radical
system of political therapeunties,; but,
owing tosome failure in the diagnosis,

The develop-
ments there, however, gave the Con-
servatives no hope of justice and with
a view of making the bestof a bad
bargain, they set about “cultivating”
BAxTER. Meanwhile, BRrooks ap-
pealed to Judge CALDWELL, of the U,
8. District Court, as KELL0GG had ap-
pealed to DURELL in Louisiana. But
CALDWELL decided that the United
States Courtshad no jurisdiction of
such contests. BROOKS was then
forced to apply to the *‘minstrel”
JudgesoftheSupreme Court of Arkan-
sas, who decided that the State Courts
had nojurisdietion, and that the mat-
ter would have to be settled by the
Legislature. BROOKS then brought
suit in oneof the State Courts of in-
ferior jurisdiction, with the resulf al-
ready announced by telegraph.

Now the majority of the Legislature
of Arkansas, declared elected in 1872,
was one of the most abandoned bodies
of men that ever assembled outside of
a Montgomery United States Court
room. But when the Conservatives
commenced their ‘cultivation’” of
BAXTER be reciprocated by a judicious
pruning of the Legislative excrescen-
ces—appointing them offto local offices
and creating vacancies which were
afterwards filled with better men un-
til the Liegislature became Conserva-
tive instead of Radical. The result

‘of bis tactics, however, was that he

lost caste with his party (as all men
must who strive to be decent) and ar-
rayed the ‘‘minstrel” Judges of the
Supreme Court and the two “‘min-
strel’” representatives in Congress in
opposition to his further continuance
in office. This accounts for the
stealthy action of the court in grant-
ing a judgmentin favor of BROOKS and
the very accommodating promptitude
of the “minstrel’” Chief Justice in ad-
ministering to that honorable gentle-
man the oath of office—notwithstand-
ing his own decision that the courts

'had mno jurisdiction to consider

BROOKS' case or deelare him entitled
to the office. ’

As loyal subjects of ULyses I we are
in astrait here.

estahlishing XELL.OGE on the ruins of
Republican Government in Yiouisiana,
wepass an implied censure on
his refusal to sustain BAXTER in Ar-
kansas, and if we approve his strict
but armed neutrality in the Arkansas
mess, we condemn his interference in
the Louisiana affair. Will the State
Journal kindly indicate the path,
which, in this dilemma, it becomes a
loyal subject to pursue? BAXTER and
KELT0GG are evidently off the same
piece, so far as the means are con-
cerned by which they attained unto
power, and it is this factwhich oceca-
sions our chief trouble. We cannot
discover why the President should
make fish of one and flesh of the
other. In other words, we areata loss
to perceive why a friend of the Agd-
ministration in Louisiana can be ap-
proved and upheld for doing precisely
the same thing that another man, not
afriend of the Adminristration, is vir-
tually condemned for doing in Arkan-
sas. Itis on this point that we should
be pleased to have our distracting
doubts resolved.

- This industry, once inaugurated in
Alabama, mustsoon become one ofour
most important agricultural and man-
uracturing enterprises. During my
stay here, I have made the acquain-
tance of the writer of thearticle in the
Midland Times, Mr. Thos. W. John-
son, who is a citizen of the East, and
the senior partner in the firm of John-
son, Goodell & Co., the mostextensive
manufacturers of tannin extraetsin
the United States. "While in their of-
fice I was shown a sample of the su-
mac extract, and havesince visited the
factory where it i3 made. The process
is extremely simple, and much less
difficult than that of preparing the
ground sumae for market. Mach more
tannin is obtained by extracting the
properties of the plant, as all or near-
ly all of it is utilized, whereas in the
ground sumac none but the leaves and
sprouts are used.

Now, Mr. Editor, if this industry is
important to the people of the North-
ern States, it should be much more so
to those of the South who huve in
their favor the adaptability, both of
soil and climate,

The sumac extract, already in great
cemand, is rapidly augmenting. This,
with the most unusual profits insured
from its manufacture, should stimu-
late our people to act in the matter be-
fore other States monopolize the ad-
vantages of the industry.

You must be aware that the Presi-
dent cannos interfere in the domestic
difficulties of a State except in con-
formity with the Constitution and laws
of the United Stdtes. He cannot re-
cognize a eall made upon him for mili-
tary aid by the Maycr of a city. He
has instructed the officer commanding
the United States troops at Little Rock
to prevent bloodshed. Thatis all he
can do under existing circumstances.
I will ask, in answer to- your inquity
whether the United States are power-

situated as the citizens of Little Rock
are, ‘if the people of Arkansas have
not patriotism enough to allow a ques-
tion as to who shall hold a State office

and not bring upon their State the dis-
grace and ruin of civil war?

The above is in answer to the fol-
lowing: -

Lrrrne Rocr, Ark., April 18,
To Atiorney-General Williams :

In your dispateh to Gov. Brooks, I
infer that you intend to be understood
'as sdying that the President .cannot
recognize him as Governor until his
right has been fully and finally recog-
nized by the courts. I understand
from your dispatch to Gov. Baxter that
the President cannot recognize him
until his right has been settled by the
Bupreme Court. The Supreme Court
will not be in sessionuntil June. Now,
what are we to doin the meantime?
Gov, Baxter has issued a proclamation
putting the city under martial law,
and armed  men, pretending to act
under his orders, are patrolling the
streets, stopping peaceable and un-
armed citizens, and setting the author-
ity of the city officers at defiance and
arresting the police. Not only this,
but private property is being forcibly
seized and - appropriated in like man-
ner., The construction placed on your
dispatch by Gov. Baxter is that it is a
license to make an attack on the
Brooks faction, with an assurance in
so doing that the Federal Government
will not interfere. You will readily
see that the city is sure to become
a scene of Dbloodshed over a
strife which its authorities are not
responsible for and which they have
not the power to settle and placed
where an appeal to eitherof the persons
claiming to be Governor, lays the city
authorities liable to the charge of be-
ing the partisans of theone appealed
to. I desire to askif the Federal Gov-
ernment is powerless to protect the
lives and property of twenty thou-
sand inhabitants who are situated as
we are? If you will instruct the offi-
cers in command of the arsenal, to aid
the eity police in making the arrest
of men who are openly violating the
law and setting the same at defiance,
I could preserve the peace of the ecity
without being compelled to takesides
with either of the conten-
ding  factions, This question of
who is the rightful Governor, ¢an on-
ly be settled by the courts, a
thing - that may mnof be done
for ‘the next twelve months and
Inow implore you,in the name of
peace, to aid me all in your power, un-
til the other question is settled.

I am obstructed by the interference of
the United States troops in displacing
my guard from the telegraph office
and now it is apprehended that there
will be further interference.

I begof you to modify
any orderto the extent of such inter-
ference and leave ine free to act in this
way to restore law and my place as
the legitimate Governor of the State
Suchinterference doesnotleave meany
chance to assert my claim to the office
of Governor.

But if you
will not, then leave me freeto act
and order the Uvpited States troops
without an hours delay to their own
ground, and keep them oul of my way.
I have been thwarted and delayed thus
long and in fact ejected from my office
because of the fact thav I had heretos
fore disbanded the militia of the State.
I make an earnest demand to repress

Although a great
many hands have left for Mississippi
and other places, still the number of
laborers remasins about the same, a
great many idlers, women, ehaps, and
dead beats, being driven by necessity
to work. Though the number of
handsisabout the same, the acreage in
cultivation is a good deal less, a8 the
farmers all express a determination to
work less land to the hand, and to
work it better.””
