- Indian matters. - He gave it as his
opinion, that ifthe Indians were treat-
'ed fairly, there would never be any
diffieulty with them. He had known
‘buttwo instanees in which they had
ever violated thetreaty stipulations,

were to be exeeuted. The: treaties
 had grown old beforethey were sbught
to be -enforced by the Government,
and the chiefs. and head menx who
‘had wmade them were all dead.
Troubles with Indians ywere prin-
cipally eaused by fraudulent agents’
and by whiskey dealers. Hehad nev-
er known an agent who had not grown
rich in office except one. On being’
asked how a. whisky seller could'be,
suppressed, he answered, without Hes-
itation, that they should he hanged or
shotbhy the nearest -military officer.
