The Onion.

~- Col. Peabody, of Columbus, Georgia,
is one of tha mostexparienced of prae-
tical horticnlturists, and believes in
this, the most wholesome of vegeta-
bles Hesays:
I haveraised good onions from seed
putin the last part of March. The
onionis « great feeder, and to bulb
well must have rich soil to growin.
The best special fertilizers that I have
ever found for the onion isa compost
of hen manure, leaf mould and wood
ashes, the ground having’ been previ-
cusly manured with stable manare.
Spread this compost over and spade it
in. Now plant the sets, or buttons,
fifteen inehes apart, in the drill. Bet-
ter keeping onions can be raised from
the black seéed, than from fhe bniton
or set. Onion seed are & long fime in
vegetating, to- test them pour boiling
waterover theseed in acup or saucer,
tarn it off in one minute, and if the
seed are good, the germ. will show it-
self i two minutes. Plant .the seed
about four inches apart, in the drill,
dropping two seed in a place, and eov-

ering about one-half of an inch.
