The Seasons of 1858 and 1859,

.

In view of the conditions so unfa-~
vorable to cotton planting this year,
the axcessive and long continued cold
rains, washing and saturating the
ground and hindering the preparatory
work, and the inundations of all the
bottom Iands along the southern riv-
ers, especially the Mississippi and its
tributaries, it is well to recall the ex-
perience of similar seasons in past
€ars.

In all the leading features of the past
winter and spring the experience of
the twoseasons of 1858 and 1859 has
been remarkably repeated. Both were.
'wet seasons, attended by overflows
and late planting. Yet the produec-
tion of cotton in 1858 exceeded that in
1857 by mearly 800,000 bales. The
spring of 1859 was still worse in every
' respect, yet the production of that
year made a further increase of about
850,000 bales, that being the largest
crop ever produced-—nearly 5,000,000
bales. In the present dismal aspect of
the cotton planting there will be
something cheering to the growers of
cotton in the reminiscences of those
years given in the following extracts
from the confemporaneous writers.
Manufacturers and dealers in cotton
will also find them interesting as re-
calling circumstances which have
passed out of memory. Under the
great change from the large plantation
system to that of small farms, so ex-
tensively made sinee 1859, it isa ques-
tion whether the recuperative action
‘and replanting necessary after a bad
opening of the planting will be greater
or less now than it was then, That re-
mains to be tested.

Mr. Eaton, the newly-elected Sena-
tor of Connecticut, recently delivered
ad address to his fellow. citizens, in
.which he referred in a general way to.
his -political opinions. These opin-
ions are already tolerably well known
to everybody who has followed the
course of politics with any attention,
and it does not seem very probable
that Mr. Eaton will make apy change
in them. He declared that he is now,
“'and always bas been, and always
would be, a State Rights Democrat of
the old Jeftorsonian school.” Hesaid,
also, “First, first, first the Btate of
Connecticut, and then the Federsal
Union,”” which, of course, is essential-
ly the position formerly taken by men
like Gen. Lee.”” “Ishall try,” added
Mr, Eaton, *‘to take away the Federal
bayonets from our brothers in the
South, so that every State in this land
shall have the sameright of loeal gov-
ernment, and the same exercise of it,
as our own State.”

The *‘regulation” way of answering
all this is lo stick a label on Mr, Ea-~
ton’s back certifying that he isa Bour-
bon and a copperhead, and to call ate |
tention to the fuct that he was by no
means “sound’” on national issues du-
ring the war. But  even after all this
hadbeen done, there would still re-
-main a question” in the background
which will haveto be met fairly'in the
face some day or-other. The extreme
length to which State Rights theories
were pushed in 1860 and 1861,
brought about a reaction, and
tuat reaction has led many people
to'think that Stite Rights belong
to.the dead and gone classof questions,
and thatany man who talks about
8tate Rights is sufficiently answered"
when he is called a “Bourbon.” 1t is
unnecessary ‘to say to any intelligent
reader thatthis view isa miserably
shallow oune, and that in reality the
right of States to govern themseives is
as dear to "the people as ever it
was.. And it oughf to bLe dear to
them, for when they abandon it they
will have utterly foraaken the system
of government established under the
Federal Constitution. They may set
up something else in its place, which
may be called by any name that may
please the parsons then living; but it
will not be the government designed
by the founders of the Constitntion.—
It may be- acivil polity based upon
parliamentary rule,or it may be a mon-
archy ora despotisin; but it will no
longer be a constitutional republic such
as we baveseen here for nearly a hun-
dred years. We say, then, that when
Mr. Eaton talks of the necessity of
maintaining State Rights, and of giv-
ing the citizens of South Carolina the
same freedom which the citizens of
Connecticut enjoy, it is not enough to
allege that he is a ‘‘copperhead,’’ and
to fling at him the missiles which dark-
ened the air between 1861 and 1865, I1f
the citizéns of the South are liviog in
a state of oppression, Mr. Eaton is
right in callingattention to their situa-
tion; if they are suffering from injus-
tice, the nation at large will never tol-
erate its continuance, and, therefore,
the sooner theinjustice is redressed the
better. )

All sych questions as these should
be dealt with frankly, Itis very bad
policy on the part of the Republican
Party to try to stuff them away in
corpers, and cover them with the
“‘battle-flag” or with any other of the
war paraphernalia. The people will
not consent to see either a Poland or

not impossible fo redress mistakes
when they are discovered; but to
sist in those mistakes after discovery,
and to pretend that religion and mor-
ality require us to persist in them—
this is a course which we certainly
shall not take the responsibility of
recommending to the Republican or
to any other {Jatby. The Southern
HStates are not living under a fair or
free government—sno Mr. Eaton and
.many others allege. Well, is the as-
sertion true ? Look at South Caroli-
na. The facts in reference to that
State seem tobe about as well estab-
lished as any historical facts can be,
and they amount to this—the negroes
assisted by rascally whites, have held
‘a sort of grand orgiein the Btate for
several years past, have swallowed up
among them pretty nearly all the pri-
vate property in the State, have ruined
what may be called the native citizens
even more thoroughly than the war
had done, have robbed and harried
like so many highwaymen, and have
reduced the State to a condition which
must shoak every man who sees it or
reads aboutit. The very Governor of
the Btate is a thief. The ULegislature
isa gang of thieves. Is this & “‘re-.
publican government” such as the’
Constitution expressly guarantees to
all the States ?

‘We ventureto say thatitis not—
that, on the contrary, itis a govern-
ment of which the Republic has eve-
ry reason to be ashamed. No doubt
the system introduced as a **war meas-
ure’” into the South after the war—
chiefly upon the advice of Senator
Sumner and Thaddeus Stevens—was
experimental; but can we wonder that
people everywhere begin to ask how
long the experiment is o last. There
should at least besome signs of im-
provement visible as time goes on.
Nine years have passed since the close
'of the war, and i South Carolina bet-
ter governed than she was then? She
clearly is not so well governed as she
was under a. purely military rale. The
same must be said, mutatis mutandis,
of Louisiana, Mississippi, Texas, and
Arkansas. Now, it is folly to suppose
that the Republican Party, asan or-
ganization will continue much longer
to look on” with perfect satisfaction at
this great failure, The leadersof the
present moment may not pay any at-
tention to the subject; butif they do
not, other leaders will arise who will
see that justice is done. Last week we
all witnessed the Urited States Sen-
ate engaged . for | about twenty-four
hours at a stretch in passing a bill for
the benefit of the negro, merely out of
& sentimental sortof deference to the
‘wishes of a deceased Senator. Respect
for thedead is incumbenton usall—but
legislation should be based on a care-
ful and wise regard for the welfare of
the living, not ugon “*‘mandates,” real
or fictitious, of the dead. The negro
bas had a very fair amount of protec~
tion, Itis imgortant before going any
further to find out whut use he has

' made of the freedom given to him; in

what way he has exercised the vast po-
litical powers with which he has bean
endowed; what sort of & government
he has helped to set up in States where
he is most powerful; whether, in short
he at this ‘moment stands in need of

' protection from the white man, or the

white man sfands in need of protection
from him. If Mr. Eaton intends to
raise these questions, depend wupon it.
he will obtain an andience, and hecan
not be suppressed by bowls and groans
and we, for our part, shall not join in
any attempts abt suppression. We
should like to see the questions taken
up by Republicans, Mr. Carpenter
made & great beginning in reference to
Louisiana.. Such a work would be far
more conducive tothe proaperity of
the party,and to the cause of good gov-
ernmeut now and hereafter, than the
headlong passage of sentimental bills

 in favor of the negro.

Istand here to-night, as I have for
years past; underthebroad white ban-
ners of libexty, harmony and recon-
ciliation, npon whose ample protecting
folds are written, in characters of
living light, ¢ Peace on earth and good
will to man.” Isfand bere asthe un-~
flinching advocate of equal civil and
political rights fo alf men, without: re-
gard o race, color or previous condi-
tion cf servitude, and the uncompro-
mising opponent .of intolerance, proe
scription, ostracismy, whether called
by such name, or by whatever other
name thiz unsightly spirit of evil
may be called ; and which likean ill-
‘omened bird of night,renders the place

fotwir(l for kis whole race, meaning

him no disrespect whatever. We can-
not know howmany of his kinsmen in
Africa have been: broiled and eaten
since his fatheror grandfather was
broaght thence; but we know that bat
for his slavery HAares would himself
have-been subject to the risk of that
' fate. What did that father or grand-
 father know of God or of the Savior in
his npative 1land? Nothing. He
'went naked, drank branch-water, ate
toads, lizzards, snakes or monkeys,
(when there were no fat men in the
larder) and worshipped & rudely
carved stone. Compare & creature of
that sort with HaALes ELLSWORTH,
as we see him in our midst, and say,
if you dare, that slavery has not been
‘& great blessing to him. But the ques-
tiom is: What right does this;fact
confer on HALES to demand or expect
‘that we shall sfoop to conciliate him
when he, with equal grace and more
‘propriety, can. rise to conciliate u.s‘t
We have not robbed HALES, nor aid-
ed nor abetted anybody else torob
him. Neither have we oppressed him.
Individually, he has notrobbed us;
but bis race has aided and abetted oth-
‘ers who haverobbed, insnlted and op-
pressed us. The ‘‘conciliation”
should, therefore, come from Aim—not
from us—as a matter of right.
