Thousands of
the rich there have tumbled down

 from wealth to poverty, and hundreds
' of thousands of the-laboring poor de-
prived of their employment are turn-

ed ouf in destitution.

It is strange that under such misrale
the prostration. of every material in-
terestof the South was not accomplish-
ed sooner. The tveckless, rapacious

'and dishonest governments which they
'seb up here, piled debts upon the peo- |

ple, and extorted money from them,in
a style that has no parallel in modern
history. In Arkansas, for instance,in
round numbers, Radicalism,in the five
suceessive years running up to 187F,
raised the State debt from $4,000,000to

,$19,000,000; in Florida, from one quar-

ter of a million to fifteen wmillions; in
Yirginia, from thirty-four to forty-sev-
en millions; in Louisiana, from 10 to
41 millions; in Tennessee, from ten to
forty-five millions; in North Carolina,
from nine to thirty-four millions; in
Texas, from nothing to seventeen mil-
lions; in Georgisa, from-three to fifty
millions. And in Alabama, the State
debts and liabilities, which am ounted
on the first of July, 1868, when the
State passed into Radical hands,
to $7.904,396.92 two years of Rad-

To meet even the interest on these
stupendous liabilities (the principal of
which fallsdue, of course, and must
be discharged at ssme time,) involves
a necessity for the imposition of taxes
that.amount to confiseation. Thepoor
man pays to the tax collector yearly
more than would suffice to clothe and
educate his children. We rent our
own homes yearly and pay it about all
to Radical tax collectors. And what
is the people’s remuneration for all this
money which they pay, and all this

The Growing Crop.

A correspondent - of the Country
Gentleman, writing from Illinois,
gives it as his impression that the
corn crop of 1874 will be less than
that of either 1871, 1872, or 1873. The
corn region proper heregard as the
grazing region—*‘confined to that cli-
meteand area where fifty bushels of
corn is the average yield for good cul-
tivation, and where pastures may be
kept and maintained through the year
—pastures which will carry horses,
sheep and ecattle through even the
coldest winter, with the assistance of
hay and straw . stacks to run to in
rough weather. Through all this re-
gion of corn and cattle, hay, grass,
hogs and bad roads, the tendency is
to more and more pasture every year
—to less corn to be consumed off the
farm and less wheat and other small
grain.”

The writer of the above statement
makes Illinois not only the grand
centre of the corn producing region of
this country, but his standpoint of
observation for all the rest. He errs
in supposing that the best grazing
country is always the best corn rais-
ing country, and that other portions
of the, West, reaching far down iuto
Texas, are not equal to I1lincis in their
corn producing capabilities.

The centre of food production in this
country is rapidly tending in a south-
westwardly direction, and the proba-
bilities are that ere the close of the
next decade our harvest of both corn
and wheat will be five times as great
as it is at present. It is, however, by
no means improbable that the exporta-
tion of corn from Illinois may decrease
This will not be because of her dimin-
ishing corn crop, but because Illinois
corn will be used for fattening Texas
cattle and home-raised hogs, in order
to meet the demand for these special
products in Northern cities.

It is yet too early in the season to
speak reliably of the general corn crop
of the country, though little doubt ex-
ists that it will be considerably greater
than it waslast year. Asto wheat,the
probabilities are that we will raise very
much more than we did last year, and
as the foreign demand'is likely to be
less, it stands the producers in hagd to
see that cheap transportation shalfii§e-
come a practical reality before -their
wheat barvest is in a condition to be
moved. : N

As to the cotton crop, it will eertain-
1y be materially curtailed by the over-
flow of the rich bottom lands of the
lower Mississippi Valley. Theselands
produce more per acre than those of
any other portion of the cotton belt,
consequently their withdrawal from
the domain of production, even for a
single season, will materially. affect
general results. These remarks apply
with equal force to the prospective su-
gar crop of this State, and that not on-
Iy ior this year, but for the next.—
Cane will notsurvive an overflow of
more than eight or nine days,especial-
ly if the weather be warm,and as cane
is not planted every year, there will be
a serious decrease in the general acre-
age devoted to that crop, even if the
levees are reliably reconscructed before
preparations are made for the crop of
1875.—N. O. Times.

Wasted Wealth.

The amount of money sent from Ala-
bama to the West for provisions is
much larger than is generally sup-
posed. We notice that a few days ago
there was received in Montgomery
over oune railroad line 3077 sacks of
corn, 232 casks of bacon, 1029 pieces of
meat, and 441 barrels of flour, amount-
ing to more than $10,000 worth of pro-
visions in one day. This isonly an
average shipment during many days
in the year, and Mobile, Selma and all
other towns iu the State are getting
supplies in like proportions. This has
been the ease every year since the
war, and thus millions of dollars have
been sent from this Statzalone for pro-
visions. Has there been any necessity
for this? Have our lands suddenly
become too sterile to produce corn and
wheat, or is it impossible any longer
to raise hogs and cattle? No! for our
goil has never refased to yield a gener-
ous harvest wherever ithas been prop-
erly cuoltivated, and with alittle atten-
tion all the meat could be raised neces-
sary for home consumption. This
wholesale waste of money has been
due mainly to the one-idea system of
farming that has prevailed among us
—of directing all our time and energy
to one thing while everything else has
been mneglected. This one thing of
looking to the West for our provisions
instead of making them at home has
been a greater tax on the Southern
people than all the cost of the war;
and it is for this almost entirely that
we are suffering so much from hard
times.

We recently conversed with a gen-
tleman who bas lately traveled over a
large portion of the State in behalf of
a life insurance company, and hein-
variably met with the most prosperous

eople in the poorest sections. These
gad not yet fallen into the fashion of
having their cornecribs and smoke-
houses in.the West, but still insist up-
on having them at home, The conse-
quence has been their tables are well
supplied with all the necessities of life,
their families are neatly though plain-
ly dressed—and, best of all, they are
outof debt, bave no mortgages on their
lands and stock, and are consequently
contented and happy. Would that all
of our people could say the same, for
then we might hope tosee factories

- and farnaces located in Alabama with-

out having to look abroad for the capi-
tal to build them; then we might ex-
pect to see our lands better cultivated
and the laborers better paid. 'We cer-
tainly would have no more of hard

Constitution of the National
Grange.

ARTICLE I. OFFICERS.

_Section 1. The officers of a grange,
either National; State or Subordinate,
shall consist ofand rank'as follows:
Mascer, overseer, lecturer, steward, as-
sistant steward, chaplain, treasurer,
gate-keeper, ceres, pomouas, flora and
lady assistant steward. It is their duty
to see that the laws of the Order are
carried out.

See. 2. How chosen.—In the subor-
dinate granges they shall be chosen
annually; in the State Granges once in
two years, and in the National Grange
one in three years. All elections to be
by ballot. Vacancies by death or re-
signations to be filled at a special meet-
ing thereof—officers so chosen to serve
urtil the annual meeting.

See. 3. The Master of the National
Grange may appoint members of the
Order as deputies to organize granges
where no State Grange exists.

Sec. 4. There shall be an Executive
Committee of the National Grange,
consisting of three members, whose
terms of oflice shall be three years,one
of whom shall be elected each year.

“Sec. 5. The officers of the respective
granges shall be addressed as worthy.

ARTICLE II. MEETING.

Sec. 1. Bubordinate Grapges shall
meet once in each month, and may
hold intermediate meetings as may be
deemed necessary for the good of the
order. All business meetings are con-
fined to the fourth degree.

Sec. 2. State Granges shall meet an-
nually at such time and place as the
Grange shall from year to year deter-
mine,

Sec. 3. The National Grange shall
meetannually on the first Wednesday
in February, atsuch places as the
Grange may from year to year deter-
mine. Should the National Grange
adjourn without selecting the place of
meeting, the Executive Committee
shall appoint the place and notify the
Secretary of the National Grange and
the Masters of State Granges, at least
thirty days before the day-appointed.

ARTICLE ITI. LAWS.

The Nalional Grange, st its annual
session, shall frame, amend or repeal
such laws as the good of the Order may
require. All laws of State and Subor-
dinate Granges must conform to this
Constitution and the laws adopted by
the National Grange.

ARTICLE IV. RITUAL.,

The ritual adopted by the National
Grange shall be used in all Bubordi-
nate Granges, and any desired altera-
tion in the same must be submitted to
and receive the sanction of the Nation-
al Grange.

ARTICLE V.~—~MEMBERSIIIP.

Any person interested in agricultu-
ral pursuits, of the age of sixteen years
(female), and eighteen yeara (male),
duly proposed, elected, and comply-
ing with the rules and regulations of
the Order, is entitled to membership.
If rejected, the money will be refund-
ed. Application must be certified by
mwembers, balloted for at a subsequent
meeting. It shall require three nega-
tive votes to reject an applicant.
ARTICLE VI.—FEES FOR MEMBERSHIP.

The minimum fee for membership
for men in a Subordinate Grangeshall
be five dollars, and for women two
dollars, for the four degrees, excepting
cbarter members, who shall pay, men,
three dollars, and women fifty cents.

ARTICLE VII-—DUES.

Section 1. The minimum of regular
monthly dues shall be ten cents from
each member, and each Grange may
otherwise regulate its own dues.®

ordinate Grange shall report quarterly
to the State Grange the names of all
persons initinted or passed to higher
degrees.

See. 3. The Treasurer of each Sub-
ordinate Grange shall report quarterly,
and pay to the Treasurer of his State
Grange the sum of one dollar for each
man, and fifty cents for each woman
initiated during the quarter; also, a
quarterly due of six cents for each
member.

Sec. 4. The secretary of each State
Grange shall report quarterly to the
secretary of the National Grange tha
membership in bis State, and the de-
grees conferred during the quarter,

Bec. 5. The treasurer of each State
Grange shall deposit to the credit of
the National Grange of Patrons of
Husbandry with some banking or
trust company in New York, to be
selected by the executive committee,
in quarterly installments, the annual
due of ten cents for each member in
his State, and forward the receipts
for the same to the treasurer of the
National Grange.
~ See. 6. All moneys deposited with
said company shall be paid out only
upon the drafts ofthe treasurer, sign-
ed by the master, and countersigned
by the secretary.

Sec. 7. No State Grange shall be
entitled to representatives in the Na-
tional Grange whose dues are unpaid
for more than one quarter.

ARTICLE VIII.~REQUIREMENTS.

Section 1. Reports from Subordi-
nate Granges relative to crops, imple-
ments, stock, or any other matters
called for by the National Grange,
must be certified to by the master and
secretary, and under seal of the grange
giving the same. )

Seec. 2. All printed matter on what-
ever subject, and all information used
by the National or State or Subordi-
nate Granges, shall be made known
30 1t.he members without unnecessary

elay.

Se%. 8. If any brothers or sisters of
the Order are sick, it shall be the duty
of the Patrons to visit them, and see
that they are well provided with all
things needful.

8ec. 4. Any member found guilty of
wanton crueity to animals shal! be ex-
pelled from the Order, . :

S8ec. 5. The officers of Subordinate
Granges shall be on the alert in devis-

whole Order may be advanced ; butno
plan of work sha'l be adopted by State
or Subordinate Granges without sub-
mitting it to, and receiving the sanc-
tion of the National Grange.

ARTICLE IX. CHARTERS AND DISPEN-
SATIONS.

Section 1. All charters and dispensa-
tions issue directly from the National
Grange.

Sec. 2, Nine -men and four women,
having received the four subordinate
degrees, may receive a dispensation to
organize a Subordinate Grange.

Sec. 3. Applications for dispensation
shall be made to the Secretary of the
National Grange, and be signed by the
persons applying for the same, and be
accompanied by a fee of fifteen dol-
lars.

See. 4. Charter members are those
persons only whose names are upon

the application, and whose fees were

paid at thetime of organization. Their
number shail not beless than nine
men and four women, nor more than
twenty men and ten women.

Bec, 5. Fifteen Subordinate Granges
working in a State can apply for au-
thority to organize a State Grange.

6. When State Granges are organ-
jzed, dispensations will be replaced
?y charters, issued without further

ee.

Bee. 7. All charters must pass
through the State Granges for record,
and receive the seal and official signa-
tures of the same.

Sec. 8. No Grange shall confer more
than one degree (either first, second,
third or fourth, at the same meeting.

Sec. 9. AfteraState Grange is organ-
ized, all applications for charters must
Bass through the same and be approved

y the master and secretary.

ARTICLE X, DUTIES OF OFFICERS.

The duties of the officers of the Na-
tional, State and Bubordinate Granges,
shall be prescribed by the law of the
same,

ARTICLE XI. TREASURERS,

Sec. 1. The treasurers of the Nation-
al, State and BSubordinaté Granges
shall give bonds,to be approved by the
officers of their respective granges,

See. 2. In all granges bills must be
approved by the master, and counter-
signed by the secretary, before the
treasurer can pay the same.

ARTICLE XII. RESTRICTION.

Religious or political questions will
not be tolerated as subjects of discus-
sion in the work of the Order, and no
political or religious tests for member-
ship shall be applied.

ARTICLE XITT. AMENDMENTS,

This constitution can be altered or
amended by a two-thirds vote of the
National Grange at any meeting, and
when such alteration or amendment
shall have been ratified by three-
fourths of the State Granges, and the
same reported to the secretary of the

National Grange, it shall be of full

force.

‘We are, and have ever been, open
advacates for the most unrestrained
“freedom of the press, ?? butthat “free-
dom’? whiech: obtrudes its polluted pre-
sence in the Grand Jury room and ar-
raigns.on bare and base suspicion, the
actions and motives of sworn officials
degenerates into. a dangerous license,
‘which it behooves every citizen, who
‘values the good of society or the repu~
tation of himself and nis friends, to re.
probate in terms of severest censure.
If the Grand inquest of the countyis
to be pilloried before men for daring
to discharge a duty required by every
obligation of law and every instinet of
personal honor—if those who are com-
missioned toinvestigate and bring to
light offences against the laws are to
have their characfers blackened by
printed. and published charges of
wilful perjury because they
have. presumed to charge this
or that individual with thecommis-
sion of acrime—if those to whom
the Iaws confide ““the exclusive right
of judging and determining the weight
and force of the testimony?”
adduced befere them are to have that
right usurped and their judgments re-

versed: by political penny-a-liners and
puppets, itiis high time that the Jury
system were altogether abolished and
the impeachmentandtrial of offenders
compmitted to the discretion of the mob.
These reflections were the first
which forced themselves upon our
mind while reading the shameless ed-
itorial in Sunday’s issue™~of the Stafe
Journal, headed “Partizan, Grand Ju-
ry Report.” Ifanything, more thor-
oughly uncalled-for,false or disreputa-
ble ever disgraced the journalistic an-
nals of theage he have yet to see or
hearofit. We shall nof undertake to
say whether any partigalar individual
indicted; by the Grand Jury was guilty
or not. Itisnone of our business to
enquire into individual guilt or inno-
cence. That isthe province of the
Courts. But we do say that the re-
port of the Grand Jury reveals a state
of facts wholly incompatible with
even the remotest supposition. of that
universal innocence, on the part of the
aceused officiuls, from which alone an
attack so disgraceful as this could de-
rive theleasteolorof excuse. Thatstate
of facts is, to a great extent, shown by
documentary evidence,which noteven
those who are preseinted will find it
possible to controvert.

true presentment make, of all indicta-
ble offenses given you in charge, as
well as those brought to your knowl-
edge, committed or triasble within the
county; the State’s counsel, your fel-
lows and your own, you shall keep se-
cret; you shall present no person from
envy, hatred or malice, nor leave any
one unpresented from fear, affection,
reward, or the hope thereof; but you
shall presentall things truly, as they
come to your knowledge, to the best
&f dyour understanding; so help you

od.

The same oath which your foreman
has taken, on his part, you and each
of you, on your respective parts, shall
well and truly observe and keep; so
help you God.”

How has this oath been obsérved ?

Has not the grand jury, which pre-
tends to bave been delving into coun-
ty matters for eleven weeks last past,
notoriously disregarded that portion
of the above oath which relates to se-
crecy? Have they kept ‘‘secret’ all
their proceedings?

Unveiling the Confederate Stat=
ue at Mobile.

The Mobile Register of Tuesday
last contains a full report of the me-
morijal services on the 27th inst. Af-
ter the soul stirring address of Dr.
Palmer, Admiral Semmes before un
vailing the statue said :

The statue, fellow-citizens, which I
am about to unveil will become his-
torie, nay, it is historie, as the events
which it is intended to commemorate
have already passed into the domain
of history. This statue is designed to
perpetuate the memory ofa band of
gallant men, who perished in the
greatest of modern wars, in obedience
to the most powerful impulse that ean
move the human heart—the love of
liberty. It has been constructed of
the enduring stone of our own native
hills, fashioned by the skillful hands
of our own artists, and erected
through the agency of the noble wo-
man of our ecity, whose hearts have
always beaten responsive to the holy
inspiration of love and patriotism.
The statue commemorates a civil con-
flict, as the battle-monument at Bunk-
er’s Hill commemorates a certain oth-
er civil conilict, between the ancestors
of the same people; and this conflet
was fought, substantially, on the
same ground, viz: the right of self-
government. When the vast multi-
tude which now listens to the sound
of my voice shall have passed away,
and shall sleep, many of them, in this
same city of the dead, pilgrims of oth-
er days and generations—American
pilgrims, aswell from the North as
from the South, will visit this monu-
ment, in the same spirit in which
they would visit the battle-monument
at Bupoker’s Hill, in the spirit of fra-
ternity and peace, and will make the
same oblation of reverence and love to
the martyrs of the one revolution as of
the other. And they will read this
terrible and soul-stirring episode in
American history, with some such
feeling as the Englishman of the pres-
ent day reads that episode in English
history, which records the deeds of
those martyrs of liberty, Hampden
and Sydney. Inow, in the perform-
auce of the pleasing duty which bas
been assigned to me, proceed to unveil
thie statue of the “immortal Confed-
erate soldier,”” and to consign him,
and the cause in which he died, to
the solemn tribunal of history, whose
final court of appeal seldom fails to
award justice, though generations may
be necessary to enable it to pronounce
its decree. The wild storm may rage
around that statue, the rains of heav-
en may descend upon it, the light-
ning may scathe it and time, which
destroys all things, may prostrate it,
as it has prostrated the monuments of
the Greek, but the principle which it
personifies, the principle of American
liberty, as interpreted by the framers
of the Federal and of the Confederate
Constitutions, will survive forever !

The
monument from the base to the top of

All this, except the granite base which
was laid several years ago,was wrought
in Alabama stone by Messrs. McDon-
ald, March & Co., of this city, and re-
flects the highest eredit upon theirskill
u#s artists and enterprise as business
men. Starting here buta few years
ago, this house by striet integrity,
courtesy,and hard work has succeeded
in building up one of the most exten-
sive marble yards in the South. The
clever hand of Mr. Daniel M¢cDonald,
its principal seulptor, has, in this stat-
ue, reared an enduring monument to
its taste and art. The firm is worthy
all the patronage Southern people can
bestow upon them, not alone because
they are of us, but because of their
merit as skilful workmen.

A salute by the artillery, amid the

A Southern Corn Crop.

I have recently seen an ~xperiment |

in corn planting which I think may
prove instructive to some of my broth-
er farmers, of the South at least. One
acre of land (red clay) was faken sum-
mer before last, after the wheat cut
off; and sowed broadcast with. cow
peas. When the vines had reached
their growth previous to flowering,
sixty bushels of slacked lime was ap-~
plied tothem. The whole was then
turned under with a two-horse plow.
In thisstate the lot remained until
last. spring, when it was broken up
and laid off 33x3} feet (I think); the
corn was planted, two grains in a
check. Itreceived the usual cultiva-
tion of this section—thai is, three
ploughing and two hoeings (except
that 1t was not bedded.) The acre yield-
ed seventy-six and three-fourths bush-
els by actual measurement. The seed
used is peculiar. It was produced by
the gentleman who made the.experi-
ment, several years ago, from 2 volun-
teer stalk which had eleven earson it,
all of which, however, did not come to
perfection. The yieldofthe stalk was
five poundsof corn. This corn has be-
come quite celebrated, and one of the
proofs of the value of a careful selec-
tion. This yield of 767 bushels may
not strike thenorthern farmers asany-
thing remarkable, but if they will re~
member that our averageis only ten
bushels of corn per . acre, they will at
once see the value of the foregoing to
southern agriculture. One bushel of
peas will broadeast the acre, and cost
one dollar, the lime here, scattered,
will cost fifteen cents per bushel. The
lot is. now in wheat, and its owner ex-
pects it to produce twenty-five or thir-
ty bushels, which, for this country,
will bea good yield. Theexperiment
will not eost much, and I am sure will
repay any farmer. Clover, perhaps,
will inerease the yield of both wheat
and ecorn. One acre of such land is
worth more than eight cultivated as

we geperally do.—John Carmuchacl, |

One of our farming friends, who re-
sides near Philadelphia, and hasa
large milk trade, tells us that for the
past four years he has cut cats for hoy
and bas found somuch goed to result
from: the practice, that he is thinking
ofmaking it a substitute for hay for
regular cow feed, as far as other eir-
cumsiances will allow. He cuts the
oats just while the grain is forming
and while the whole plant is yet green;
and fakes rather mwre pains in the
drying, as the oat is rather more like-
ly to mould than the ordinary grass.
He claims that he ean get a heavier
crop of at least as good food from the
samespacs of gromnd in ashorter
time in this way than he can from an
ordinary hay field.

This may be so, yet there seems to
besome objections. In this part of the
country at least, if March be wet, or
the season late, oats .cannot be got in
till the middle of April, and it is one
of those things which. requires to be
in very early in order to do certainly
well. Again the oat is more fastidious
in regard to soil than grassis. Itof-
ten happens that land which seems fa-
vorable to a good erop of oats so far as
the grain is eoncerned, makes very lit~
tle straw ; and a field of oats not much
over a foot high would not be very
profitable as a_“‘forage crop.” Then,
again, animal Jabor must be spent on
an oat erop, whileon a geod stand of
timothy seed, the same sowing will do
always for two, and sometimes for
three years. This saving of labor
alone seems to us to be a strong item
which ought not to be overlooked. )

Yet.it seems quite likely that this
oat hay idea might very often be tak-
en advantages of to good purpose, and
S0, as the correspondents often mod-
estly say, we offer it for whatever it is
worth.—Germantown Telegraph.

Irish Potatoes,
INDIANAPoOLIS, April 4.

The Mississippi Crop Qutleok.

The floods of 1874, which are delu-
ging the South and sweeping away
therising crops, will have an effect
they never had before. In past years
the rising of the Mississippi, has been
attended by much loss, but the loss
this year promises to be greater than
ever. Previous to the War, when the.
planter owned his field hands, he fled
before the deluge to high land,taking,
hands, cattle and implements with
him. The flight was only a tempora-
ry retreat. When the waterssubsided,
the whole plantation was recovered.
The soil &vas in excellent condition
for a Iate crop, and no time was lostin
taking advantage of it. The harvest
was always of usual richness, and the
abundance of the yield more than
compensated for the previous Iloss.
Now the ease is different. The hired
farm-hands stampeded at the first
alarm, leaving the cattle and imple-
ments at the mercy of the floods.
There will be nosecond crop this year,
when the waters subside. 'I'he loss in
‘stock will be total. Itis a gloomy
outlook for the planters, who will be

| poorer by the waters than by the war.

For they cannot avail themselves of
compensation which bountiful Nature
offers for her rude tumult.—Chicago
Tribure.
