A few days ago we spoke of the un-
#ise policy, adopted by the Uniled:
States Government, of disecriminating
sgainst the ‘greenback in favoriof that
particular carrency which it was least
able to furnish in quantities suflicient
tomieet the demands of frade. As
Jong #s it was necessary to providea
paper curtency &t all, itseersthata
wiser policy would have been to dis-
criminate in its favor, if ‘disexrimina-
tion. were absolutely necessary. In
the course of the article just referred
to, we suggested what we conceived to:
be a wholesome change in the finsn~
¢ial aystem.: This:was to issue$2,500,~
