Sherman hesaid : * ‘Come weal or
come woe,” the State of Georgia never
should by his consent withdraw from
the Confederation in dishonor. She
will never make separate terms with
the enemy, which may free her terri-
‘tory from invasion, and leave her con-
federates in the lurch.” I may have
-assared the delegation that in case I
diseovered any change of policy on
the part of Governor Brown in this
respect, that I would use my utmost
- influenice against it.

Linton Stephens, I was folly acquaint-
ed. Wewere in almost daily corres-

SYKES vs. SPENCER.

Report of the Minority of the Senate
Committee.

A POWERFUL DOCUMENT!

In the case presented by the memo-
rial of Franeis W. Sykes, contesting
theelection of Hon. George E. Spencer
as a Senator from the State of Alabama,
the undersigned respectfully submit
the following minority report: -

By s law of the State of Alabama|

‘the third Monday in November in

each year is fixed as the day for the
annual meeting of the General Assem-
bly of said State, and on the 18th day
of November, A. D. 1872, being the 3d
Monday of said: month, two separate
bodies of men, each claiming to be the'
legislature of Alabams, assembled at
different placesin the cityof Montgom-

-ery and procéeded to organize as such.

One of these bodies, which met in
the eapitol, or state-house, in said city
on the 10th day of December, 1872,
elected the Hon. Francis W, Sykes a

for the constitutional term commeéne-
ing on the 4th day of March, 1873; and
on the 3d day of the same month the.
other body, which met at the United

-States Court rooms, also ¢laiming to

be the legislature of the State, elected
the Hon. George E. Spencer aSenator
T;;x Congrosa fram raid State forthe said

rm. -

The two bodiessubsequently became
merged info-one general assembly,
under an arrangement proposed by the
Attoruey-General ofthe United States.

The organization of the fusion legis-
lature took place after the election of
both Mr. Sykes and Mr. Spencer, and
the right of neither the one nor the
other depends upon the action of that
legislature oranything connected with
- its history.

‘Whatever claim eitherofthe persons
named may have to a seat in.the
Senate as a Senator from the State of
Alabama rests entirely upon the ques-
tion whether the body that elected bim:
at the time of suchi election was in fact
the legislature of the State, and not
upon anything that took place in the
legislative history of the State sub-
sequent to the time of his election. it
is admitted that there could be butone
lawful general assembly in Alabama,
andin order to determine whether Mr.
Sykes or Mr, Spencer is entitled to a
sedat in the Senate, it is necessary to de-
cide which of the two bodies, if either,

elect a Senator. Ifeitheref the bodies,
the court-house legislature, assembled
in accordance with the provisions of
the constitution and laws of Alabama,
it cannot be doubted that such body ap
assembled in conformity with law was
vested exclusively with the legislative
power of the State, and was alone
competent to elect 4 Senator to repre-
sent the State in Congress. On the
other hand, it cannot be maintained,
if either of said bodies assembled in
violation of law or without authority
of law, that such body so meeting, b
whatever name it chose to style: itself
was clothed with any legisldtive au-
thority, or had any rightful claim to
be regarded, for any purpose, as the
general assembly. . . .
These propositions are self-evident,
and cannot be questionéd -or denied.
They
ment, or toneed illustration or enforce-
ment. As isolated truths, unconnect-
ed with otber questions, they would
receive the ready assedt of not only
every member of the Senate but of
every man inthe country at all familiar
with the constitution and laws of Ala-
bama. The undersigned, therefore;:
deem it proper to refer to such provis-
ions or the constitution and laws of
the State of Alabama as Hear upon the
election of members of the Senate and
House of Representatives—and their
organization as legislative: bodies—
comiposing the General Assembly df
the State. The following &are some of
the provisions of the constitution and
laws of said State. Article 5, secfions
2, 8, and 16 of the Constitutions )
SEc. 2. The Governor, Lieut.-Gover-
nor, Secretary of State, Treasurer,
and Attorney-General, shall hold their
offlees for the term of two years, and
the Auditor for the term of four years.
SEC. 3. The returns of every election
for officers named in the preceding sec-
tiop shall be sealed up and transmitted
to the seat of governmenf by the re-|
turning officers directed to the presi-
ding officer of the Senate, who, du-
ring the first week of the session shall
open and publish the samein thepres-
ence of a majority of the members of
the General Assembly; the person hav- |
ing the highest number of votes shall’
be declared duly elected; but if two or
more shail be highest and equal in
‘votes for the same office, one of them
shall be chosen by joint vote of both
houses. Contested elections for execu~

tive officers shall be determined by

both houses of the general assembly, in
?uch manner as shall be prescribed b,
aw. . :

Sec. 16. The lieutenant governor
shall be president of the Senate, hut
shall vote only when the Senate is
equally divided, and in case of his ab-
sence or impeachment, or when he
shall exercise the office of Governor,
the Senate shall choose a president
pro lempore.

By section 6, article 4, of the consti-
tution of Albama, the president of the
Senate and the Speaker of the House

until their successors are elected and
qualified, as follows:

SEc. 6. The House of Representatives,
when assembled, shall choose & speak-
er and its other officers; and the Senate
shall choose a president, in the absence

of the qualifications, elections, and re-
turns of its own members, but a con-
tested election shall be determined in
such manner as shall be directed by
law. The president of the Senate and
the Speaker of the House of Represent-
atives shall remain in office until their
successors are electéd and qualified.
By article 8 of the Constitution of
Alabama, the House of Representa-
tives is declared to consist of one hun-
dred members, apportioned among,

'and elected from, the counties of the

State, as directed in said article.

The Senate consists of thirty-three
members, elected by the voters from
the senatorial districts, as directed in:

said article; and these two bodies con-

stifute the General Assembly of the
State, and therein, by section 1 of arti-
cle 4, of the constitution, is vested the
legislative power of the State, as fol-
lows:

SEc. 1. The legislative power of this
State shall be vested in a General As-.
sembly, which sball consistof a Senate
and Houseof Representatives..

By act of the General Assembly of
Alabama, approved 3lst December,
1868, entitled ‘“*An actto fix the time
of the anuoual session of the General
Assembly,” the third Monday of No-
vemberin each year is declared to be
the day for the annual assembling of
of the General Assembly.

By section 38 of the 1evised code of
Alabama, which was re-enacted and

Thelaw under
which he had hlmself risen to power
was worse than the Alabamalaw of
1865. When he announced his
hostility to that law the sympa-
thies of the Radical party were
transferred from him to BRrooks
and BrROOKS was instigated to begin
another snif before Judge WHYTOEK,
of the Pulaski Cirenit Court, against
BaxteR. This,too, in defiance of the
decision of the Supreme Courf that no
State court had jurisdiction. But
BAXTER'S eounsel appeared before the
courf and filed a demurrer to the juris-
diction, which, in view of the deeision
of the Supreme Court, no one doubted
their ability to sustain.

The Macou, Gsa., correspondent of
the Louisville Courier-Journal takes
Col, Lee Jordan, the largest planter in
this State, as an example of the evils
of exclusive cotton culture, and shows,
by his own admission, that, though
raising from two to .three thousand
bales every yearsince the war, ho has
not-saved a dollar by the operation.
Every cent realized was needed to pay
bands, buy provisions and run the
plantation generally. The significant
and encouraging fact is added that
Col. Jordan has gone back to the old
plan—raising enough provisions to do,
and after that all the cotton he can.
We are delighted to hear this, and
hope his present example will be fol-
loi:ved by all the agricultural commu-
nity.

Preventive and Cure for Gapes
aud Lice in Chickens.

The present long wetspell of weath-
er is being the eause of considerable
 gapes inchickensin my neighborhood,
and consequently much foss. Of the
' bundred apd one cures foundin the
Poultry papers for gapes and lice in
fowls, I had rather have thatof the old
negro man who has the care of my
Poultry than any of them. It issim-
ply this—smoke them freely with to-
bacco before feeding in the morning,
while their stomachs are empty. To
save time and trouble, X will describe
his process..

Make a box that will hold from 25 to
50 chicks, bore one-ineh holes in the
bottom. Make yourtobacco smoke in
a kettle or pot, and set the box on it so
that thesmoke can pass up through
the holes into the box; now putinthe
chickens and spread a cloth over the
top, and smoke them about a. minute
or two—repeating the operstion every
other morning fora week or so, when
your chickens are gapy, and yon will
soon find your yard free of gapes and
lice.

Oaf of about 140 young chicks, to
'this fime, we have lost but fiveor
'six, and only one of them died from
disease, and that was lice; the rest got
killed.

For lice we mix tpbacco with. lard,
and with this prepartion greaseslight-
ly the headand breast of every hen
just-taken ofi'the nest. .

A finer or heslthier lot of chickens
than, I have at present I neversaw.- I

Last yearone J. J. Moulton, Post-
master of Mobile, was tired.for embez-
zling some $20,000 or $30,000 from the
office under his charge. There was
no doubtof his loss of the money; in-
deed, he admittzd it, an dby borrowing
from his friends, who still mourn their
loss,hear ranged to pay themoney back
Alex. MecKinstry, the Radical Lisu-
tenant Governor of Alabama, was
Moulton’s consel. The following letter
explains inself: .. !

GQenceral of the United States: =

S1rR—I beg leave to recall to your at-
tention the interview that the Hon.
Chas Hays and myself had with you,
requestiog you to direct the dismissal
of the prasecution against John J.
Moulton, late Postmaster at Mobile,
now pending in the Circuit Court of
the United States in the judiecial cir-
cuit at Mobile.
An indictment was filed at the
Spring term, 1878, charging him with
embezzlement and depositing money
in a banking house not a national bank
for a depository of the United States,
involving him in round numbers in
the charges, say $18,000 all of which
has been paid to the United States
overnment, and there is no loss.
The indictment was drawn by Mr.
Southworth. The prosecution was
conducted by the Hon. Geo. L. Dus-
kin, United States District Attorney,
and a trial was held in Mobile in Jan-
uary, 1874, beforethe Hon. Wm. B.
Woods. The trial lasted some days.
The evidence was conflicting and con-
tradictory to such adegree that it is
believed that nothing butthe vigorous
and skilfull ability of the United States
Distriet Attorney, Duskin, prevented
a prompt acquittal. The evidence of
the depositing was only for money or-
ders, and that only sustained by an
accomplice Mr. Fuller.
There was no denial of the receipt of
the amount alleged to have been em-
bezzled, but & prompt admission of
and full statement of the accounts,
and all made and done under the as-
surance that he would not beprosecut-
ed and that he should retain the office.
of Postmaster,
After the jury had deliberated for
about two days after they were charg-
ed they weredischarged by the Judge,
againgt the earnest protest.of the de-
fendant, and he had to give bail to an-
swer at the trial again.
Mr. Moulton is the head of a respec-
table and large family of children, and

1y respectable position as a man. Ha
is and has been for a long time an ac-
tive, zealous and efficient supporter of
the Administration, and in all re-
spects conducts himself as a good eiti-
zen, and one whose services are great-
ly needed.

Large Onien Crop.

‘We have the report of a crop of two
acres of onions, raised at Indian Creek
Michigan, last summer, by Mr., Wm.
Birdsall. Boil, dark sandy loam. He
applied 50 loads of compost of barn-
yard manure, leached ashes and lime.
This manure is put in a large pile and
covered with earth like a potato heap,
a fire of wood built underit to heatthe
manure, so as to kill all the seede there
may be in it. The earth covering res
ceives all the volatile matter which the
heat might otherWwise drive off, This
manure is applied in the drill; Tows 15
inches apart. One-half the field was
planted to the Weathersfield variety,
and the other to the white globe onion.
The soil is cultivated so thoroughly as
to keep it quite clear of weeds. It re-
quires the time of one manand boy
four-months, to perform all the labor
required and harvest the ecrop. Mr.
Birdsall harvested 1,150 bushels fit for
market, and sold them at an average
of 85 ets. per bushel. ]
