Mosaic Health Laws.

Dr. Mendez, of Shaaria’ Tephila, in
‘West Forty-fourth-st, preached Satur-
day morning on Jewish Dietary Laws.
‘Were any literary person, said he, to
come before you and lay claim to per-
fection, you would except him to sub-
stantiatehis claim by a‘faultless logic,
Tesearch, profound thought, and a per-
feet style. These requirements are
met in the Pentateuch of Moses, that
great teacher whose writings are the
Hebrew’s heirloom. The Pentateuch
distinguishes our nationality ; it is, as
the Psalmiat says, a perfect law. It
ascends to the regious of psychlogy
and does not hesitate to descend to the
plan of Moses’s corporeal wants. In
the language of every day, it speaks of
food, wages, garments, and of their fit-
ness and requirements. With regard
to blood as an article of food, the law
in Leviticus, xvii,, 10, reads, *‘And
whatsoever man there may be of the
House of Israel, or of the strangers
that sojourn . among you, that eateth
any manner of blood, I will even set
my face against that soul that eateth
blood, and will cut him off fromamong
his people.”” Letus turp our atien-
tion to blood prohibition in particular,
and the dietary laws in general, Blood
is considered in Holy Writ asthe con-’
necting link between soul and: body, a
view expressed by modern ‘scientists
in terms perhaps alittle less gross than
those of the Mosaic writing. We may
remark, in pdssing, that the scripture
version is not that ofthe earlier Greek
philosophers, who say that the blood:
is the life, In the days of Samuel,
during the war against the Philis-

hunger, were tempted to slaughter

cattle and eat of the blood. They thus

called forth a severereproof from Saul.

The prophets, who seldom speak of

dietary laws, notice the blood prohibi-

tion. The early founders of so-called

Churistianity regarded Moses’ com-

mand. A loyal Hebrew pays strict

attention to the removal of any appre-

ciable quantity of blood. But let us

turn to the wider subject of dietary

laws—laws which have always been a

fruitful topic for discussion, and have

been mentioned in terms either of dis-

paragement or honor. There is a
scholar who asseris that the Mosaic
law had its origin in a more ancient

code—thatof the Zend Avesta—in

which animals are divided into clean

and unclean. It is remarkable that

the eritical discernment of the learned

author did not enable him to appreci-

ate the spirit embodied in the Jewish

law, and to contrast it with that of the

Indic. Thereligion of the Jews is

monotheistic, and their God is a God

of goodness. A resemblance between

the Egyptian and the Jewish dietary

laws has been traced and their relative

antiquity considered. The Allegorical

'school takes exception to . certain

meats, such ag the flesh of beasts of
.prey and serpents, because it believes

that the characteristies of these ani-

mals are” transmitted to those who

feed upon their bodies. The Ration-
alists, in their sanitary law, approach

more nearly to the truth. Turnoing to

modern Jewish thought, we find a
hint apon the subject. In Deuterono-
my, in the preface to matter relating
to forbidden beasts, the law says:—
‘“Thou shalt not eat abominations.”

The substance of this precept is also
found in Leviticus.

From these two sources we deduce
three motives for abstinence from feod
forbidden in the Mosaie writings—mo-
tives resulting from a desire for the
wellbeing of the body, the mrind, and
the nation. The same God who gave
the immortal decalogue farnished the
dietary laws of the Pentateuch; andin
his eyes there can be no gradation with
regard to any of the wants of man’s

nature—all are of the first importance.
Moses, who was educated among the
most learned of his medical cotempo-
raries, was admirably adapted to the
expounding of a hygienic system.—
His laws are sosimple and yet so com-
plete that they are the wonder of mod-
ern medicine. Becauseof theirobser-
vance of Moses! health laws the Jews
have been peculiarly exempt from epi-
demics, and have, therefore, sometimes

ring the Middle Ages, when so many
were stricken with a fatal pestilence,
great numbers of Hebrews were de-
stroyed because, they were said to have
poisoned the wells. Secondly, the ob-
gservance of the Mosaic dietary law is
essential because feod affects not only

Leaving considerations bearipg on

the value and uses of agricultural stat-

istics, & few thoughts may e essayed

L upor means and: appliance. for statis-

ical collection. More attention isnew
drawn to-this subject than ever before. -
It is work that required greatindus-
try and conscientiousness in collectin

| and arranging, and pre-supposesintel: -

not flourish in the dark ages. Thezre‘
is even now great difficulty in siatis-
tical collection, on aceount of popular
ignorance and prejudice, in European

. countries, and not a little in our own
receipts from this, should represent at | g i ;

country. There is yet in many minds
asuspicion that the Censns Marshal

is only a harbinger of the tax-gather-
er.

As an extreme illustration, the State
census of Ohio returned thirty-eight
million pouinds of tobacco as the crop
of 1869; the general government,
which levies a tax on tobacco, obtained
returns of only eighteen millions for
the same orop. Ordinarily the.census
makes larger figures than State asses-
sors. Forinstauce, in thesame State,
the United States reported fifteen mil-
lion bushels of wheat in 1860, and the
State only twelve. Intelligent people
should combat this prejudice among
the neighbors and educate them as to
the value themselves.of an aceurate
knowledge of local resources.

As tothe acreage, generally, of all
our crops, there has been furnished
by - the census, and vone by States,
with very few exceptions. The Departe
ment has attempted estimates, dedue-
ting acreage from estimates of aggre-
gate productiomr and estimated yield

- per acre. Now, while a county esti-

mate of total product is liable to be
slightly too low, the estimated yield
per acre is guite apt to be slightly too

of proven fact. From this considera-
tion I have for years believed that the
reported cotton acreage mjght be
proven by accurate enumeration some-
what too low, but have not felt author-
ized to emnlarge it without positive
proof that it is so—proof that I hope
soon: to be able to accumulate. I ree-
ognize fully the importance of the
utmost accuracy, as the Department
figures for acreage of cofton are the
only basis of all published statements
of such area. As an illustration of
this fact, it will be remembered that
during the war great efforts were
made to grow cotton largely near the
northern limit of its possible maturity,

. and the area was estimated according-
1y, and strapge to say, though the

effort was long since mainly aban-
doned, those same figures (ten times
too large for the present day) with
annual per centage modifications, are
still doing duty in journalistic statis-
tics. But thesubject is one of diffi-
culty; no authority is infallible, and
the degree of modesty with which it
is treated will distinguish. the super-
ficial tyro from the inexperienced in
statistics. Could annual enumeratious
be naot only inaugurated by States,
with a common schedule,which should
incalde only a few plain and practical

{ points ,of inquiry, but e - also

thoroughly made and promptly pub-
lished, current estimates on such
basis might be closely approximate
and of greatly enhanced value. I
would urge upoun this body the impor-
tance of laboring to establish uniform-
ity, to.encourage in every State an an-
nual eensus on such a plan, and to at-.
tempt themiors difflcult task of eduea-

A very intelligent correspondent of
the Rural Carolinian says he believes
"the.main hope of civilization in the
lower Bouth liesin our pinelands, and
that the old styTe planters'still striviug
-to get along'on their “cotton lands,”
iso-called, would actually better their
'situation were they to abandon them
without: return and establish them-
-se]ves'amoug the pines. * ‘
. He sajs the *cotton lands” in South
'Carolina (and they are similar to all
the *‘cotion lands’’ along the ‘ coast,)
'have really very little valiie for any
other crop save cotton, and cotton has
ceased to pay. It is hardly probable
that they would yield an avérage of
twelve bushels of corn to the-ucre.—
With the best . culture, in ancient
times, they rarely exceeded twenty
bushels. Is it worth holding ‘such
lands for that miserablereward? They
are cursed with a malarious atmos-,
phere; 'and, even if the prospect of re-
ward were greater, when the summer
¢omes the owner must leave his home.

over him, he has'no hearfto doany-
thing for the- embellishment of his
home—no inducement to procure for
himself a single luxury which, in the
present state of civilization, are neces-
sary comforis everywhere -else, Has
he planted fruit trees?  Does -he as-
pire after a dairy ora poéultry farm, or
does he hopa:to raise the - stock 'whicly
will furnish him with food as well as
farm apimdls? Assoon-as the season
comes when these all require his ean-
stant supervision, he must leave them

Xt is generslly believed abroad, he
-says, that the pine country is not a
fruit country, but what pineite does
remember exquisitely flavored peaches
which he has'seen raised on the. pine
.lands? Ab, yes ! they were délicious?!
But how soon they lost thelr flavor and
degenerated, say,one. Of course they
did. ‘Whatever is the objeet of artifi-
cial eulfure will degenerate, unless
man’s vigilant eve and careful hands
are ever at workto foster them. With-
out'trouble, nothing good is to be had
in this world. Nature shows us what
our soil. cando; it is our part to see that
she is assisted in her efforts. A cen-
tury ago, when our fathers lived per-
manently on their; plantations, they
revelled in peaches, pears, apples,
plums and grapes, Occasionally even
oranges were found; and we know
that the olive will grow on our =oil.
The fig, indeed, cannot bear transpor-
 tation in its fresh state, but so freely
'does it grow and bear that, deubtless,
the dried fig will some day be one of
| the staple productof the pine country.
Unhappily for us, all the -intelligence
of our country -bas been for the last
eighty years so sompletely devoted to
cotton, that all otber industries were
' abandoned, and now that cotton has
failed to support us, wecannot get out
of the old grooves, but we go on wast-
ing our energies and impairing our in-
tellects, in still treading over the old
ground, making ourselves the willing
slaves of those who helped to ruin us,
and turn a blind eye to the tempfing
gifts which nature offers to our grasp.

How often must we reiterate the
ory.

The present genera-
tion follows the culture as a desperate
. resource and under .the influence of
perverse habit; the next generation
will see all the cotton raised in small
quantities by truck farmer, perhaps
altogether by negroes; and unques-
tionably it will never be well with the
whites until they almost utterly aban-
don. the tempting but illusive pursuit.
